Roll Call Council President Jean Ann Wright called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – NOT PRESENT, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 12 guests.

Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision regarding lease of the community building with the Sequoyah, Adair, Cherokee County Nutrition Center. Councilman Spray asked if this lease contained the same terms as previous years.  Miggletto said it did not change. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the lease with the SAC Nutrition Center. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of police interceptor police car from Starr Motor Company in the amount of $25,034.00 to be paid from Capital Improvement Fund. Miggletto said the purchased was a budgeted item.  Councilman Sharp asked if the purchase complied with the competitive bidding act.  Miggletto said as far as he knew it did.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the purchase up to $25,034.00 from the Capital Improvement Fund. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase and installation of up-fit vehicle equipment and decals for police interceptor in the amount of $5,000.00 to be paid from Capital Improvement Fund.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the purchase of up-fit equipment and decals up to $5,000.00 from the Capital Improvement Fund. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes 
4. Discussion with possible decision to accept donation of bicycle to the Stilwell Police Department. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the donation. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
5a.
Discussion with possible to decision to approve contract for engineering and design services from Holloway, Updike, & Bellen, Inc. for access road and drainage improvements from Hwy 100 to Walmart.  Miggletto said the contract would be paid for with the Federal Home Loan Bank – Joint Opportunity for Building Success (FHLB-JOBS 2013) grant received in June.  He said the proposed access road would connect state Hwy 100 East south to Walmart. It would likely increase safety, relieve traffic, and possibly spur economic development around Walmart.  Councilman Mink asked if the tax payers would be funding any portion of this project. Miggletto said no. This design phase would be paid by the grant and that if construction were to move forward it would only be feasible with additional grant funding. He said there are three (3) possible grants to pay for construction if the project moves forward.  Councilman Isaacs asked if the property was all annexed into the city. Miggletto said it was annexed in 1997. Councilman Isaacs asked who would over see the project and would they be compensated. Miggletto said he asked Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler to assist with this design phase. He said that a very minimum of effort would be required at this stage. He said meeting with surveyors and engineers and possibly clearing some areas of about 10’ x 10’ around where survey stakes would be marked. He said no compensation was figured in but he would certainly support compensation if the job became more work.  Councilman Mink asked if large delivery trucks would be able to access the road. Miggletto said that the concept is a three (3) lane road which would be ingress and egress to Walmart with a continuous center turn lane. He said that large trucks should be able to use the road.  Mink said this could be a help to those delivering goods to Walmart or local industries. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to approve engineering contract with Holloway, Updike & Bellan in the amount of $23,200.00. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman –no, John – yes, Jim – yes  MOTION CARRIED

Discussion with possible decision adopting a resolution calling upon Governor Mary Fallin to
rescind Executive Order 2013-27.  Julie Hudgins, General Manager, Stilwell Utilities said that a study by the governor’s office is exploring the idea of selling GRDA assets to the private sector.  She said that a 16 member panel of appointees by the governor includes representatives from OG&E and PSO which are privately owned companies. She said GRDA has always been sustained by the member cities which include Stilwell and 59 others. She said the rate payers (end customer) has paid the indebtedness of GRDA or financed any debt they incurred in the course of operation. GRDA employs about 500 people and it is speculated that the sale would increase the cost of utilities to the customer.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to approve the resolution as presented.  Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision regarding Inter-agency Cooperative Agreement with the Adair County Board of County Commissioners. Miggletto said he misunderstood Mayor Trentham that the agreement had already been drafted by the city attorney.  NO ACTION TAKEN
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding Inter-Agency Cooperative Agreement with Stilwell Public School District I-25.  NO ACTION TAKEN
8. Discussion and decision on longevity pay for all city employees that has a minimum of 5 years of service. The longevity will be paid at a rate of $75.00 a year for every year of service with a maximum longevity pay of $1,500.00. The longevity pay will be retroactive to July 1st, 2013. The longevity pay will be paid on the employees anniversary date of hire. Councilman Mink said he forgot to distinguish that this would be for full-time employees only. A motion was made by Alex Mink Seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve longevity. An amended motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to include only full-time employees. Councilman Sharp asked if this proposal mirrored FOP agreement. Sharp also asked City Attorney Joe Adair if this item, as it is written, includes or excludes FOP. Adair said the FOP is covered under a collective bargaining agreement so it would need to be spelled out if they were included in this measure. Councilman Spray said that it would be possible to seal the deal on the FOP negotiations if this was across the board.  Miggletto asked Adair if this could be done because there was no appropriation in the budget for this and no proposed amendment to pay for the measure. Adair recommending tabling the item until an appropriation and budget amendment could be made. Councilman Mink withdrew his motion and amended motion and Councilman Norman Isaacs withdrew his seconds.  A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Jim Spray to table the motion and amendment. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
