1. Discussion with possible decision regarding the submittal of election data to the State Election Board or its agents or contractors to facilitate possible future municipal elections to be conducted by the Adair County Election Board approving expenditure of funds for mapping and data collection up to $2,500.  Shelldon said if we will send our excel spreadsheets along with the city charter to the Center of Special Analysis at OU they will take the information and basically map it and overlay the wards.  They couldn’t give me an exact estimate, but I think $2500.00 is overshooting it.  It will be paid out of the administration budget, line item professional services.  John asked will they redraw the wards.  Shelldon said the voters have to change that by charter. John asked if we need to submit a question to voters to change our charter for the future.  Lloyd said the current alignment of ward is not legal.  It was not submitted to voters, just voted on by council.
