Roll Call Acting Mayor Norman Isaacs called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. and asked Rhonda Patterson to call the roll: Norman Isaacs – present, Jean Wright – present, Alex Mink – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, City Attorney Jeff Jones – present.  Also in attendance were 23 guests.
Special Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to approve Car Show, Burn-Outs and Cruise Night Saturday, September 24, 2016 beginning at 2:00 p.m. until 10:00 p.m.  Norman said Mr. Walden called him, because of the insurance there will be no burn-outs just car show and cruise night.  A motion was made by Alex Mink, seconded by Jim Spray to approve the car show and cruise night.  Alex – yes, Jim – yes, Norman – yes, Jean – yes, John – yes.
2. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of brush hog for the street department in an amount not to exceed $14,000.00.  Terry gave a list of bids to each council member.  Terry said that is the same brand as the 21 year old brush hog we currently have.  John asked if that was good enough for what we need and if we have a tractor big enough to pull it.  Terry said yes.  A motion was made by John Sharp, seconded by Alex Mink to approve purchased of the brush hog.  John – yes, Jean – yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes.
3. Discussion with possible decision regarding the Stilwell Public Library roof leak as requested by Lucille Lacie.   Mrs. Lacie presented the council members with a list of items that needed to be addressed at the library most importantly the roof leak.  She said that in the past the leak has been in areas of books or computers but it recently leaked when driving rain endangered books and electronics.  She said that the roof was originally scheduled to be replaced in the city budget two (2) years ago but that it was in conjunction with the new children’s wing that has been in the planning and fund raising stage for more than eight (8) years.  Councilman Sharp asked what the status of the new wing and roof improvements.  Former Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto said that the last portion of funding approximately $50,000 was planned for a USDA grant application but he was told by the local service center that the current allocation was obligated for FY 2016 which ends September 30 and that they anticipated due to the presidential election that they would be operating under a continuing resolution and no real budgeted funds until at least the first quarter of 2017.  He suggested that the city council explore appropriating more funds from the capital improvement fund and go to bid on the entire project.  He said the architect is 85% completed with the plans and specifications and would need to know the dates for publishing the bids and when they might be opened to completely finish the plans.  Many of Mrs. Lacie’s concerns would be addressed.  He also stated that several items were repair and maintenance related and could be solved with current budgeted funds.  The council seemed to be receptive to the idea of possible appropriation of more funds to complete the project which would be a long term solution to the roof leak. Street Commissioner Terry Butler volunteered to have the city mechanic look at the roof and see if it could be patched or if he could do the roof project in house.  Miggletto said the architect would deliver a working set of drawings next Monday and he would be sure that Mr. Butler had a copy to review.  NO ACTION TAKEN
4. Discussion with possible decision to sell 2010 Ford E-450 Ambulance to Pafford EMS for $11,000.00.  John asked Jeff Jones if we could sell assets without putting it up for auction.  Jeff said he would look into it.  Jim said we had discussed it before.  Alex asked Shelldon if we had sold city equipment like that before.  Shelldon said we have after it has been declared surplus.  We need to find out if it has been declared surplus before we sell it.  A motion was made by Jean Wright, seconded by Jim Spray to table this item until we know if it has been declared surplus.  Jean – yes, Jim – yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes.
5. Discussion with possible decision to approve purchase of 15 tons of cold-patch up to $1,800.00 to be paid from the Street & Alley Fund.  A motion was made by Alex Mink, seconded by Jim Spray to approve purchase of 15 tons of patch up to $1800.00 to be paid from the Street & Alley Fund.  Alex – yes, Jim – yes, Norman – yes, Jean – yes, John – yes.
6. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of four (4) tire for 2015 sanitation truck at a cost not to exceed $1,400.00 to be paid from General Fund – Sanitation Department Vehicle Repair & Maintenance.  A motion was made by Alex Mink, seconded by Jim Spray to approve the purchase of four tires for 2015 sanitation truck not to exceed $1400.00 to be paid from the General Fund.  Alex – yes, Jim – yes, Norman – yes, Jean – yes, John – yes.
