Also Present were 9 guests.

Discussion with possible decision to hire two (2) seasonal laborers for the parks & recreation department at an hourly rate not to exceed $8.00 per hour.   Willis Hothouse recommended Patrick Sam and Todd Robertson.  City Attorney Jeff Jones said seasonal should be hired at minimum wage.  Jim Spray said it has been standard practice to hire seasonal at $8.00 an hour.  A motion was made by Jim Spray, seconded by Norman Isaacs to hire two seasonal laborers for the parks & recreation department at an hourly rate not to exceed $8.00 an hour.  Jim – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jean Ann – yes.

Discussion with possible decision to hire two (2) seasonal laborers for the street department at an hourly rate not to exceed $8.00 per hour.   Jean Ann asked if they were advertised.  Terry Butler said no.  Terry said he took a paper to city hall wanting to start them at $10.00 an hour not $8.00.  Jeff Jones asked how many have we hired at $8.00 an hour.  John Sharp said all seasonal are hired in at $8.00 an hour.  Terry said I have a guy that I can turn loose and do the job.  He is a skilled worker.  Jeff Jones said it was advertised at $8.00 an hour we can’t hire them at $10.00.  John Sharp said whoever put it in the paper and on the agenda has tied our hands.  John said I think we should adjourn meeting and redo agenda.  Terry said if they were weed eaters and not experienced I could see $8.00 an hour.  John said what we vote on down here doesn’t always matter they do what they want anyway.  Jean Ann suggested we table it an advertise it at $10.00 an hour to hire 2 seasonal workers for the street dept.  Jeff asked if we had a response to the $8.00 an hour ad.  Rhonda Patterson said yes.  Jean said we need to consider all applicants.  Jean Ann said we didn’t advertise for a concrete finisher.  John asked if the mayor can hire someone temporary.  Jeff Jones said if it is an emergency the mayor can appoint at the next scheduled regular meeting.  The council has to approve.  Jeff said if we have to put a ditch all the way to Locust St. and we stand to lose $150,000.00 I see that as an emergency.  Terry said the excavator is $7,000.00 a month that’s what we need to do the project.  Jean Ann asked if the utility has one.  Terry said yes, but when they need it that slows us down.  Jeff Jones said we need to have a plan on who we need to get it done and what equipment we need to get it done.  Jim Spray said the mayor needs to hire someone.  John Sharp told Terry to make a list of everything he needs to finish the drainage project and give to acting mayor so we can address it at the next meeting.  John Sharp said the 2 applications that Terry had didn’t respond to the ad so we can’t hire them anyway.  That is not legal or fair to the other people.  We need to go through all applications.  A motion was made by John Sharp, seconded by Jim Spray to allow the Acting Mayor Norman Isaacs hire 2 seasonal workers for the street dept. at an hourly rate not to exceed $8.00 an hour.
