Regular Meeting – February 4, 2008

Stilwell Community Building –6th Street & Poplar

Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer.  Mayor Collins asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll:

Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 12 guests. 

Mayors Comments: Architect Dan Butchee contacted the mayor and wanted to know if the City Hall would eventually be located on the property where the proposed police station is planned. Dan Abbott said that the architect was going to make some changes in the location of utility lines and parking if the city would add other buildings later. Karen George librarian said she would like to see the current city hall move so that the library could use the property for library expansion.
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of January 7, 2008 and January 22, 2008.

2. Approval of requisitions in the amount of $6,326.50.

3. Approval of payment of claims in the amount of 154,109.92. (General Fund)

4. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the amount of $44,487.00.

Regular Agenda

1.
Discussion with possible decision approving the closing of street in front of Maryetta School west of Maryetta Addition to west of soccer complex. (Gina Fletcher). Gina Fletcher representing the Stilwell Soccer Club was unable to attend. City Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained that they want to close the street to control traffic for the purpose of charging admission to their upcoming soccer tournament. The two residents affected would have access to their homes. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to allow the closing of the road. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes 
2. Discussion with possible decision  approving a farmers market at the Stilwell Library property waiving vendor permit fees. (Grace Ferris) Grace Ferris representing the Stilwell Library Friends Society requested the use of the Stilwell Public Library property for the use of a farmers market. They also requested that the city waive the vendor permit fee as they are a registered 501 C(3) non-profit group. The market would be held one Saturday per month from May through October. The group would collect and remit sales tax to the Tax Commission. “Other cities have had great success and this would be ideal exposure to the library” Ferris said. The Cherokee Nation Healthy Nation, OSU Extension and Eastern Oklahoma District Library System are all sponsors of the event.  Councilman Spray said he has heard of other cities that have similar markets are of great success.  Councilman Sharp asked Attorney Adair to see if city ordinance or city charter would forbid allowing the waiver of vendor permit fees for non-profit groups. Adair also wanted to check into any matter that may keep the city from charging sales tax on agricultural products.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED UNTIL MARCH.
3. Discussion only regarding 911 addressing/progress report.  (Bob Perkins) Mr. Perkins thanked the city council for relinquishing the EODD funds of $40,000 that was re-directed to the 911 addressing project. Currently the mapping is being done with EODD. Preliminary costs of $146,000 for EODD to map and assign addresses county wide and $250,000 for the signs. A time period of 2 years is estimated for completion. The system will be cell phone compatible and will be able to locate them. Cindy Jones is the system administrator. The roads in the county will be numbered including west and south from the NW corner of the county. There are 2,200 intersections in Adair county and they hope to have the mapping complete within 18 months and the road signs in place shortly after. Grants are currently being sought for the cost of operation of the system once in place. NO ACTION TAKEN.
4.
Discussion with possible decision regarding Special Event Permit for the Stilwell Kiwanis.  (Matt Hoyt) Local Kiwanis President Matt Hoyt informed the council that this is same event permit as last year with the exception of the location of the carnival and a change in the Run for the Berries 5K run course. Hoyt said that the Fire department along with Cherokee Nation Marshals and the Cherokee Wings group would help with traffic control on the running course. Mayor Collins asked when the work would begin on the site of the carnival. Hoyt said if not today then soon. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Hummingbird to approve the permit as requested. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes 
5.
Discussion with possible action regarding appointment of  Kim Scraper to the local Library Advisory  Board.  (Lucille Lacie) Stilwell Librarian Karen George was asked if Kim Scraper was the person they wanted to appoint. She said yes. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to appoint Kim Scraper to the Library Advisory Board.  Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes 
6.
Discussion with possible action regarding CDBG 2008 funding goals. (Shelldon Miggletto) Miggletto explained that since the Utility Authority was not going to apply for funding through the department of commerce that the city could apply. He said that we could apply for help with the drainage projects or there are set asides for projects like the proposed police department. He suggested applying for $150,000 of which $35,000 for the city intranet system and the balance for the grant administrators’ fee and the police department project. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Hummingbird to apply for CDBG 2008 for the police department and city intranet project. 7.
Discussion with possible action regarding resolution  to support the 
return of one-half cent of the State sales tax to cities and towns to invest in road, bridge, and transportation improvements. (Mayor Collins) Mayor Collins was in receipt of a sample resolution supporting the current initiative to ask the state to rebate state sales tax to municipalities.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve a resolution. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes 
8.
Discussion with possible action regarding a feasibility study to operate and/or contract with an alternate Internet Service Provider (ISP) for the city.  (John Sharp) Councilman Sharp said that Congress de-regulated phone services to allow competition. It was his understanding that service providers wait for municipalities to ask them to come into their cities. The city of Sallisaw passed a $7 million bond issue to provide internet & digital cable. They have excess capacity and GRDA is running a new transmission line to Sallisaw. Sharp said it may be an affordable option for the city to use GRDA poles and run lines to Sallisaw at a lower cost with the intent of operating our own cable & internet service possibly for profit. There are other communities that have better service for less money. Revenue could be generated by such a project. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to look at the feasibility of getting into the business or get another internet service provider into the community that would facilitate better service to the citizens. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes 
9.
Discussion with possible action regarding the city personnel policy. (John Sharp) Councilman Sharp asked if we adopted the new policy but never distributed the new policy to the employees. He felt for example if disciplinary action was given an employee could have some wiggle room on which version of the policy would apply. Dan Abbott was asked if the policy would conflict with the FOP collective bargaining agreement. Abbott said that the new policy would not apply to the FOP officers and would not be an issue until a new contract is negotiated later in the year.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Hummingbird to give all employees of the city a copy of the policy adopted May 7, 2007 and that no further use of any previous policy will be acknowledged with the exception of FOP. Discussion with possible action adopting an ordinance assigning additional duties to the person serving as City Clerk-Treasurer including the revision of City Policy, facilitation of office networking, grant acquisition, additional revenue source acquisition and various other duties as determined by the Council on an on-going basis; attaching salary ranging from $500-$2000 monthly for all aggregate duties. Emergency Clause. (Possible executive session,  Title 38, Section 307, B1)  (Jim Spray) A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by John Sharp to adopt the proposed ordinance as #344 amending Section 1 (a) to begin as “Review and make recommendations to the city council for” and to insert $500.00 into the ordinance for compensation per pay period.
