Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer.  Mayor Collins asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll:

1. Approval of minutes of April 7, 2008 and April 21, 2008.

2. Approval of  requisitions in the sum of $7733.69, Fund 10, General Fund.

3. Approval of requisitions in the sum of  $1770.00, Fund 30, Street & Alley Fund.

4. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of  $47,047.00, General Fund.

Councilman Isaacs asked that the minutes from the public hearing be corrected to reflect that not all of the persons who spoke in opposition lived on Hickory Street. He also said the un-named man who lived on Hickory Street was Bud Fletcher. Isaacs also wanted the record to reflect that Curtis Jordon, Jerry Ogden and Judy Adair were in support of the new building.

1. Discussion and decision regarding election of Council officers A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to elect Jim Hummingbird Council President. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
2. Discussion and decision regarding the appointment of officers to municipal boards, i.e. Gas Authority, EODD, Empowerment Zone A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to have Mayor Collins serve on the Gas Authority, Jim Hummingbird on EODD, Diane Kelley, Jim Hummingbird and Mayor Collins to serve on the Empowerment Zone. 3. Discussion with possible decision authorizing signatures for bank accounts A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to keep Mayor Collins, Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto and Council President Hummingbird as the authorized signor of all City bank accounts. 4. Discussion with possible decision regarding OMRF authorized representative A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jim Hummingbird to keep Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto as the OMRF authorized representative. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding payment to Mike Martin of Spaces, Design & Architecture in the sum of $27,038.08. Mayor Collins said the work is continuing on the plans but he asked Mr. Martin to slow the progress until we could get an answer on the grants and the loan applications submitted.  A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to pay the claim. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision regarding advertising for FY07-FY08 auditor  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said he’d like to get an auditor hired as soon as the fiscal year had ended so that the City could have the completed well ahead of the December 31 deadline. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to allow the Clerk-Treasurer to advertise for an auditor to be hired in July.  Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
7. Discussion only regarding an ordinance for inducting a hotel/motel tax. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that Tony Davenport from the City of Weatherford had sent him their City ordinance on Hotel/Motel Tax and that he understood the ordinance could be passed as any other ordinance without a ballot issue.  Councilman Sharp said the he’d traveled all across the country and had paid the same tax many times. He said he’d be in support of this or any other revenue stream we could take advantage of. The consensus of the council was to draft an ordinance and have City Attorney Adair review for consideration at a later time.  NO ACTION WAS TAKEN
8. Discussion with possible decision regarding Austin Young request to hang temporary outdoor sign across Division Street. As Mr. Young was not present, Mayor Collins said that the property owners approved of the sign being attached to their buildings and the council would need to approve this hanging over the street. Joe Adair reviewed the only ordinance dealing with signs. The ordinance didn’t address political signs.  Councilman Spray questioned if there was going to be a safety issue across Division Street. Councilman Sharp asked if the City allowed this would it be implied that the City was endorsing a particular candidate. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jim Hummingbird to deny the request to hang a banner across Division Street citing safety concerns. 9. Discussion with possible action regarding  payment of 1/3 cost of architect fees for Library expansion project not to exceed $1,500. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that from his understanding this was agreed upon prior to his taking office May 7, 2007 but had not been officially voted on. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to pay 1/3 of architect’s fees for the Library expansion project not to exceed $1,500.00 to be paid from the Mayor’s public relations account. 10. Discussion with possible action regarding  opening a bank account for the Stilwell Public Library. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that as the Friends of the Library group and others were applying for grants this account would be restricted to receipts and expenditures related to the Library renovation/expansion project.  It is also more easily auditable. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Dean Thomas to open an account for the Library. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
11. Discussion with possible decision regarding repair of kiln at Community Building not  to exceed $500.00. Mayor Collins said the repair was estimated at $250 -- $300.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Hummingbird to approve the repair at a cost not to exceed $300 paid from the Community Building maintenance buildings & grounds account. 12. Discussion with possible action regarding unclaimed animals at the city animal shelter.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED

14. Discussion with possible decision regarding hiring Sherrie Gilbert as a part-time basic EMT at $7.00 per hour.  (possible Executive Session, Title 25, O.S. Sec. 307, B2). A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to hire Sherrie Gilbert as a part-time basic EMT at $7.00 per hour. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
15. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could not have been reasonably foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, OS, Article 311.9). Roberts Funeral Home has requested to set up at the City Cemetery Memorial Sunday to give out veteran’s flags and serve hot dogs and hamburgers. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to allow the funeral home to set up at the City Cemetery. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
Other Business Councilman Thomas asked why the tornado sirens haven’t been going off during the recent severe weather. Kevin Stuhmer explained the National Weather Service doesn’t send teletypes but that no warning had been issued for our immediate area.  Stuhmer explained that the Weather Service took over a week to confirm that a tornado did occur in Adair County.  Attorney Adair asked if it would help if the Mayor sent a letter to the NWS expressing concern. Stuhmer said it couldn’t hurt. He also said that Oklahoma First subscription or Watchdog are both services the City could subscribe to. With Watchdog there is a 3 – 5 minute delay in the information.  Adair also asked about the service channel 8 offers. Stuhmer will look into the various options and report back to the council.

Chief Abbott said he needed to hire replacement dispatcher for 3rd shift. 

Councilman Isaacs asked about the prolonged construction at the business located at 2nd & Division Street. City Code Enforcer Jim Rich said he has a building permit and there is not currently a time limit on the permits once they are issued.

Citizen Input (3 minutes) Austin Young asked the council why his request was denied. Attorney Adair said that several issues arise but that public safety is the main concern. Young asked since the building owners allow why the City was involved. Adair explained the street is public property therefore the Council acts in the public interest
