(NI) Mayor Collins informed the council that Catron was already a named street. Norman Isaacs asked Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto to put the remaining four names in a hat. Dan Abbott drew out the name Bruner. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to name the street Bruner Street. Discussion with possible action concerning building permit for Kevin Spurluck, Southern Estates.  (JR) Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto presented the permit application for City Code Enforcer Jim Rich.
