CITY OF STILWELL

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

September 4, 2007

Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer. Mayor Collins asked the clerk-treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 11 guests.
Mayors Comments: The mayor once again is concerned about the city’s spending. Capital expenditures exceeded $600,000 in the past four years.
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of August 6, 2007 and August 14, 2007 meetings.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $8,104.00.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders for September 2007 in the sum of $38,840.00.

4. Approval of payment of claims (Fund 10) in the sum of $173,539.49.

5. Approval of payment of claims (Fund 20) in the sum of 43,537.60.

6. Approval of payment of claims (Fund 30) in the sum of 1,575.00.

7. Approval of payroll for August 2007 in the sum of 236,806.20.

Motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the consent agenda as presented by the city clerk-treasurer. Jim H – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes Jim S. – yes.

Discussion and possible decision regarding replacement and/or repair of sidewalk  of Northeast corner of Division and Second; from Division to Olive. (DT) Dean Thomas mentioned that the sidewalk, curb and ramp at this corner are in need of repair. After some discussion with Pete Long it was decided to table this matter until cost for repair could be estimated. NO ACTION WAS TAKEN. 
2. Discussion with possible decision regarding lease of land to Stilwell Kiwanis for Carnival.  (Larry Adair) Mr. Adair addressed the council asking for a 5 year lease on the property north of the Tyson Hatchery. They would help with land improvements and ensure that the carnival collects and remits sales tax that would be due to the city.  The Kiwanis would assist with any land improvements necessary for the carnival. Motion by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs for the city to enter into a lease with the Kiwanis International for use of the city owned property north of Tyson Hatchery for the carnival during Strawberry Festival. City attorney Joe Adair is instructed to meet with Ralph Keen a Kiwanis member who is also an attorney to draft the terms and conditions of the lease. The lease payment to be a nominal amount of  $1.00 per year. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
3. Discussion and possible decision regarding bridges over ditches on new  sidewalk on 4th street. (DT) Dean suggested building pedestrian bridges over the drainage ditches along 4th street so that people walking would not have to enter the street at these locations.  Mayor Collins suggested Pete Long identify these locations and report back an estimate of cost before any action is taken. THIS ITEM WAS TABLED.
4. Discussion with possible decision to amend Capital Improvement Budget ($50,000). (SM) City Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto informed the council that drainage improvements approved and started in the FY 06-07 had not been properly encumbered necessitating the amendment of the capital improvement budget for FY 07-08. Motion by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to amend the capital improvement budget in the amount of $50,000 as requested. Jim H. – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding resolution authorizing application for grant from the Oklahoma Rural Economic Assistance Plan Fund. (SM) City Clerk-Treasurer informed the council that the REAP application that was made needed a resolution from the council to be submitted. Motion by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs passing a resolution for the REAP 07-08 application. Jim H. – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
6. Discussion with possible action approving the expenditure of and accepting a 100% reimbursement grant for 2007 National Fire Plan Community Wildlife Protection Plan (CWPP) grant in the amount of $7500 for the  Fire Department.  (SM) Kevin Stuhmer informed the council that we are eligible for this grant. The purpose is to formulate a written plan concerning wildfire protection on Davis Mountain. The plan would be paid for with city funds and then reimbursed by the program. This type of preparedness would make us eligible for fire protection equipment grants in the future. Motion by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to allow this plan to be written and paid for from the Mayor’s professional services budget with reimbursement made back to that particular budget. Jim H. – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, 
Jim S. – yes.
7. Discussion with possible action  accepting a grant from Cherokee Nation and amending the Police Department budget in the amount of  $10,114.56 for the purchase of computers and other equipment.  (SM) Dan Abbott informed the council that he had received this grant for computer and would like to amend his budget and pay for these upgrades. Motion by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to receive, amend and expend accordingly. Jim H. – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
8. Discussion with possible action concerning the purchase of a side mounted rotary cutter as part of the budgeted capital improvements for the street department. (PL) Kevin Stuhmer addressed the council as to the reliability of the Rhino brand brush hog he had. The council asked Pete Long if he had a preference to which he stated no. Motion by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to purchase the equipment from Adair County Equipment & Supply in the amount of $6,930.40. Jim H. – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
9. Discussion with possible decision regarding disposal of rocks salvaged from city drainage projects.  (JSh) John Sharp has been contacted by several people wanting to know about the rock. Pete Long said they use them for ditch repair as well as around tinhorns when they install them. To purchase the same type of rock would cost about $350.00 per ton.  It was recommended to keep the rock. NO ACTION WAS TAKEN.
10. Discussion with possible approval to authorize Bond Counsel, Allen Brooks, to prepare trust documents in reference to proposed park project, et al.  (JC) Mayor Collins informed the council that a trust of this nature was a necessary step in the application process for the USDA grant/loan application. City Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto informed the council that the Stilwell Industrial Authority trust had been the previous vehicle used for financing activity and that it was dissolved in 2005 by the previous clerk-treasurer. Motion by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to hire Allen Brooks to construct trust documents for the Stilwell Improvement Authority with council members serving as board members of the trust at a cost not to exceed $10,000 to be paid from the mayor’s professional services budget. Jim H. – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes

11. Discussion with possible decision regarding revision of Section VIII of the personnel policy by adding “Item #3.  All Department managers will work a minimum of 40 hours per week for the City, typically Monday-Friday at a daily scheduled as arranged by the Mayor.” (Possible executive session, Title 38, O.S. Section 307 B1). (JS) Motion by Jim Spray seconded by John Sharp to modify the personnel policy by adding Item # 3 under section VIII A to say that “All Department managers will be expected to work a minimum of 40 hours per week for the city, typically Monday – Friday at a daily schedule as arranged by the mayor.”  Jim H. – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes 
12. Discussion with possible action creating the positions of Accounts Payable Clerk, Ambulance Billing Clerk, City Court Clerk, Encumbrance Clerk and Payroll Clerk with job descriptions attached.   (Possible executive session, Title 38, O.S. Section 307, B1). (SM) Motion by John Sharp seconded by Dean Thomas to adopt the titles and job descriptions for these positions. Jim H. – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes 
13. Discussion with possible action appointing employees to the positions of Accounts Payable Clerk, Ambulance Billing Clerk, City Court Clerk, Encumbrance Clerk and Payroll Clerk.  (Possible executive session, Title 38, O.S. Section 307, B1). (SM) Motion by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to have Mayor Collins make appointments to these positions. Jim H. – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes 
14. Discussion with possible action regarding completion or incompletion of drug & alcohol counseling when stipulated to any city employee as a requirement to maintain employment due to positive results on drug and alcohol screening. (Possible executive session, Title 38, O.S. Section 307, B1 ). (SM) NO ACTION WAS TAKEN
Other Business: Damon Hall would like use of the courtroom (1) night per week to conduct an adult writing class and nutrition program. Motion by Jim Hummingbird seconded by John Sharp to allow her to use the courtroom on a temporary basis not to interfere with City Court or Juvenile Court until a written agreement can be made. Jim H. – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes 
John Sharp has been contacted about problems with stray cats. He questioned Dan Abbott about the ordinance against B-B guns & cats or animal control. Abbott replied that the animal control officers have live traps, but they are routinely stolen.
Mike Doublehead mentioned that October is public power month in Oklahoma and that the Utility Dept. is hosting an open house on October 9, 2007 to commemorate this as well as the 50th anniversary of the Stilwell Utility Department and wanted to invite the governing body as well as citizens to stop by the utility office  for refreshments on that day.
