REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
October 1, 2007

Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. He asked councilman Norman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer. The Mayor asked the clerk-treasurer to call the roll. Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present. Also present: Mayor James Collins, City Attorney Joe Adair, City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto. 25 guests were also in attendance. 
Mayors Comments: Due to the lengthy agenda the mayor made no comments
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of  September 4, 2007 meeting.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $4626.33.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders for October 2007 in the sum of $38,840.00.

4. Approval of payment of claims (Fund 10-General Fund) in the sum of   $133,935.92.

5. Approval of payment of claims (Fund 20-Capital Improvement Fund) in the sum of  $83,901.31.

6. Approval of payment of claims (Fund 60-Depot) in the sum of $361.88.

7. Approval of payroll for September 2007 in the sum of  $177,609.25.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the consent agenda as printed. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.
Regular Agenda

1.
Discussion with possible decision regarding closing Division Street between 2nd & 3rd Streets on October 31, 2007 between 3:30 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. for Trunk-O-Ween. (Liz Brown). Councilman Isaacs said that this was a good activity for the city to sponsor to keep kids safe. A motion by Dean Thomas seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the closing of Division Street between 2nd & 3rd. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.

2.
Discussion with possible decision regarding  closing off  Maryetta Road, just west of the Maryetta housing addition entrance extending to Highway 59 North on October 11, 2007 and October 15, 2007  between the hours of 4:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. so that Maryetta School can host two football play-off games for Oklahoma Rural Elementary Schools (O.R.E.S.) organization.  (Mary Morris) Motion by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the closing of Maryetta Road west of the housing addition as requested. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.

3.
Discussion with possible action regarding Richard Knight request to close Caney Avenue.  (JC) Richard Knight addressed the council and informed them that he had been maintaining the road which is now grass. It is a dead-end and is not traveled. He has been maintaining for about 15 years and would like the property vacated and revert to the properties from which they came. Mike Ketcher local realtor said that the adjoining property that would benefit from the street remaining open is going to be auctioned later this month. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to delay decision until next month to investigate whether or not the sale of the property would necessitate opening this street. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.

4.
Discussion with possible action regarding the lease of city owned property to the Stilwell Kiwanis Club for carnival use. (SM)  Attorney Joe Adair said the only thing that is not explicit in the lease was that any improvements made would become the property of the city at the expense of the Stilwell Kiwanis Club. A motion made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs for Mayor Collins to execute the lease as presented in the amount of $1.00 per year. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.

5. Discussion with possible action regarding landscape maintenance. (JC) Mayor Collins said that no action was necessary on this item. NO ACTION TAKEN
6. Discussion with possible decision regarding land/lease agreement with SADA.  (JSh) Mike Doublehead General Manager for the Stilwell Area Development Authority presented a lease prepared by Lloyd Cole for the lease of city owned property described as about 8.73 acres. Attorney Joe Adair said the lease was acceptable. Councilman Sharp stated that this was part of a gentleman’s agreement in exchange for 25 acres owned by SADA that will become part of the park project. He said that “we know we have a gentleman’s agreement, but shouldn’t we have a lease from SADA to the city for the 25 acres.” Mr. Doublehead said that is acceptable to the Area Development Authority. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Dean Thomas to enter into the 99 year lease effective October 1, 2007. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding continued utility service  for ball park.  (SM) Clerk-Treasurer asked the council how long we need to keep service at the city ballpark. “We have had a couple of large bills in the past two months and as far as I know little league is over.” A motion made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to suspend service with the exception of the high school field.  Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.
8. Discussion with possible action regarding layout of Park Complex. (JSh)  Councilman Sharp said that there had been some miscommunication on the adopted master plan versus a new design that was drafted and circulated. He said that as long as all parties were on the same page as far as the adopted layout of the park no action would be necessary. NO ACTION WAS TAKEN
9. Discussion with possible decision regarding disposal of rocks salvaged from city drainage projects.  (JSh) John Sharp said that he was still being contacted concerning these rock and the possibility of the city selling them. He said that “if we are just using them for back fill I would rather see them be used where people could enjoy them. If we could sell them and purchase back fill material we could possibly make money on them.” He asked Clerk-Treasurer to find out the going price of the rock per ton.  NO ACTION WAS TAKEN
10.Discussion with possible action regarding appointment of a City Councilman to the Library Building Committee.  (SM) Clerk-Treasurer said he was contacted by the library board and they would like a sitting council member on their building committee. Former council member Marilyn Hill-Russell was on the committee and they would like to replace her with a sitting member. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Hummingbird to appoint Jim Spray to the library building committee. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes 
11.
Discussion with possible action regarding jake brakes. (NI) Councilman Isaacs said that he had been contacted by some business people and some elderly at Hickory Village who do not like the noise large semi trucks make coming into town. He recommends up to 6 signs prohibiting ‘Jake brakes’. Attorney Joe Adair said an ordinance would need to be passed in order to enforce the issue. Councilman Hummingbird asked if Joe Adair could draft an ordinance. Joe will research.  NO ACTION TAKEN

Discussion with possible action regarding declaring one 1974 International snorkel firetruck as surplus and advertising for sale.  (JC) Mayor Collins said the new truck purchased from the City of Tahlequah is in place and this truck is now ready to be offered for sale. He recommended advertising for sale at $25,000. A motion by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to advertise for sale at $25,000. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.
13.
Discussion with possible action regarding resolution accepting beneficial interest in a trust indenture creating the Stilwell Improvement Authority; and containing other provisions relating thereto. (SM) Joe Adair said he is satisfied with the broad application of the trust not only for now, but for many purposes in the future. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to execute this trust indenture and approve the resolution 100107 necessary for the trust indenture. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.

Discussion with possible action amending personnel policy to include “Employee Termination Checklist” and “Notice of Disciplinary Action” forms. City Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto submitted these forms and stated they are another tool to be used by the city as good housekeeping with respect to the personnel policy. Councilman Sharp asked if we could add them to the personnel policy if our policy did not specify the use of the forms. The city attorney said that you can use them as long as they did not contradict the policy. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to distribute them to the department heads for use in terminations or disciplinary action. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.

Discussion with possible action regarding affirmation of moving Sheila Chronister from part time dispatcher to full time dispatcher replacing Robyn Rose (possible executive session, Title 39, O.S. Section 307 B1).  (SM) A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to affirm the transfer of Sheila Chronister to a full-time position with benefits accordingly. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.
16. Discussion with possible decision regarding Sheila Chronister’s request to appeal Mayor’s decision based on personnel policy and to waive her “new hire” status  (possible executive session, Title 38, O.S. Section 307, B1).  (SC) City Attorney Adair to research the new personnel policy to see the effect of ‘new hire’ status for part-time employees going full-time. NO ACTION TAKEN

Discussion with possible action to employ Ray Sallee as part time paramedic at the Ambulance Department at   $10.00 per hour (possible executive session,  Title 38, O.S. Section 307, B1.)  (SM) A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Dean Thomas to hire Ray Sallee as part-time paramedic at the recommendation of the late ambulance director Bobby Cothren to work when needed to help alleviate overtime pay to full-time employees. Jim Hummingbird – yes, Dean Thomas – yes, Norman Isaacs – yes, John Sharp – yes, Jim Spray – yes.

Discussion with possible action to affirm Mayoral appointment of Karin Ketcher to temporary Director of Ambulance Department and to temporarily increase her salary to coincide with Director’s pay. (possible executive session, , Title 38, O.S. Section 307, B1). (JC) A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to temporarily appoint Karen Ketcher and increase her pay to Ambulance director’s hourly rate.
