Discussion and decision regarding acceptance or rejection of bids for construction of police department and awarding of contract for construction of police department. There was question about the bidding process and whether the bids could be accepted legally. Councilman Isaacs asked what was wrong with the bids. Joe Adair said there were (3) areas of concern. First the law requires the bids to be on file 20 days prior to bidding. Secondly no administrative officer of the City was present at the bid opening. Lastly a contract has never been executed for services of M & G Consulting. Police Chief Dan Abbott asked if the City could appoint a designee to be present at the bid opening in the absence of an administrative officer. Adair said that if the Council chose to appoint someone it would need to be in open meeting. He recommended for a project of this size that an administrative officer attend the opening of bids.  Jim Hummingbird said in the best interest of all parties to reject the bids and start the process over. City Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto asked Adair if it would be wise to have the bid documents delivered to the Clerk’s office where they could be date stamped received and have record of the receipt.  Adair said that would be the best course of action to avoid any further confusion as the Clerk is the record keeper for the City.  A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to reject all bids and re-advertise the project.  Adair said that the agenda item was worded to either reject or accept bids. Re-advertising should not be part of the motion. An amended motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to reject all bids received.
