PUBLIC HEARING

Regarding FY08-09 Proposed Budget

Mayor Collins opened the public hearing for comments regarding the fiscal year 08-09 budget. The budget message provided by City Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto gave the notable highlights to the budget. There was no input from the guests present and after several questions regarding the cost of living adjustment etc. Mayor Collins brought the hearing to a close.
REVISED AGENDA

Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:14 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer.  Mayor Collins asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll:

Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 9 guests. 

1. Discussion with possible action to share ½ of the expense for the fireworks display with the Stilwell Kiwanis. Matt Hoyt President of the local Kiwanis Club said that the display for this year would cost about $5,500.00 so the City would be asked to provide $2,750 in support. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the sponsorship cost not to exceed $2,750. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision regarding Power House Church fireworks permit. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that the ordinance stated that June 1, was the deadline for applications and the ordinance did not have language to allow the Mayor or Clerk-Treasurer to give a variance. City Attorney Joe Adair said the ordinance could be appealed and that items 2 – 7 were all appeals. Council President Jim Hummingbird instructed the Mayor to read into record items 2 – 7 and address them all at one time. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by John Sharp to allow permits for sale of fireworks to each individual/group that appealed.  Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
3. Discussion with possible action regarding Jason Helm fireworks permit.- See item #2
4. Discussion with possible action regarding James & Elsie Lee fireworks permit.- See item #2
5. Discussion with possible action regarding Stilwell Pentecostal Holiness Church fireworks permit.- See item #2
6. Discussion with possible action regarding Joyce Cloud firework permit.- See item #2
7. Discussion with possible action regarding Margaret Hatchett firework permit-  See item #2
8. Discussion with possible action to appoint a board member to the Stilwell Housing Authority. Mayor Collins said his candidate for appointment is Kenny Davidson. He has served for several years and Collins felt he had done a good job. A motion was made by Jim Spray to appoint Shelldon Miggletto to the vacant seat on the Stilwell Housing Authority. Councilman John Sharp asked Attorney Adair if such a motion could be made. Adair said that typically the Mayor recommends and the council votes to confirm or not.  Jim Spray withdrew his motion. Mayor Collins asked if any of the council would make a motion to appoint Kenny Davidson.  NO MOTION WAS MADE NO ACTION TAKEN
9. Discussion with possible action regarding Kibois Area Transit System donation FY08-09 in the sum of $10,000.00.- Councilman Sharp asked what had been paid in past years. Miggletto said that $6,000 was donated in FY 06-07 and $8,000 for FY 07-08. He also stated that $8,000 was in the budget for the coming year.  A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to donate $8,000. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
10. Discussion with possible decision to reappoint Leon Goodwin to the Stilwell Area Development authority board for a 5 year term.- Mayor Collins recommended the re-appointment of Leon Goodwin to the Utility board. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to re-appoint Leon Goodwin to a 5 year term. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
11. Discussion with possible decision to put stop sign at east end of alley between Jim Dandy Drive-In and Stilwell Smoke Shop.  Councilman Thomas said he was contacted about the high traffic in the alley. They said due to the traffic he couldn’t get out of his driveway.  A motion was made by Dean Thomas seconded by Jim Hummingbird to erect a stop sign at the end of the alley to help control traffic. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
12. Discussion with possible decision adopting the budget for FY2008-2009 as presented by the City Clerk-Treasurer.- A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to adopt the budget as presented by the City Clerk-Treasurer. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
13. Discussion with possible action adopting resolution 06162008. – Miggletto explained that the resolution was required by law and that one correction needed to be made that authorized the Clerk-Treasurer to complete the budget document on behalf of the Mayor. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the resolution with the corrected language. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
