 SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

December 11, 2007

Roll Call: Council President Jim Hummingbird called the meeting to order at 6:16 p.m. Councilman Hummingbird asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll:

1. Discussion with possible action to declare computers as surplus.
