Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m. and asked the Clerk to call the roll. Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – Not present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 7 guests.
Mayors Comments There were none
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of December 1, 2008 and December 28, 2008.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $6,194.90.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $47,205.00.

4. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $139,528.62 (Fund 10).

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $846.51 (Fund 13).

6. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $1,750.00 (Fund 14).

7. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $7,918.00 (Fund 20).

8. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $1,073.22 (Fund 30).

9. Approval of payment of payroll in the sum of $290,920.60.

A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the consent agenda as presented. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible action to approve repairs to a common wall between Dr. Taylor’s former office and the former Ode’s Tavern at a cost not exceed $2,500 paid from Administration Maintenance Buildings and Grounds Budget. Mayor Collins said the buildings shared a common wall and that the expense to fix the roof would be less costly than if legal action was taken. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to allow Joe Roberts to fix the building at a cost not to exceed $2,500 paid from the General Fund – Administration Building/Grounds Maintenance. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
2. Discussion with possible action to take bids on (4) new 2009 Ford F-150 Supercrew trucks for the police department to be paid from Police Capital Improvement Police Equipment budget. Councilman Hummingbird asked Chief Abbott when would we surplus some of the cars we currently have. Chief Abbott said as soon as these vehicles are received they would be equipped with equipment from the existing cars and then they would be surplused. Chief Abbott presented the council with bids from the Oklahoma Department of Central Purchasing and Starr Motor Company. Lyle Starr said that his price is slightly higher due to the incentives that are available to the central purchasing contract award winner. He also thanked the City for the opportunity to bid. Councilman Jim Hummingbird said he’d like to see the council buy locally if possible so that we receive the servicing of the vehicles as possible.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to accept the bid from Starr Motor Company to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund – Police Department Police Equipment. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
3. Discussion with possible action hiring Stephen Mattax with End of the Road Enterprises LLC for writing a Community Wildfire Protection Plan for the City of Stilwell using the reimbursable grant not to exceed $5,000.00. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that this is part of the grant received from EODD last fall for fire protection plan for Davis Mountain. Councilman Hummingbird asked where the money would be paid from. Miggletto replied that it would be paid from grant expense and that the funds are 100% re-imbursable up to $7,500.00. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the contract for services from End of the Road Enterprises LLC. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
4. Discussion with possible action regarding the purchase of computer server, equipment, and software city wide at a cost not to exceed $15,000 to be paid from Administration, Clerk-Treasurer, and Court Clerk Capital Improvement Fund equipment budgets. Miggletto said that this is a budgeted purchase and is the beginning stages of correcting several of the concerns that the annual audit has revealed the past few years.  He explained that the Police Department, Ambulance Department and City Hall would be able to share information about ambulance billing, outstanding warrants, and other information.  A City website would be created and the employees would log onto the system to access the information. Miggletto also said that payments would no longer be received at the Ambulance Department as that is part of the auditing concerns. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to approve the purchase from the Capital Improvement Fund – Administration, Clerk-Treasurer, and Court Clerk equipment. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
5. Motion to approve the Stilwell Fire Department and Stilwell Housing Authority 2009 meeting schedules. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the meeting dates as presented. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
6. Motion to confirm appointment  of Jim Hummingbird, John Sharp, James Collins and   Joe Adair to meet  with Stilwell Utility Board committee concerning financing and implementation of  recreational facilities upon those premises previously known as the Croley property. Mayor Collins said Mike Doublehead and Lloyd Cole asked that a joint committee be formed by both the City and SADA. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the appointments to the joint committee. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
7. Discussion with possible decision considering adopting resolution 01-05-2009. Councilman Hummingbird said that he was concerned with the wording that it was too restrictive concerning borrowing of money on #4.  Mr. Doublehead said that this could be addressed by both attorneys and reconsidered at a later date. Councilman Hummingbird said he would rather correct this rather than recind and reword later. NO ACTION TAKEN
8. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could not have been reasonably foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Section 311.9). A grant has been received from the Walmart Foundation in the amount of $1,000.00 to be divided between the Ambulance & Fire Departments.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs to accept the grant in the amount of $1,000.00. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to amend the budgets of each department by $500.00. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
Councilman Sharp said that personnel matters have been raised and questions asked. He wanted to send a clear message that the council supports the Mayor and the need to discipline employees when needed.
Other Business: Mike Doublehead said SADA was pleased with the joint meeting held December 23, 2008. He said though it seemed to the public that no progress is being made he felt both the council and the SADA board were committed to the project moving forward.
