Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer. Mayor Collins asked the clerk-treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present. Discussion with possible action to designate the municipal authority, pursuant to Title 11 O.S. § 16-102, to perform the duties required of the county election board or its secretary related to the 2009 municipal elections for the City of Stilwell, Oklahoma, including the hearing of contests of candidacy. Attorney Adair said the county election board did not want to hear this protest because they had not been involved in the majority of the city election process. He said the council needs to appoint a board to handle the duties of the election board. Adair explained that the county election board is composed of the county election board secretary and one member each from the democratic and republican parties. Councilman Hummingbird asked if City Judge Rex Earl Starr could act. Adair said it was ultimately up to the council but that if they wanted to follow the pattern of the county that three (3) people would be chosen and they would be from within the city. Adair said that since the council hires the city judge they may want a dis-interested party or parties. Citizen Brenda Partain said she believed any city official serving on the panel would be viewed as a conflict. Councilman Sharp said he thought it should be limited to city residents only. He said the older and wiser members of the community who have been in Stilwell for 50 or 60 years. Councilman Spray asked if the board would hear evidence or arguments and if their decision was final. Councilman Sharp asked if Councilman Thomas should take part in the selection of the members. Adair said Thomas should not participate in the decision making process. Sharp asked if retired attorney Dewayne Littlejohn was a city resident. Adair said he was a city resident. It was decided that a three (3) member panel was best and that Mayor Collins would contact J.L. Hallford, Gene Reed, Dewayne Littlejohn, Hiram McFarland, Larry Adair, and Charles Crozier as possible candidates to serve as the municipal election board. Another meeting will be held when the Mayor has three candidates.
