Special Meeting – Monday, May 11, 2009

Roll Call: Jim Hummingbird called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer. President Hummingbird asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – NOT PRESENT, City Attorney Joe Adair present –, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 9 guests
Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision regarding the request of Schwan’s Food Company to close/vacate streets and encroachments as described in the attached survey. Attorney Adair said the council can only close the streets. Vacating the plat will have to be done in district court. Councilman Hummingbird asked if we can direct Adair to contact their attorney. Adair will contact Dorsey & Whitney to resolve the matter. NO ACTION TAKEN
2. Discussion with possible decision regarding relocating Stilwell City Hall and Stilwell Police Department including cost of repairs as needed. Councilman Hummingbird said a new police building is uncertain. Police Chief Dan Abbott said visiting with utility employees he learned it was hard to hear at times when trains blow their whistles at the crossing. The location of the dispatch area in the front of the building might be affected. Also the OLETS and 911 computers would be in view of the public and that violates standards that restrict viewing to only law enforcement. Abbott said the consensus of the department was to stay at the current location for as long as it takes to build a new building. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to move City Hall and leave the Police Department where they are. Councilman Sharp asked if giving up the Dr’s office as an asset and moving just the city hall was wise. Adair said the bottom line is the office if for the benefit of the library and not the city. Sharp asked if the city could use the former utility office as an income stream to pay for the police department.  At this time councilman Isaacs withdrew his motion.  NO ACTION TAKEN
3. Discussion with possible decision to adopt an ordinance to detach property from the city limits of the City of Stilwell and declaring an emergency, said property described as follows: 
A part of the S ½ of the NE ¼ of the SW ¼ of Section 35, Township 16 North, Range 25 East, Indian Base and Meridian, Adair County, State of Oklahoma, being more particularly described as follows:

Commencing at a found 3/8” iron rod at the Northeast corner of the SE ¼ NE ¼ SW ¼  of Section 35, Township 16 North, Range 25 East thence S 00°07’24” E 288.90 feet to the point of beginning, thence S 00°07’24” E 370.87 feet; thence S 89°55’22” W 835.52 feet; thence N 08°53’12” E 374.86 feet; thence N 89°53’06” E 776.91 feet to the point of beginning.  

And

A part of the S ½ of the NE ¼ of the SW ¼ of Section 35, Township 16 North, Range 25 East, Indian Base and Meridian, Adair County, State of Oklahoma, being more particularly described as follows:

Commencing at a found 3/8” iron rod at the Northeast corner of the SE ¼ of the NE ¼ of SW ¼ of Section 35, Township 16 North, Range 25 East, thence S 89°53’06” W, a distance of 731.00 feet to a found ½” iron rod on the East Railroad right of way line, thence S 08°53’12” W, along the railroad right of way line, a distance of 292.50 feet to a set 3/8” iron rod; thence N 89°53’06” E, a distance of 776.81 feet to a set 3/8” iron rod; thence N 00°07’24” W, a distance of 288.90 feet to the point of beginning.   Adair said his concern was the contract for deed with the requesting party and not the owner of record. As Mr. Helm (owner) had sent a letter approving the measure, Adair said he was now okay with the request. Councilman Hummingbird questioned what type of business it was. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said he understood it was wood manufacturing. As he was told they purchase lumber and assemble it for re-sale. Miggletto said he was told the state mandates are less for property outside of a city or town. Councilman Sharp said the nature of cities is to annex not de-annex. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to deny the request for detachment. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes Jim S. – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision regarding payment of architectural fees  for new police department from M & G Consulting in the amount of $5,579.30.  Councilman Sharp asked if city attorney Joe Adair had reviewed the contract.  Adair had not and asked that this item be tabled until the June regular meeting.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED.
5. Discussion with possible decision to adopt an ordinance repealing Stilwell City Ordinance # 211 and proving rules and regulations for governing volunteer fire department of the City of Stilwell, repealing all ordinances in conflict therewith and declaring an emergency (Emergency Clause). Councilman Isaacs asked how many firemen were in favor of this measure. He was told some were not for this. Fire Chief Ralph Keen said the meeting had a quorum and the amendments were voted on and passed unanimously of those who were there. Primary changes would be to increase the maximum number of firemen from 20 -25 and that full-time employees of the fire dept. would not be eligible to serve as chief as their duty is to assist the chief. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to adopt the ordinance as presented. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes Jim S. – yes A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to adopt the emergency clause. 7. Discussion with possible decision hiring a code enforcement officer (Possible Executive Session, Title 25, O.S. Sec. 307, B1). As interviews were not conducted THIS ITEM WAS TABLED.
8. Discussion with possible decision to reduce Ambulance Director pay by $2/hour to offset extra duty pay given to Mike Walters & Claude Gilbert. (Possible Executive Session, Title 25, O.S. Sec. 307, B1).  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to deny the request to reduce the pay of Robby Latta. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes Jim S. – yes
