PUBLIC HEARING  Regarding FY 09-10 Proposed Budget

Mayor Collins opened the hearing for comments and questions from the council or any of the citizens that were present at 6:02 p.m.. He informed the council that a large deficit is still estimated for the coming year. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that the department heads had trimmed more than $170,000 from their first estimates. He said there was still a lot of requests that could also be trimmed and that the city was looking for other ways to save money or raise revenue. Councilman John Sharp asked if we removed the requested items from the Capital Improvement Fund if that would help to balance the budget. Miggletto said that the Capital Improvement Fund requests were in line with the revenues for that fund. The problem is the General Fund requests were more than the estimated revenues for the General Fund.  Miggletto cautioned the council that if all of these budgeted requests were approved that the city would spend virtually every dollar that it has in savings and at June 30, 2010 the city would have zero dollars in the bank. Police Chief Dan Abbott asked if the proposed longevity was in the budget for all employees at 10 years and over.  Miggletto said longevity was not included because the full cost of that proposal was not yet available. Councilman Jim Hummingbird said that the budget could be approved and that if revenues are still down then changes could be made to the budget. With no other comments the hearing was concluded at 6:31 p.m.
Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer. Mayor Collins asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 10 guests

1. Discussion with possible decision to enter into a fiscal agent contract with Adair County C.A.N. Councilman Hummingbird asked City Attorney Joe Adair if he had talked with OML about the legal ability to act as fiscal agent.  Adair said he had not talked with OML but had visited with the city attorney for Sallisaw and that he was not confident the city could act as fiscal agent for an entity outside the city. His main concern was if the city could legally expend labor hours and resources of the tax payers for non-city business. He asked for time to study the issue further. THIS ITEM WAS TABLED
2. Discussion with possible decision adopting the budget for FY2009-2010 as presented by the City Clerk-Treasurer. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to adopt the 2009-2010 budget as presented by the Clerk-Treasurer in the amount of $4,465,527.00. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
3. Discussion with possible action adopting resolution to adopt the FY09-10 budget. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to adopt resolution 06222009 to formally adopt the budget. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision regarding FOP longevity proposal. Councilman Hummingbird said that the negotiations with FOP on their 2009-2010 contract. He said that tentatively they have agreed but that longevity payments would hinge on the budget. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the negotiation of longevity proposed by the F.O.P. Lodge 169. 5. Discussion with possible decision to adopt an ordinance to detach property from the city limits of the City of Stilwell and declaring an emergency, said property described as follows: 

A part of the S ½ of the NE ¼ of the SW ¼ of Section 35, Township 16 North, Range 25 East, Indian Base and Meridian, Adair County, State of Oklahoma, being more particularly described as follows:

Commencing at a found 3/8” iron rod at the Northeast corner of the SE ¼ NE ¼ SW ¼  of Section 35, Township 16 North, Range 25 East thence S 00°07’24” E 288.90 feet to the point of beginning, thence S 00°07’24” E 370.87 feet; thence S 89°55’22” W 835.52 feet; thence N 08°53’12” E 374.86 feet; thence N 89°53’06” E 776.91 feet to the point of beginning.  

And

A part of the S ½ of the NE ¼ of the SW ¼ of Section 35, Township 16 North, Range 25 East, Indian Base and Meridian, Adair County, State of Oklahoma, being more particularly described as follows:

Commencing at a found 3/8” iron rod at the Northeast corner of the SE ¼ of the NE ¼ of SW ¼ of Section 35, Township 16 North, Range 25 East, thence S 89°53’06” W, a distance of 731.00 feet to a found ½” iron rod on the East Railroad right of way line, thence S 08°53’12” W, along the railroad right of way line, a distance of 292.50 feet to a set 3/8” iron rod; thence N 89°53’06” E, a distance of 776.81 feet to a set 3/8” iron rod; thence N 00°07’24” W, a distance of 288.90 feet to the point of beginning.

Joe Adair said the law firm for the title company was advised that the formal vacating of the plat would be an action in district court. He said the city could still vote to close the streets but access to utilities and other concerns should be considered. Councilman Isaacs asked Adair’s recommendation. Adair said the city should work positively with Schwan’s to resolve the matter as they are a good citizen to the city and employ a lot of people.  NO ACTION WAS TAKEN
7. Discussion with possible action to re-appoint Bill Roedenbeck to the Stilwell Utility Board. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to re-appoint Bill Roedenbeck to the Stilwell Utility Board. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
8. Discussion with possible action to re-appoint Bill Roedenbeck to the Stilwell Area Development Authority. 9. Discussion with possible action regarding invoice from  M & G Consulting in the amount of $5,579.30. Adair said according to the terms of the contract the work has been performed and therefore the city needs to pay the invoice. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to pay the invoice from the Police Department budget. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
