1. Discussion with possible decision regarding Car Show and Cruise Night on September 13, 2008 and closing of Division Street  from 2nd Street to 3rd  for Car Show. Mayor Collins said that the date for the event was changed to September 20th so it could not be addressed at this time NO ACTION TAKEN.

Discussion with possible decision regarding acceptance of  Oklahoma  Dept of Commerce/Office of Community Development Award in the sum of  $24,912.00. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to accept the grant. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes 
3.
Discussion with possible decision regarding amending community building budget by  $24,912.00. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to amend the budget for the Community Building in the amount of $24,912.00. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes 
4. Discussion and action to approve per the Oklahoma Housing Act regarding Mayor’s re-appointment  of Board Members of the Stilwell Housing Authority.  The terms of Beverly Cowan and Jerome Hume extended to June 1, 2009, Sheridan Patterson to June 1, 2010, and Kenneth Davidson to June 1, 2011. Mayor Collins recommended the terms for these board members be extended. Councilman Hummingbird asked the Clerk when the last audit for the Housing Authority was received. The Clerk responded that 2003 was the last audit that could be found. J.D. Foster of the Muskogee Housing Authority said he had the audits for the years beyond 2003. The audit for the 2007 fiscal year was still being reviewed by HUD and had no yet been approved. Foster informed the council that the Stilwell Housing Authority had received a rating of ‘standard’ up to 2006. In 2006 a rating of ‘high performance’ was given to the authority. He said the board members have served well. Mr. Foster also said that 4 of the five members expire in 2008. Approving this agenda item would get the members’ terms to statutory form of 2-2-1. After a short period of silence, Councilman Hummingbird asked if this was discussed at the June 2 meeting. The Clerk referred to the minutes of the June 2 and June 16 minutes and replied that it was discussed. Housing Authority Board Member Beverly Cowan asked what the hang-up was if it was personal? Housing Authority Board Member Kenneth Davidson said the audits should have been in the Clerk’s office. He continued saying that the Housing Authority is in the best shape it has been in with superior maintenance. Davidson said that if there was something personal against him that he would step aside. A short period of silence followed and the Mayor said that they would move on with the meeting. NO ACTION TAKEN. 
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding FY09 Contracts. This item was tabled until a complete list could be listed in the agenda item. ITEM TABLED.
6. Discussion with possible decision regarding an ordinance for the employee retirement defined benefit plan.  Emergency Clause. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to adopt the ordinance as presented to take the next step to increase employee retirement plan with OMRF. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding purchase of shredder for Police Department.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the purchase up to $1,000 from the Police Department office supplies budget. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes
8. Discussion with possible decision regarding Stilwell Booster Club request to discharge fireworks at first home Stilwell High School football game scheduled in  August, 2008. Councilman Hummingbird asked Kevin Stuhmer if there was a problem allowing this. Stuhmer replied the Fire Department would be at the game and could respond if needed.  A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to allow the discharge of fireworks at the first home football game. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes
9. Discussion with possible action to hire auditor for FY07-08 fiscal year.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that only one bid was received from Mike Green, CPA. Miggletto added he would like the council to consider adding an addendum to the contract that all work be completed by December 1, 2008 with a penalty per day if the audit was not completed in that time frame. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to accept the bid with addendum. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes
10. Discussion with possible decision to rescind previous decision by Council regarding opening and closings at the cemetery on holidays. Councilman Isaacs said he’d received from negative response with regards to making the cemetery available on City holidays. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that many of the holidays such as Martin Luther King Day, Columbus Day, President’s Day and particularly the day after Thanksgiving and the day before or after Christmas kept families from having funerals and burials on these days. He explained that he and Pete Long had discussed the issue and that Pete would be the one to work those holidays 90% of the time and that the City would have no additional cost for opening on holidays. He added that the fee for those holidays would be $500.00 opposed to $200.00 for non-holiday weekdays. Isaacs said that the funeral homes may not want to work those holidays and the council should reconsider the previous decision. It was decided that the ordinance to be drafted include language that would give the funeral home the option of burying those holidays. ITEM TABLED.
11. Discussion with possible decision reallocating funds within departments for year end budget 07-08. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that some line items within departments were over budget and that they needed to balance the departments’ budgets by reallocating monies within the departments.  A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Dean Thomas to allow the reallocation. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes
12. Discussion with possible action to amend Street Department budget for the FY08-09 in the amount of $3,120.00. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained this amendment was necessary due to an error that left three employees’ raises out of the budget.  A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to amend the Street Department budget in the amount of $3,120.00 Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes
13. Discussion with possible action to amend Fire Department budget for the FY08-09 in the amount of $5,693.00. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained that this amendment was necessary because some scheduled maintenance of fire equipment and vehicles was budgeted for FY 2008 but was not able to be performed in the previous fiscal year. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to amend the Fire Department budget in the amount of $5,693.00. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes
14. Discussion with possible decision regarding invoice M & G Consulting Services. Since City Attorney Joe Adair could not be present to advise they would table this item until Adair could be present. ITEM TABLED.
***A motion was made by J
im Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to enter into executive session at 6:38 p.m. after a 10 minute break without the Mayor or the Clerk***. Jim H. – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes 
***A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to come out of executive session at 7:10 p.m. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes
15. Discussion with possible decision regarding police department and location. (Possible executive session,  O.S. Sec. 307, B3) Councilman Isaacs said in order to build at the 2nd & Oak Street property the purchase of Joe’s TV $260,000, Odie’s Tavern and Dr. Taylor’s $390,000 properties would be necessary. Around the Anderson property would cost $440,000. Due to these factors, a motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Hummingbird to build the police station on the Hickory Street property next to the Utility Building . Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – no Councilman Spray said due to his concerns voiced in executive session he was opposed.
16. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could not have been reasonably foreseen prior to the time of posting (25 O.S., Article 311.9) There was none.
Old Business: NONE
Other Business: Police Chief Dan Abbott asked about his request for shot guns to be paid out of the capital improvement budget.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that his requisition for fire-resistant file cabinets did not get on the list for approval in the consent agenda. The cost for all three cabinets would not exceed $5,000. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to approve the purchase not to exceed $5,000 from the Capital Improvement Fund.
Citizen Input: Marilyn Hill-Russell asked Councilman Isaacs for the purchase amounts of the properties in his motion regarding the Police Department building. Isaacs said that Ted Garrett was $100,000.00, the property next to that was $170,000.00 and then $60,000.00 and $60,000.00 next to them (around the Anderson property). Joe’s TV was $260,000.00, Odie’s $190,000.00, and Dr. Taylor $250,000.00. She then asked how much land was needed. And how does that compare to the size of the land on Hickory. Isaacs said the land on Hickory was paid for. She asked what about the size of the land. The total size was unknown. With no other comments the discussion concluded.
Adjournment:  A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to adjourn the meeting at 7:19 p.m. Jim H. –yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes
