Council Meeting – February 1, 2010

Stilwell Community Building – 6th & Poplar

6:00 p.m.

Roll Call Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer. Mayor Collins asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 8 guests
Mayors Comments: Mayor Collins cautioned the council that spending continues to exceed revenues.
Financial Report: Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that revenues for the month were $177,977.78 and expenditures were $237,283.13 for a net decrease in general fund balance of $59,305.35. He said this amount includes the sales tax receipts from December sales that the city received in January.  Sales tax for January would not be paid to the city until approximately February 8th.  Councilman Sharp asked Miggletto to clarify the sales tax received was for December. Miggletto replied that the tax was collected in December but received by the city in January.
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of January 4, 2010.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $5,580.00.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $46,510.00.

4. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of  $136,989.27 General Fund.

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of  $4,500.00 Capital Improvement Fund.

6. Approval of payroll for January 2010 in the sum of $201,750.44.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes. 
Regular Agenda

1.
Discussion with possible decision to ratify purchase of 1998  animal control/code enforcement truck. Miggletto explained that this truck was purchased during the month of January from the state central purchasing office. He said action needed to be taken in order to get the truck before it was sold to another agency. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to ratify the purchase in the amount of $4,500.00 from the capital improvement fund. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes. 
2.
Discussion with possible decision approving 25 building permits for Stonebrook development. Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler explained that the developer needed approval of building permits to move the project along with regard to financing. He said that a portion of the property is annexed and that the engineer would be providing a final plat that would request the annexation of another 19+/- acres. He said the preliminary plat was approved last month and he understood from the developer that it had not changed significantly. Butler said no permits will be issued until they meet all the requirements for annexation. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the 25 building permits contingent on meeting requirements for annexation. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes. 
3.
Discussion with possible decision approving Stilwell Kiwanis Club Special Events License Application. Rev. Barry Hayes representing Kiwanis said that relatively nothing has changed from years past only the dates of the events. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to approve the special event permit of the Stilwell Kiwanis Club for the annual Strawberry Festival. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes. 
4.
Discussion with possible decision to approve the Waste Stream Disposal Plan for EECBG. Miggletto explained that the plan was required by the State Energy Office, the U.S. Department of Energy, and the Oklahoma Department of Commerce for the energy grant the city received late last year. He said that each light bulb, ballast, etc had to be disposed of correctly and that the plan had been reviewed by Safety Coordinator Kevin Stuhmer. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the Waste Stream Disposal Plan as presented by the Clerk-Treasurer. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes. 
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding creating a building fund for police building. Councilman Isaacs said he would like to see a building fund created specifically for the police department which would begin with $200,000 from the sale of the former utility building. He made that statement his motion. Councilman Hummingbird said he was concerned that specifying monies would tie the hands of the council if it was determined that the building could not be built.  Councilman Isaacs withdrew his motion.  NO ACTION TAKEN
6. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could not have been reasonably foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Section 311.9).  NOTHING WAS ADDRESSED
Other Business 1) A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to pledge the support of the council for the building of a new police department with matching funds for grants. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes.   2) Terry Butler said the animal control facility is now complete with heat including the purchase of an updated truck for both animal control and code enforcement use. The total for all improvements was just under $20,000. 3) Street Commissioner Pete Long asked the council if the REAP 2010 grant of $15,000 should be used for a new bridge and drainage ditch at 3rd & Hwy 100 West. It was the consensus of the council to build the new bridge and carry the drainage ditch east of 3rd street as far as grant funds would allow. 4) Fire Chief Bill Roedenbeck said he had spoken with Council President Jim Hummingbird about concerns over the cost of fire runs. The Chief informed the council that effective immediately no money will be paid for runs that do not require extrication, fires, etc.  He said this was projected to save the city about $31,000 per year based on previous costs. 5) Terry Butler asked about the money spent by the city for the community choir and the monthly landscaping. He said that in this tough economy he wanted to point out to the council that some spending was occurring that could be cut or eliminated.
Citizen Input (3 minutes)  There was none
Adjournment A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to adjourn the meeting at 6:36 p.m. Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. – yes
