Roll Call Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer. Mayor Collins asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 12 guests
Mayors Comments No Comments
Financial Report  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto reported that ordinary General Fund revenues were $247,347.72 and expenditures from the General Fund were $229,552.86 for a net increase in fund balance at February 26, 2010 of $17,794.86.
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of February 1, February 11 and February 22, 2010.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $4,685.00 (General Fund).

3. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $2,000.00 (Fund 30).

4. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $46,510.00.

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $153,541.05 (General Fund).

Regular Agenda

1. Discussion and decision regarding  waiving vendor permit fee for Farmers Market. Grace Ferris representing the market informed the council that they are currently working on accepting EBT/Electronic Payments for Food Stamps now called SNAP. Also the market is working to accept WIC vouchers for fresh foods. She thanked the council for their past years of support and asked that the vendor permit for the market be waived as this is not a for-profit group but that they were trying to expose as many people to the local farmers and local spending as possible. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the vendor permit waiving the fee. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
2. Discussion and decision approval final plat for the Stonebrook subdivision. Mr. J.C. Rucker represented the engineering firm that provided the site plan that was preliminarily approved December 7, 2009 by the council.  He said the preliminary plat did not change to the final draft. He said the plat would be for 32 lots. He said the plans had been reviewed by Larry Eagleton and other members of the Utility Department and they had verbally approved the plat. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the plat as presented. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
3. Discussion with possible decision adopting an ordinance to annex described real property in the W2 SW4 SW4, Section 3, Township 15N, Range 25E to be known as the Stonebrook Addition to the City of Stilwell. City Attorney Joe Adair said that in order to annex the property that the owner would need to petition the council and publish notice in the newspaper for 2 consecutive weeks and then bring it before the council.  NO ACTION TAKEN
4. Discussion and decision adopting Emergency Clause for annexation ordinance. NO ACTION TAKEN  
5. Discussion with possible decision to contract with Rhonda Clemmons for grant writing assistance CDBG 2010. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that in order to meet the March 31 application deadline that outside help was needed. Councilman Isaacs asked if the 6% that is included in the grant would be sufficient. Miggletto said that the proposal by Mrs. Clemmons was for application not administration and closing of the grant. He said if the grant is awarded Oklahoma Department of Commerce would allow up to 8% for administration of the grant and was told it would be in addition to the $150,000 maximum award. Councilman Sharp asked if a decision was necessary today on the administration of the grant. Miggletto replied it was not and that only option #1 on the proposal was needed. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jim Hummingbird to approve contracting with Rhonda Clemmons for application assistance up to $2,000.00.  Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
6. Discussion and decision regarding bid from A Clean Potty portable toilets for services at Strawberry Festival. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the bid from A-Clean-Potty for Strawberry Festival in the amount of $1,375.00. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
7. Discussion and decision regarding amending police department budget  in the sum of $23,000.00 (contingencies 10-09-660400.) Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that some unanticipated expenses have been incurred at the Police Department and in order to pay them the budget needed to be amended. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the budget amendment in the amount of $23,000. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
8. Discussion and decision to appoint a member of the Stilwell City Council to EODD Board of Directors and/or executive board. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to appoint Jim Hummingbird to another term on the EODD board if he was willing to serve. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
9. Discussion and decision regarding building permits- Garden Walk Apartments/Blackwood & Associates  Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler was absent from the meeting due to a family death. He left plans with Mayor Collins. Collins informed the council that the only new structure was a community room.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that Butler had called him late in the afternoon and recommended three (3) building permits for the renovation which is one per phase of development and one (1) building permit for the new construction.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the issuance of three building permits for the renovations and one permit for the new community center. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
10. Discussion and decision regarding in-kind labor for Stilwell Library Children’s wing expansion. Miggletto explained that a challenge grant was being applied for with the Sarkey’s Foundation. This agreement would be for labor on the dirt work, footings, etc and that the work would only be done if all the money was raised for the addition. The vote of the council would be a measure of support and commitment to the project. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to commit the support of in-kind labor for the library addition. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
11. Discussion and decision regarding request from John Beckel to use community building three nights a week for play practice. Mayor Collins introduced John Bankel. Mr. Bankel said that a non-profit ministry group is working on a play production they hope will be performed in June 2010. He said a dinner theatre would be a great addition to the culture of the he asked that the council allow the use of the community building for practice and the play dates waiving any fee for use.  City Attorney Joe Adair said he didn’t find where the city allowed the waiver of fees unless it was sponsored by the city. Since the city isn’t sponsoring this activity he didn’t know if the city could provide the facility at tax payer expense. This is somewhat different than the use of a parking lot for a farmer’s market. Utilities and liability issues need to be considered.  He said he would research the issue if the council so desired. The council asked Adair to research the legal aspect.  NO ACTION TAKEN
12. Discussion and decision to move Josh Smith from part-time employment to full time employment as patrolman. Police Chief Dan Abbott said that Mr. Smith had been employed for over 4 months on a part-time basis and that he has a full-time position he would like to transfer Smith to if the council chose. Abbott said Smith was a graduate of Northeastern State University and has proven to be an asset to the department. Council President Jim Hummingbird asked Smith if he would like to address the council. Smith said he has learned a great deal in a short period of time. He said the support of Chief Abbott and others have made working for Stilwell a good experience. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to move Josh Smith from part-time to full-time patrolman effective immediately. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
13. Discussion & decision to approve expenditure for hooking up ice machine at ambulance department not to exceed $600.00. EMS Director Robby Latta said that the Fire Department had donated their ice machine to the EMS but that some shared electrical wiring has been tripping breakers and the risk of fire was going require some new wiring direct from the EMS breaker box. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the expenditure up to $600.00. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
14. Discussion and possible decision regarding posting speed limit signs of 35 MPH, a yield sign and a entering city limits sign at the east and west end of Third Street west to the city limit boundary passing by what is commonly known as Kenny Davidson Acres. Councilman Spray said that a day shift police officer recently stopped a car entering city limits at Davidson Acres at 72 MPH. It was considered wreckless driving because of the high rate of speed. Chief Abbott said the houses are relatively close to the road with no fences to protect children. Councilman Thomas said that 25 MPH was not too fast for the area. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the posting of 35 MPH speed zone with ‘Entering City Limits’ Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes

16. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could not have been reasonably foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Section 311.0).
