PUBLIC HEARING

CDBG-2010
Mayor James Collins opened the public hearing at 6:03 p.m. Councilman Isaacs expressed the continued need for a new police department building. Due to the age and condition of the current building it is necessary to replace it. Police Chief Dan Abbott said that the continued rise in cost of construction will only make the project more expensive the longer the city delays.  City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto said that the architect’s estimates now are $745,000 versus the original bids that were received around $540,000.  Miggletto said he believed the city could save money by exploring other building methods besides a red iron building.  He also pointed out the 3:12 pitch of the roof may need to be changed.  Councilman Thomas said he recommended no less than a 4:12 pitch on the roof.  Councilman Spray asked about grants and/or loans in addition to CDBG that may help the city conserve cash. Miggletto said that USDA had a loan/grant combination that would make sense. Councilman Sharp asked City Attorney Joe Adair if the city could contract the project itself.  Adair said he would check the legal aspect but he believed as long as the project was engineered and the construction was completed in accordance with the engineering that the city could act as its own contractor.  Citizen Darryl Neale asked if the building would house anything more than the police department. Mayor Collins gave Neale a copy of the plans and architects renderings.  With no other comments the Public Hearing was concluded at 6:25 p.m.
