Regular Meeting – Monday, April 5, 2010

Stilwell Community Building – 6th Street & Poplar

6:00 p.m.

Roll Call Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer. Mayor Collins asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 11 guests
Mayors Comments Mayor Collins cautioned that expenditures exceeded revenues last month and asked the council to keep looking at ways to curb spending.
Financial Report Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto gave the cash flows from the General Fund for the month of March:  Revenues were $165,419.28 and expenditures were $206,412.12 for a net decrease in General Fund balance of $40,992.84
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of March 1, 2010 and March 4, 2010.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of  $12441.00 General Fund.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of  $46,510.00 General Fund.

4. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $14,057.86 General Fund.

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $1144.57 Depot Operational Fund.

6. Approval of payroll for March 2010 in the sum of $195,800.81 General Fund.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes. 
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision  to amend  Sanitation Department vehicle repair budget by increasing $7,000.00. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that this was a major repair to a trash truck and that the repair was cheaper than a $35,000 replacement of the compactor unit. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to amend the Sanitation Department budget increasing the budget by $7,000. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
2. Discussion with possible decision approving street closure Division Street between 2nd & 3rd, Saturday, May 1, 2010 from 10:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m.  Miggletto said a Cinco de Mayo celebration was reason for requesting the street closure.  He said it was the same section of street as the Car Show in September and the Street Dance in May. Councilman Sharp asked about the businesses that would be affected. Miggletto said it was north of the courthouse on a Saturday so businesses and traffic would not be greatly impacted.  A motion was made by Dean Thomas seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the street closure on May 1, 2010 from 10:00 a.m to 11:00 p.m. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
3. Discussion with possible decision regarding making Stilwell Library tobacco free. Grace Ferris spoke on behalf of the Farmer’s Market/Stilwell Public Library Friends Society. She said that the goal of the market was healthy eating & healthy living. She said that different events were held on the Stilwell Public Library grounds and they wanted the council to consider making the grounds a tobacco free area. Councilman Isaacs asked if signs would be posted. Ferris said that the group would provide the signs. Councilman Sharp asked City Attorney Joe Adair if they could insert ‘grounds’ to a law that already prohibited tobacco use within 25 feet of a public building doorway. Adair said an official ordinance would have to be passed. He said if the council would allow the sign it could be placed but not enforceable by law. The council asked Adair to draft an ordinance. NO ACTION TAKEN 
4. Discussion with possible decision regarding  building permit for retail store at 2nd & Ash Street. Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said that the site plan met all specifications and he added it would be a nice addition to the City. He said the developer requested that the exact store name not be disclosed only to say that it was similar retail as the Dollar General. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the building permit for the new retail store on the NE corner of 2nd & Ash Streets. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to approve or disapprove KATS request for donation for new vehicle for  FY2011. Mayor Collins said the request was up to $10,000. Isaacs asked if the economic times would allow us to make the donation. Councilman Sharp asked if this would come from the General Fund. Miggletto said that it would, adding it would be incorrect to pay from the Capital Improvement Fund as the City would not have direct control over the asset. Miggletto said that the City had budgeted $8,000 for the KATS donation.  NO ACTION TAKEN
6. Discussion with possible decision regarding consulting services by Shawn Rogers, EMS Grant consultant. Miggletto said that Mr. Rogers previously worked for the State Health Department and helped obtain this grant from the federal level to the state. He said he felt that he had insight into the grant and that if the City were going to apply that he would recommend Mr. Rogers.  Miggletto did add he didn’t know if Westville would be paying anything as a recipient if awarded. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve payment of $500.00 as retainer for grant writing and submission. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
7. Discussion with possible decision to enter into agreement with ODOT for landscaping around City of Stilwell signs. Miggletto said that a recent inspection by ODOT Engineers discovered that the “Welcome to Stilwell” signs were on ODOT right-of-way. The engineer requested the signing of a maintenance agreement is necessary for this type of situation. He said that since the City has maintained the signs for over 10 years that nothing would change it would be a written agreement of what is already being done. Adair said if the City did not execute the contract the signs could be removed. Street Commissioner Pete Long said he didn’t anticipate this changing anything. Police Chief Dan Abbott said they ODOT have inquired about fencing repairs after accidents and asked if that was the responsibility of the City or ODOT. Adair said Insurance coverage (liability) is required under the terms of the contract but we need to check with the City’s insurance carrier to see if coverage is there or if it is available and at what cost.  NO ACTION TAKEN

8. Discussion with possible decision regarding incoming mail to City Offices. (Possible Executive Session, Title 12, O.S. Section 307 B4). Adair said that he and the Mayor would be meeting to draft a policy to ensure that mail (confidential/private) received is being handled correctly.  NO ACTION TAKEN
9. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could not have been reasonably foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Section 311.9).  Councilman Sharp asked about the issue regarding the Gas Authority and the continued non-payment of franchise fee to the city. He said he requested at the March regular meeting to be on the next agenda.  Mayor Collins said he would make sure it was on the next agenda.
