PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING ANNEXATION KNOWN AS THE STONEBROOK ADDITION TO THE CITY OF STILWELL, OKLAHOMA.
Mayor Collins opened the public hearing at 6:05 p.m. Jim Petty representing Stilwell Housing Partners Limited Partnership said the project was virtually unchanged since the initial presentation to the council in March 2009. He said the plat and site plan were previously approved and if annexed construction would begin in 60 – 90 days for 25 single family residences. City Attorney Joe Adair said that all necessary steps had been followed for the annexation. With no other comments the public hearing was closed at 6: 09 p.m. 

Roll Call Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer. Mayor Collins asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present. Thence S 87(51'05" W leaving said East line of said W/2 SW/4 SW/4 a distance of 125.0 feet to a set 1/2" rebar;

Thence S 87(57'30" W a distance of 532.43 feet to a set Mag Nail on the West line of said SW/4 SW/4;

Thence N 02(11'54" W along said West line of said SW/4 SW/4 a distance of 426.93 feet to the Point of Beginning;

Containing 6.432 acres, more or less.

To be designated as STONEBROOK PARK, an addition to the City of Stilwell, Oklahoma.

Discussion, consideration and possible action on the adoption of Ordinance No. 354, an ordinance annexing into the City of Stilwell, STONEBROOK PARK, an addition to the City of Stilwell, Oklahoma. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to adopt ordinance No. 354 annexing property to be known as the Stonebrook Park Addition to the City of Stilwell. Discussion, consideration and possible action on adoption of an emergency clause on the annexation Ordinance annexing STONEBROOK PARK, an addition to the City of Stilwell, Oklahoma, listed above. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Hummingbird to adopt the emergency clause for ordinance No. 354. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes

Discussion with possible action regarding entering into Law Enforcement Aid Agreement with the City of Watts, Oklahoma, for assistance during the 2011 Stilwell Strawberry Festival and for the June 19th, 2010 Cruise Night in consideration for transferring title of surplus 1996 Crown Victoria Police Unit. Adair explained that an agreement had been made in principal for the Town of Watts to provide policing services in exchange for the 1996 Ford Crown Victoria they need. Watts would help with the upcoming cruise night and the 2011 Strawberry Festival in exchange for ownership and title to the vehicle. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to execute the agreement with the Town of Watts. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes

Discussion with possible decision regarding purchase of Life Pak 12 equipment for ambulance department in an amount not to exceed $15,000.00. Acting EMS Director Karin Ketcher said that this new 12 lead monitor will greatly improve the services to cardiac patients. The age of the equipment being replaced makes it worth little in terms of value but that they would be able to trade the equipment for as much as $1,500.00. The cash price for the equipment would be just under $8,500.00 Councilman Sharp asked if this was the same equipment used on the other three ambulances. Ketcher said it was and that they will be able to use the same supplies across all four ambulances if approved.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the purchase up to $8,500.00 to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund. Discussion with possible decision to reappoint Felix Ross, Jr. to the Stilwell Area Development Authority and Stilwell Utility Board. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to reappoint Felix Ross, Jr. to the Stilwell Area Development Authority and the Stilwell Utility Board. PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING 2011 FY BUDGET 

Mayor Collins opened the public hearing regarding the FY 2010-2011 budget at 6:17 p.m.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto gave the council a revised proposal for the Fire Department, Police Department, and Ambulance Department.  He said the changes reflected a reduction in the Fire Department because Billy Willis would be transferred to the EMS full-time next year. The Police Department budget increased to account for $300,000 for construction cost of the new police department building and an increase in the grant expense line item for the CDBG 2010. Councilman Sharp asked if cutting all capital improvements from the budget would be proper as far as accounting and/or budgeting concerns. He said he felt like it would help reduce the overall amount of the budget while getting closer to a balanced budget. Miggletto said that it would impact the overall budget total but that the main cause of the budget woes was from the General Fund.  He said that if all capital requests were approved coupled with the amount that has already been pledged to the new park that this time next year Capital Improvement Fund balance would be near zero but that would be new equipment in the street & sanitation departments as well as a new police department building and the first phase of the park would be complete.  Sharp then said he would rather approve capital improvement projects as needed rather than budgeted and approved at the beginning of the year.  Miggletto said that had been done prior to three years ago but that there was no way to plan for each department’s requests.  He said it was no more proper to do it one way versus the other.  He said if the council so chose they could rotate the departments so that every other year the departments could make capital requests. Miggletto said that at least $45,000 cash from the Capital Improvement Fund needed to be budgeted for matching money for CDBG 2010 for the police department. Councilman Hummingbird asked if a cost of living raise was included in the proposal. Miggletto stated it was not planned for this year. The only increase would be if the FOP contract is approved and those 10 officers would receive $0.40 per hour at their hire date.  With no other comments the public hearing was closed at 6:50 p.m.
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding FOP Lodge #169 FY 2010-11 Contract. Councilman Hummingbird asked if the Mayor or Councilmen that negotiated the contract had a report. Councilman Spray said that the negotiations were very fair and that the FOP was mindful of the current economic times. He said both the City and the FOP conceded some of their terms in order to present a fair contract. FOP Lodge #169 President Chad Smith said they were pleased with the overall results of the contract and that before lay-offs or furloughs would occur that they would re-negotiate the contract in order to keep the officers on the job. City Attorney Joe Adair said that all articles of the contract would reflect the as of date of July 1, 2010 rather than 2009. He said the only articles that changed were Article 16 which would count only the continuous years of service, Article 19 which would limit the selling of vacation to 40 hours per year with a maximum accrual of 80 hours from one year to the next. Article 20 would increase accrued sick leave to 10 hours per month for FOP members who have five years or more of service.  Councilman Sharp said he would like the sick leave policy changed for all city employees.  Adair said that would have to be addressed in another agenda item relating to city personnel policy.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to adopt the proposed contract with the Fraternal Order of Police Lodge #169 for FY 2010-2011. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes

Discussion with possible decision regarding the adoption of 2011 FY  Budget. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to adopt the proposed budget with revisions in the amount of $3,793,469.70 striking all Capital Improvement Fund requests with the exception of $45,000 grant matching funds for the police department. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes

Discussion with possible decision regarding resolution 06152010B in support of 

FY2011. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to adopt Resolution 06152010 B in support of the FY 2010-2011 budget. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
10.
Discussion with possible decision regarding offering qualified employees early retirement incentive. Miggletto said that he would propose offering an early retirement incentive of $5,000 cash payment each year for three years or paying health insurance for the same three year period one or the other. He said that he took three random employees from different departments and that the savings was about $82,000 the first year. He said if the employees are not replaced the saving would go up after the three years of incentive payments are over.  He said the initial response from the insurance agent was that the employees could remain on the group health plan if the council offered the incentive and an employee retired. Miggletto recommended offering to employees who are 59 years of age and older and have at least five years of service. The first priorities would be to the employees with the longest service to the city. He said you could limit the number of employees to participate or allow as many as could retire. Police Chief Dan Abbott asked if the COBRA benefits would extend from the end of the three year period. Miggletto said he wasn’t sure and with recent changes in extending benefits at the congressional level he said he would like to get it in writing from the insurance agent. The consensus of the council was to gather more information and have this item on the July agenda.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED
Adjournment A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to adjourn the meeting at 7:28 p.m. Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S –yes.
