Regular Meeting – August 3, 2009

Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked Councilman Isaacs to open the meeting with prayer. Mayor Collins asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 14 guests
Mayors Comments The Mayor once again cautioned on spending. He said the Clerk-Treasurer has more detailed information
Financial Report Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto gave a financial report for the month of July, 2009. He said the city spent $6,059.43 more than it received for the month. He said if the city had not received a distribution of income from the NEOPFA Gas Authority in the amount of $40,000 that the deficit would have been $46,059.43.  He said sales tax was down for July 2009 just over 9% from July 2008.  Also Miggletto said the General Fund balance from July 2008 to July 2009 decreased by $260,161.37.

Councilman John Sharp asked in light of the financial report was their any departments that could do without some of their expenditures. None of the department heads were able to eliminate expenditures. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the consent agenda as presented. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes. 
Regular Agenda

1. Discussusion only regarding Farmer’s Market/Update. Grace Ferris addressed the council and thanked them for the support of the Farmer’s Market. She gave each councilman and the mayor a voucher for purchase of goods from the market paid for by Cherokee Nation. She a tire and pesticide collection would be held on Wed. Aug 12 for 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at the fairgrounds.  NO ACTION WAS TAKEN
2.
Building Permits-Memorial Hospital, Stilwell, OK  --Pole Barn  City Code Enforcer/Building Inspector Terry Butler said the structure would be for hospital storage. It recommended approval of the permit.  A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the permit. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes. 
3.
Discussion with possible decision regarding FY2010 membership dues with Sequoyah-Adair-Cherokee County Empowerment Zone, Inc. James Collins and Jim Hummingbird are members of the board.  A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to approve the payment of dues. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes. 
4.
Discussion with possible decision to approve payment of EODD dues for FY 2010 in the amount of $574.00. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded y Dean Thomas to approve the payment of dues to EODD for the FY 2009-2010. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes. 
5.
Discussion with possible action to adopt a resolution casting ballot for the City of Stilwell for the OMRF Board of Trustees. It was mentioned in years past that the Mayor casts the ballot for the city.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to allow Mayor James Collins to cast the ballot for the city. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes. 
6.
Discussion with possible decision regarding approval of disability retirement for Samson Wolf.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said the doctor’s statements have been completed and signed and said all documentation was complete. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by John Sharp to approve the disability retirement of Samson Wolf. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes. 
7.
Discussion and decision to approve fire department to advertise for bids for a one-ton diesel truck, cab, chassie & flatbed  to be paid out of capital improvement. Councilman Thomas asked why the truck was needed. Fire Chief Bill Roedenbeck said the current truck is a surplus utility department ¾ ton. He said due to the weight of the equipment causes the truck to road walk. He said a 1 ton is necessary for safety reasons.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to advertise for bids as specified by the Fire Chief. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes. 
8.
Discussion and decision regarding approval of expending $50,000 from  to Street and Alley Fund to add to $15,000 EODD grant  for street paving. Street Superintendent Pete Long said the $15,000 grant was not enough to get a company to come resurface streets. He said he and the Clerk-Treasurer discussed using the grant and $50,000 from the Street & Alley fund to resurface streets. Councilman Sharp asked if the grant required a match. Long said it did not. Councilman Thomas asked if Long had an oil machine to oil potholes before patching. Long said he did not. Thomas asked if the county had one we could barrow. Long said he doubted they would loan it as they would be using it at the same time.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Hummingbird to disapprove the expenditure.  Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes. 
9.
Discussion and decision to advertise for a full time police officer. Abbott said this new hire would replace Kathy Young who resigned in July. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to advertise for a full-time police officer. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes. 
10 Discussion and decision to approve or disapprove the FOP contract. City Attorney Joe Adair said the contract is now the corrected copy. He said he was not part of the negotiation but the only change he could find was the addition of Article 29 – Longevity Pay. Adair read the entire article. Councilman Sharp asked if in fairness we may not be able to afford it for all employees. Miggletto asked if the payment would be inclusive of taxes, retirement contribution, etc. Mayor Collins suggested studying the cost to both the FOP and other city employees.  Councilman Sharp asked if other non-officers could join the FOP. Police Chief Abbott said only as Associates with no benefits of the contract.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED.
11.
Discussion  with possible decision regarding application for REAP 2010. Police Chief Abbott asked if the grant could be used to build a police station. Miggletto said due to the recent struggles in the legislature he said he felt this would be the last year for REAP funding.  Councilman Hummingbird agreed as a member of the EODD board.  Long said he could use the grant for continued drainage improvements. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jim Hummingbird to apply for REAP 2010 to improve drainage or street & alley work. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes. 
12.
Discussion with possible decision regarding hiring independent contractor to do dozer work on Block 3 of the Industrial Block, costs not to exceed 5,000.00. Councilman Isaacs asked if the property should be surveyed prior to any work being started. Councilman Sharp asked why this was being done. Code Enforcer Butler said he’d rather not say but that to clean the property up would help his efforts in getting other property owners to clean their properties. He gave them some estimates from contractors ranging from $3,000 to $3,200.  Butler said he had talked with Larry Eagleton at the utility department and he offered the use of their bulldozer as soon as a water line extension was completed. Butler said he could operate the dozer and the street department could also help with backhoes and the small trackhoe. NO ACTION TAKEN
Other Business There was none.
Citizen Input Utility Manager Mike Doublehead asked if the parks committee members could meet Monday the 10th before the utility board meets on Tuesday.
Councilman Sharp congratulated Robby Latta who was voted EMS Director of the Year. He said the Stilwell EMS also received the 1st Runner-Up as most improved service of the year.
Adjournment A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to adjourn the meeting at 7:07 p.m. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes.
