Discussion with possible action to approve or disapprove the FOP contract for 2009-2010 contract year. Councilman Hummingbird said that under the current contract negotiations that the F.O.P. understands that the contract may have to be re-negotiated if city finances continue to decline.  Councilman Spray said he was alarmed by the recent sales tax drop and warned the council to watch their spending. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto asked if the longevity was approved would it be paid with taxes deducted or would the F.O.P. members receive the full amount and the city issue a 1099 at the end of the year.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the contract as presented including longevity pay beginning at 5 years and full payment to the officer and an IRS Form-1099 issued at the end of the year. 2. Discussion with possible decision regarding City of Stilwell travel & meal re-imbursement policy. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that recent IRS changes restrict the payment of meals by employers for their employees.  He stated that the meals are taxable as fringe benefits if the employee does not have an overnight stay following the meal.  He asked if the council would be interested in a policy to comply with IRS regulations.  Councilman Sharp said due to abuses in the past he would welcome a policy to curb misuse. NO ACTION TAKEN

Discussion with possible decision to advertise for an Accounts Payable Clerk at City Hall. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that Crystal Blossom had resigned without notice and that they have a position that needs to be filled.
