Special Joint Meeting-Stilwell City Council/SADA/Stilwell Improvement Authority

Roll Call Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 10:02 a.m. He asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – NOT PRESENT, Jim Spray – NOT PRESENT, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were members of the Stilwell Area Development Authority/Stilwell Utility Board, Attorney Lloyd Cole and 7 guests.  

Roll Call: James Collins, Chairman of the Stilwell Improvement Authority called the joint meeting to order at 10:04 a.m. and asked the Secretary-Treasurer to call the roll:  Chairman Collins – present, John Sharp – NOT PRESENT, Dean Thomas – present, Jim Hummingbird – present, Jim Spray – NOT PRESENT, and Norman Isaacs – present.  

Agenda

1. Consideration, Discussion and Possible Approval Of Lease Agreement between The City of Stilwell, Stilwell Improvement Authority, Stilwell Area Development Authority for the Stilwell Community Park and Sports Complex construction, operation, and maintenance project. Attorney Joe Adair said Lloyd Cole had drafted a lease between SADA, SIA, and the City that would transfer the authority to operate the park to SADA. He said that sec 2 ¶ 2 was a concern. He noted that section so the council was aware that the power to appoint temporary trustees in the event of default was with SADA and not the city or SIA. He said the Stilwell Improvement Authority (SIA) was able and equipped to act.  Adair also noted the term of the lease was not set at the last meeting but the current proposed lease was 91 years. Councilman Sharp, absent from the meeting, had sent an e-mail to Adair asking if the city’s charter allowed a lease longer than 25 years. Adair said section 67 of the city charter limited franchises to 25 years or less. Adair said the 25 year language did not apply to this lease.  He said the lease and its terms were up to the council and members of the Stilwell Improvement Authority.  Discussion ensued with members of SADA and their attorney.  The consensus was that if the council and the Improvement Authority wanted SADA to operate the park that they were willing to do so. Larry Eagleton, an employee of the SADA, said that the bids were near expiring and to prevent more expense a contract should be awarded. In order to do that this issue must first be resolved.  Councilman Jim Hummingbird said he did not have an issue with point 1 (SADA’s power to appoint trustees in case of default) or point 2 (91 year lease term).  A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to enter into a lease agreement with SADA to operate, construct and finance the park project.  Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes  Motion Carried
A motion was made by Authority Member Jim Hummingbird seconded by Member Norman Isaacs to enter into a lease agreement between the Stilwell Improvement Authority and the SADA to operate, construct and finance the park project. Member Hummingbird. – yes, Member Thomas –yes, Member Isaacs – yes, Chairman Collins – yes
Adjournment A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Dean Thomas to adjourn the Stilwell City Council at 10: 14 a.m. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes
