Discussion with possible action to approve and or consent to a written  instrument vacating the Clearwater Estates plat to the City of Stilwell including the divesting of all public right in the public ways, commons, public grounds and terminate the restrictive covenants contained in the plat.  City Attorney Joe Adair said that vacating the plat was the easiest method of solving the issue for the Cherokee Nation to utilize the land, as the sole owner of the addition, in the manner they now wish. Brian Scott with Scott & Associates spoke as the engineer for the land owner. He said the vacating was a one page filing and presented the council with a proposed plat map showing a single lot and a single block.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the vacating of the plat upon the final approval of the City Attorney and executed by the Mayor. Jim H. – yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. –yes.

Discussion with possible action to accept and approve the replat of the Clearwater Estates plat to the City of Stilwell with the replat to be identified and known as Cherokee Nation Services Addition.  Adair said that if the replat of this addition is acceptable to the city they could adopt it as presented by Scott & Associates. Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said he spoke with Larry Eagleton at the utility department and there were no objections to the proposed plat.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to accept and approve the replat of the Clearwater Estates Addition to be known as the Cherokee Nation Services Addition. 3. Discussion with possible decision regarding complaint by Vicki Woods. (Possible executive session, Title 25 O.S. Section 307 B1).  NO ACTION TAKEN.

4. Discussion with possible decision regarding agreement with Terry Butler for donation of fill material to the City. Adair provided a new agreement with some changes in language to be more detailed in its terminology. He said specific attention needs to be placed on the satisfaction of the donor. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the agreement pending final approval of the City Attorney.
