PUBLIC HEARING

FY 2011-2012 BUDGET
Mayor Trentham opened the public hearing at 6:00 p.m. He presented the council with two options for the proposed budget. Proposal A would give each full-time employee 2 furlough days per month and the second would give 3 furlough days. He explained the changes in minimum retirement contributions as well as health insurance costs, etc. Some employees expressed concern that the 24 days per year exceeded the state merit system laws. Mayor Trentham emphasized that this is a budget and it can be amended if revenues increase. Councilman Sharp asked that no furloughs been enacted until approved by the council. Karen George librarian said she believed the library could do without some of the budget items for the coming year.  Other ideas were discussed on raising revenue and reducing expenses.   The public hearing was concluded at 6:12 p.m.
REVISED AGENDA

Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:13 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 41 guests.
Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision to sponsor annual fireworks display with the Stilwell Kiwanis in an amount not to exceed  $3,000.00.  Gary Jackson, Kiwanis President, said that the club had contracted with Rainbow Fireworks out of Kansas to put on the show this year. He said it would be double the size of previous shows. Councilman Mink asked if Kiwanis could handle the expense this year in light of the current budget conditions. Jackson said that the partnership with the city was long standing and they depend on that partnership. Councilman Isaacs said that employees have been without raises for three years and this money would just go up in smoke. Councilman Sharp said he was a beneficiary of the Kiwanis Club fund raising for youth baseball and he supported the expenditure. Jackson pointed out that this event brings people to town and that sales tax dollars are generated from it. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by John Sharp to approve the expenditure up to $3,000. Alex – no, Dean –Abstain, Norman –no, John –yes, Jim – yes Motion Failed as abstaining was counted as a no vote.
2. Discussion only regarding 2011 Strawberry Festival. Gary Jackson once again representing the Stilwell Kiwanis Club presented an economic impact study conducted by OSU concerning the Strawberry Festival.  The report indicated a large economic impact with as much as $28,000 generated in sales tax to the city. The council complemented the club for their dedication to the event as a fund raiser for local youth activities.  NO ACTION TAKEN
3. Discussion with possible decision to approve Laura Gallardo request to hold a “Bikini Contest” at the Community Building. Karen George spoke on behalf of Laura Gallardo and asked why the item needed to be on the agenda at all. Trentham said that being new in office and with the entire community in mind he didn’t want to make that decision on his own. He thought the entire governing body needed to be included. Mrs. George said that the contestants would be 18 to 35, arrive fully dressed and all admitted would be 18 and older and no nudity would be allowed.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to deny the request. Alex – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim –no.
4. Discussion with possible decision to confirm mayoral appointment to the Stilwell Utility Board and Stilwell Area Development Authority. Mayor Trentham said he received a letter from Mike Doublehead, Stilwell Utilities Manager, dated June 17, 2011 recommending Neil Morton for re-appointment. Trentham said he was appointing Bill Garrett and ask the council to support his appointment. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to appoint Bill Garrett to the Stilwell Utility Board and Stilwell Area Development Authority. Alex –no, Dean –no, Norman – no, John –yes, Jim – yes. MOTION FAILED A motion was made by Norman Isaacs that Morton retain his seat.  MOTION DIED FOR LACK OF A SECOND.

Discussion with possible decision to confirm mayoral appointment of city attorney (possible executive session, Title 25, O.S. Section 307 B1). THIS ITEM WAS TABLED
6. Discussion with possible decision regarding renewing the following contracts for FY 2011-2012:

a) Joe D. Adair-city attorney 
b) Crawford & Associates- audit preparation. 
Councilman Spray said that he wanted to revisit this issue as he was absent from the June 6 meeting. He said that in his 6 years on the council he felt that Adair had advised the city with excellent results. He said that he had successfully defended two lawsuits and the outcome was positive for the citizens. Mayor Trentham said he did not want the city to be without representation. Councilman Thomas sais he wanted someone who was not as soft and could not be talked in to an opinion. Councilman Sharp said he was often kept in line by Adair’s advice and that no one was telling Adair what to do. Councilman Mink said he would rather wait until Adair was present to defend himself rather than address the issue.  Councilman Thomas said he thought the audit preparation should be bid out.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED

A motion was made by Dean Thomas to hire Lloyd Cole as City Attorney. After a brief discussion Councilman Thomas withdrew his motion.
