Regular Meeting-Tuesday, July 6, 2010

Roll Call   Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m. He asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – NOT PRESENT, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 14 guests.
Mayors Comments  Once again cautioned on spending.
Financial Report  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto reported that normal General Fund revenues for June were $218,926.76 and expenditures were $301,035.03 for a net decrease in fund balance of $82,108.27. This was due in part to a third payroll in the month of June.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. –yes. 
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision to adopt proposed Ordinance No. 355, an ordinance prohibiting tobacco use in city parks, recreation areas and on Stilwell Public Library  grounds and declaring an emergency.-Grace Ferris spoke to the council about the proposed ordinance. She said the farmer’s market in conjunction with Students Working Against Tobacco (SWAT), and Cherokee Nation Healthy Nation were requesting this measure be passed. City Attorney Joe Adair said that the Utility Board Attorney Lloyd Cole said their board was not going to take a position and would comply with what the city passed. Isaacs asked if signs could be posted without an ordinance. Adair said the ordinance would be the first step if enforcement would occur. Councilman Hummingbird said the park was not yet completed and was concerned about enforcement. Police Chief Abbott said it would be on site enforcement when officers would be present. Hummingbird said he would support the issue at the farmer’s market, library, and city hall but was hesitant about the park where people are there attending games for several hours at a time.  NO ACTION TAKEN.
2. Emergency Clause (requires ¾ majority vote).  Discussion with possible action to adopt emergency clause for Ordinance No. 355, an ordinance prohibiting tobacco use in city parks, recreation areas and on Stilwell Public Library Grounds and declaring an emergency.  NO ACTION TAKEN
3. Discussion with possible decision to accept a grant from Oklahoma Department of Commerce in the amount of $150,000.00. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to accept the grant in the amount of $150,000.00 Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. –yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to hire a grant administrator for the Oklahoma Department of Commerce CDBG 2010 grant award. Miggletto said he was not certified from the Department of Commerce to administer and close out the grant. He said that three (3) proposals were solicited and two of the three were able and willing to administer the grant for the 6% maximum allowed by ODOC. The third person was not able to administer the grant. Miggletto recommended Rhonda Clemmons since she was instrumental in the application and was familiar with the project. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to retain Rhonda Clemmons as the administrator for the CDBG 2010 grant at a fee of 6% or $9,000.00. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. –yes
5. Discussion with possible decision accepting a grant from Federal Home Loan Bank member Bank of Commerce, in the amount of $25,000. Miggletto said this grant was unrestricted and was written by him for use on the police department project. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to accept the grant from FHLB and Bank of Commerce in the amount of $25,000. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. –yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to amend police department for FY 2011. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to amend the police department budget in the amount of $175,000 for grants received. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. –yes
7. Discussion with possible decision to write off outstanding checks for FY07, FY08 and FY09. Miggletto said these outstanding checks were void after 90 days but the liability or payable obligation was still on the books until the council approved writing them off. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to write-off the checks listed for FY 07, 08, & 09. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. –yes
8. Motion to approve up to $5000.00 to repair Oak Street from 6th Street to 7th Street. Street Commissioner Pete Long said that County Commissioner Sam Chandler has offered the labor and equipment in hauling the material and laying it down if the city would agree to pay ½ the material. He said he thought the school was paying the other half. Long said the work needed to be done and this was a good way to get it done.  He estimated the cost to the city between $4,000 - $5,000. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the expenditure up to $5,000 paid from the Street & Alley Fund. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. –yes
9. Discussion with possible decision to amend FY2011 administration budget Fund 60. Miggletto said this was overlooked in the budgeting process. This fund is for renovations/repairs at the depot. General operations are paid from another fund but in order to do repairs we need funds budgeted.  A motion was made by Dean Thomas seconded by Jim Spray to amend the FY 2011 fund 60 budget in the amount of $1,000.00. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. –yes
10. Discussion with possible decision regarding renewal of Blue Cross Blue Shield Health Insurance for FY2010-2011.  Due to a lack of information – NO ACTION TAKEN
11. Discussion with possible decision to approve Ambulance policy change to add billing medicare $500.00 for D.O.A. Acting EMS Director Karin Ketcher said a change in the city’s policy was necessary in order to bill Medicare for runs where only a ‘code’ or Dead On Arrival ambulance runs. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to amend the policy for DOA runs to include a charge of $500.00 per call.  Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. –yes

12. Discussion with possible decision approving and offering early retirement incentive (possible executive session, 12 O.S., Sec. 307, B1).  NO ACTION TAKEN
13. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could not have reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Section 311.9).  NO ACTION TAKEN
Other Business  An unexpected repair to the 2007 sanitation truck. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the repair up to $4,800.00 Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim S. – yes
