Regular Meeting-August 2, 2010

Stilwell Community Building –6th Street & Poplar

6:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m. He asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 16 guests.
Mayor’s Comments: Mayor Collins wanted to publicly thank several city employees from the police department, street department, and code enforcer. Special thanks to Deanna Butler and Muskogee Marble & Granite for their help with the recent vandalism at the city cemetery. 
Financial Report: Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto reported that General Fund revenues for the month of July were $272,343.55 which included a one-time payment of $60,000 from the NOPFA Gas Authority.  Expenditures for the same month were $242,777.86 which had a net increase in fund balance of $29,565.86.
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of July 6, 2010 and July 15, 2010.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of  $13,625.00.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $46,510.00 General Fund.

4. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of  $138,471.78  General Fund.

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of  $221.38 Capital Improvement Fund.

Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that a correction needed to be made for consent item #2 increasing it $395.00 for a total of $14,020.00. The vendor was changed from Sooner Supply to RLC Business & Facility Services in the amount of $5,395.00 for floor restoration services at the community building.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the consent agenda with corrections. Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision to amend Ordinance #330 increasing  animal control rates. Code Enforcer Terry Butler said that the current rates for catching and housing animals were much less than boarding rates. Councilman Sharp said in reviewing ordinance #330 he didn’t see where we could raise fees on catching and housing animals other than vicious dogs. After discussion it was determined that ordinance #218 dealt with general fees.  NO ACTION TAKEN
2. Discussion with possible decision to amend administration and community building budgets (Capital Improvement Fund). Miggletto said that these amendments were for the Energy Efficiency grant that was approved last year. He said the expenditures could be encumbered out of the 2010 budget but he preferred to have it encumbered for 2011. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the amendments for administration and community building in the amount of $10,500.00 each. Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
3. Acceptance of Department of Commerce Multi-Purpose Sr. Citizen Grant in the sum of $5,000. Miggletto said this was a grant for the senior citizens program written by Glenda Green. He said this would be for the restoration of the wood floors at the community building and would cover all but $395.00 of the cost. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Hummingbird to accept the grant from the Department of Commerce in the amount of $5,000.00 Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to reappoint Kenny Davidson and Sheridan Patterson to the Stilwell Housing Authority Board. J.D. Foster with the Muskogee Housing Authority said that Davidson and Patterson had been faithful members of the board. He recommended they be reappointed. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to reappoint Kenny Davidson and Sheridan Patterson to the Stilwell Housing Authority Board. Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding amending employee sick leave policy. Miggletto said that recent negotiations with the FOP resulted in a change from 8 to 10 hours of accrued sick leave per month for employees of over 5 years. He said that councilman Sharp wanted to discuss it for employees not covered under the FOP agreement.  Councilman Sharp said that faithful employees should be rewarded with good benefits and that to enable the city to keep them he recommended adopting the changes for the rest of the city employees. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Hummingbird to amend the sick leave policy for employees who have been continuously employed to accrue 10 hours sick leave per month and employees at 5 years and less to remain accruing sick leave at 8 hours per month. Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes  Utilities Manager Mike Doublehead asked if the changed affected the maximum amount of sick leave accrued. Miggletto said it would remain at the current maximum.

6. Discussion with possible decision regarding taking applications for full-time permanent EMS Director. (possible executive session, Title 25, O.S. Sec. 307, B2). A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to advertise in accordance with established city personnel policy. Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding retaining Barry Roberts, Attorney at Law for Ritter v. City of Stilwell (possible executive session, Title 25, O.S., Sec. 307, B4). A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Dean Thomas to retain Barry Roberts for the appeals case in Ritter v. City of Stilwell. Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. – yes
8. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could not have been reasonably foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Section 311.9).  There was none.
Other Business: Council President Hummingbird said that the park was getting closer to completion and that the city council had committed $500,000 to the project. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the payment of $500,000 to the park project. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim S. –yes
Citizen Input: Acting EMS Director Karin Ketcher said that the new contract with Medicare is signed and she was notified by Mediclaims that the claims should be paid on a more consistent basis. She said the city had received a deposit from Medicare for over $59,000.
Adjournment: A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to adjourn the meeting at 7:28 p.m. Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. – yes.
