Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. He asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 14 guests.
Mayor’s Comments  The Mayor had no comments
Financial Report The City Clerk-Treasurer reported that revenues received into the General Fund for the month of September 2010 were $232,889.01 and expenditures were $226,550.92 for a net increase in fund balance of $6,338.09. He said that this includes a one-time grant re-imbursement in the amount of $24,912.00.

Discussion with possible decision to hire part-time dispatcher. Police Chief Dan Abbott said he recommended the hiring of Brad Rutherford pending successful completion of a drug screen.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to hire Brad Rutherford as part-time dispatcher at a rate of $8.00 per hour pending successful completion of a drug screen. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes.

Discussion with possible acceptance of  Cherokee Nation operational grant to the fire department in the sum of $2,404.00.  A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Norman Isaacs to accept the grant from the Cherokee Nation in the amount of $2,404.00. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes. 
3.
Discussion with possible decision to amend fire department budget in the sum of $2,404.00. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Dean Thomas to amend the Fire Department budget in the amount of $2,404.00. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes. 
4.
Discussion with possible decision to contract with Rhonda Clemons for grant writing services. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that he had proposed an hourly research fee of $30.00 per hour up to 10 hours per month with a $200.00 application fee for each grant applied for. A 5% fee would be paid upon award of the grant. Councilman Spray said he recalled being told that a lot of money could be captured form DOJ, etc. Miggletto said the proposal was accepted by Clemmons as evidenced in the email in the council packets. He said the only thing the council may want to consider is having each application pre-approved by the city to keep the cost down and to be sure that we weren’t applying for the same grant twice. Councilman Sharp asked if Miggletto would be willing to be that contact person. He said he would if that was the consent of the council.  City Attorney Joe Adair said he would like to review the contract submitted by Clemmons and have the council take formal action at the next meeting.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to have Rhonda Clemmons tender a contract for services with terms negotiated. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes. 
5.
Discussion with possible decision regarding Ordinance #355 prohibiting smoking on Public Library Grounds.  Emergency Clause. A motion was made by Dean Thomas seconded by Norman Isaacs to disapprove the ordinance. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes. 
6.
Discussion with possible decision to buy a flat bed trailer for Street Department, not to exceed $3500.00 to be paid from Capital Improvement Fund. Street Commissioner Pete Long said the trailer they currently have is worn out and they need a heavier duty trailer to haul the track hoe. He said he hasn’t found a trailer and the cost shouldn’t be over $3,500.00.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the purchase up to $3,500.00 paid from the Capital Improvement Fund. Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes. 

7.
Discussion with possible decision regarding surplus sale. Councilman Spray asked Joe if we could declare these items surplus with the way the agenda item is written. Adair said the statutes do not direct how to dispose of the property once declared surplus. He said some form of public notice to sell should be made to ensure the pubic knows about the surplus items.  Councilman Hummingbird asked if items could be donated to churches, etc. Adair said the law is very clear that no public property can be given away. The city must receive some value in exchange. Abbott asked about items that do not sell. Adair said sometimes items are trash and must be disposed of if not sold. If there is no value then there is no value. A motion was made by Jim Hummingbird seconded by Jim Spray to declare the items listed in the council packets as surplus and authorized a public auction to be held after terms are reached with an auctioneer.  Jim H. – yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes.

Discussion with possible decision to hire Thomas Burton as a paramedic at $12.00 per hour to replace Billy Willis who went from full-time to part-time status (possible executive session, 25 O.S. Sec. 307 B1). A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve hiring Thomas Burton as paramedic at a rate of $12.00 per hour. Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes,  Jim S. – yes
9. Discussion with possible decision regarding the permanent appointment and/or hiring of EMS Director (possible executive session, 25 O.S. Sec. 307 B1).-JS. The council directed the Mayor to post this position internally to city employees in accordance with personnel policy.  NO ACTION TAKEN
10. Discussion with possible decision approving and offering early retirement incentive (possible executive session, 25 O.S. Sec. 307 B1). NO ACTION TAKEN
11. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could not have reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Section 311.0).  Councilman Hummingbird asked if there were any applicants for the position of animal control. Miggletto gave him the applications on file. Hummingbird said that a full-time employee should be hired to work the day shift similar to Clyde White a previous animal control officer. Councilman Sharp asked if a private contractor was off the table or if they could entertain that option. Adair said the two were not mutually exclusive and the council had the right to look at both. It was decided that posting the position internally would be the first step to filling the position. NO ACTION TAKEN
Other Business Councilman Spray asked if Terry Butler (code enforcement/animal control officer) needed help on the weekends from a current city employee or did he have it handled. Butler said as of now he didn’t need any help.
Butler said that the Stonebrook subdivision was well under way and he expected the roads to be completely cut in and a base built by the end of this week.
Citizen Input (3 minutes) Chief Dan Abbott wanted to publicly commend the street department and utility department for all the work recently done at the firing range. He said the improvements and clean-up sure help.
Adjournment A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to adjourn the meeting at 7:09 p.m. Jim H. –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes.