7. Discussion with possible decision to authorize surplus auction by Crozier Auctions on Tuesday, August 9, 2016 at 10:00 a.m. for disposal of items previously declared surplus.  A motion was made by Alex Mink, seconded by Jim Spray to authorize the surplus auction.  Alex – yes, Jim – yes, Norman – yes, Jean – yes, John – yes.
8. Discussion with possible decision to declare surplus a 1994 Chevy 4 x 4 truck (VIN # 0162) and authorize sale at public auction.  Terry said it’s the truck the gas authority gave to the city years ago.  It is starting to use oil.  A motion was made by Alex Mink, seconded by Jim Spray to declare surplus a 1994 Chevy 4x4 truck and authorize sale at public auction.  Alex – yes, Jim – yes, Norman – yes, Jean – yes, John – yes.  
9. Discussion with possible decision regarding progress of and possible dismissal of CV-2016-2 directing city attorney to act accordingly.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to dismiss suit CV-2016-02 without prejudice and direct the city attorney to file the dismissal.  Jim – yes, Jean – yes, Alex – no, Norman – yes, John – yes.  MOTION CARRIED
10. Discussion with possible decision regarding the recommendation of Stilwell Municipal Utility Board to appoint Doug Funburg to the vacancy created by the resignation of Felix Ross, Jr. for the remainder of the five year term.  Jim said according to Art. 9 Sec. 103 of the charter the Utility Board can appoint a qualified member to the Utility Board with City Council approval.  A motion was made by Jim Spray, seconded by Jean Wright to appoint Doug Funburg.  Jim – yes, Jean – yes, Alex – no, Norman – no, John – yes.  MOTION CARRIED
11. Discussion and possible action to confirm appointment by Acting Mayor Norman Isaacs of Leon Goodwin to Seat No. 4 (expired term of Bill Garrett) to Stilwell Utility Board pursuant to Article IX, Section 99, of City Charter for a term of five (5) years.  Jean Wright recommended that the council table this until we have an elected mayor.  Jean Wright said it is her understanding that they are doing well.  She asked Mr. St. Pierre to address it financially. He said they are getting year end financials wrapped up now and are expecting it to be possibly the best year in the last 10.  Jean said it is working well now I suggest we leave it.  John asked Mr. St. Pierre if 5, 6, 7, 8 years ago would it have been in the red.  Robert said it has been in the red the last several years, but to be sure he would need to pull past audits.  A motion was made by Jean Wright, seconded by Jim Spray to take no action on this item at this time.  Jean – yes, Jim – yes, Alex – no, Norman – yes, John – yes.  MOTION CARRIED
12. Discussion and possible action to appoint Lloyd E. Cole, Jr., as Special Council on behalf of City and its officers in Case No. CV-2016-1 and CV-2016-2 in the District Court of Adair County, Oklahoma, at an hourly rate of $150.00 per hour effective July 19, 2016.  Councilman Spray said since the lawsuit was approved for dismissal that it would in effect negate the need for additional council.  A motion was made by Jim spray seconded by Jean Wright to deny hiring Lloyd Cole. Jim – yes, Jean – yes, Alex – no, Norman – no, John – yes.  MOTION CARRIED

13. Discussion with possible decision regarding the vacant position of Code Enforcement Officer (Possible Executive Session Title 25 O.S. 307 (B)(1).  Councilman Isaacs announced that no action would be taken on this item until the position was posted internally in accordance with city policy.  NO ACTION TAKEN
14. Discussion with possible decision to approve employee raises of up to $1.00 an hour. (Possible Executive Session Title 25 O.S. 307 (B)(1).  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to approve a raise of $0.50 per hour for all full-time non-FOP employees of the city. Alex – yes, Jim – yes, Norman – yes, Jean – yes, John – yes.  
15. Discussion with possible decision to review job duties of Willis Hothouse and approve adjustment of hourly wages not to exceed $15.00 per hour. (Possible Executive Session Title 25 O.S. 307 (B)(1).  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to increase the hourly wage of Willis Hothouse to $13.00 per hour. Alex – yes, Jim – yes, Norman – yes, Jean – yes, John – yes.  
16. Discussion with possible decision regarding disciplinary action on city employee. (Possible Executive Session Title 25 O.S. 307 (B)(1).  NO ACTION TAKEN
