Roll Call: Mayor Collins called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. He asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Jim Hummingbird – NOT PRESENT, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Collins – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 28 guests.
Mayor’s Comments  The Mayor had no comments
Financial Report The City Clerk-Treasurer reported that revenues received into the General Fund for the month of October 2010 were $224,080.79 and expenditures were $212,643.87 for a net increase in fund balance of $11,436.92.

Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible action to approve contract with Rhonda Clemons for grant writing services. Miggletto said that the contract in the packet represented the terms negotiated as discussed at the September meeting. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the contract as presented to begin Nov. 1, 2010 and end June 30, 2011. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
2. Discussion with possible decision regarding renewal with Oklahoma Municipal Assurance Group for liability/automobile insurance renewal for December  15, 2010  to Dec 15, 2011 in the sum of   $33,948.21. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve renewal of insurance with Oklahoma Municipal Assurance Group in the sum of $33,948.21. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to amend 2010 holiday schedule to include December 31, 2010. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained that January 1 was a normal city holiday and that since it fell on Saturday the State of Oklahoma and other agencies were recognizing Friday December 31, 2010 as New Year’s Day. He said that the 2011 holiday schedule would be shorted one holiday if this was approved. A motion was made by Norman Isaac seconded by Dean Thomas to approve amending the 2010 holiday schedule to include December 31, 2010 as New Year’s Day observed. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
4. Discussion with possible decision regarding grant loan application to U.S.D.A. Rural Development. Miggletto explained that this was the first step in getting a loan and grant application for the construction of the police department. He said that legally the city would have to apply through the Stilwell Improvement Authority which would be a separate action by that board (which is the city council). A meeting would need to take place for the SIA to formally apply but this would help get the process started. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to begin the application process. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding grant application Oklahoma Tourism and Recreation Department for walking trail. Miggletto said that the grant is for walking trails. The maximum award is $160,000 with no required matching funds. He said that the matching would be in the form of in-kind labor as he, Street Commissioner Pete Long, & Electrical Superintendent Larry Eagleton had discussed doing the project in-house with minimal help from an engineer. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Dean Thomas to apply for the walking trails grant up to the maximum. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
6. Discussion with possible decision regarding grant application Oklahoma Tourism and Recreation Department for parks and recreation. Miggletto said this grant is a dollar for dollar matching grant with no maximum award. He said ODTR had encouraged him to submit an application for the city. The walking trail grant could be used as matching if awarded. He recommended committing up to $100,000 stating that maybe the Stilwell Area Development Authority (Utility Department) could add to the matching funds. A motion was made by Dean Thomas seconded by Jim Spray to apply for the grant committing matching funds up to $100,000. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
7. Discussion and decision to approve fire department and police department to provide security for the Christmas Train on 
December 13, 2010. Mayor Collins said that police and fire personnel are normally used to direct traffic. Police Chief Dan Abbott said that his department is willing to work that he needed authorization for overtime. Fire Chief Bill Roedenbeck said that the fire department personnel only get paid for a fire run so the cost would be minimal to the city. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the use of city personnel in directing traffic for the Christmas Train on December 13, 2010. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
8. Discussion and decision to approve City Surplus Sale on November 12, 2010 at 11:31 a.m. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the city surplus sale for November 12, 2010.  Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
9. Discussion and decision to advertise for full time police officer to replace the opening left by Brian Girdner. Police Chief Dan Abbott said that a vacancy will be created if the disability retirement is approved for Brian Girdner. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve advertising for a full-time police officer to replace Brian Girdner. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the disability retirement of Brian Girdner. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
14. Discussion with possible decision  regarding complaint by Vicki Woods . [Possible executive session, Title 25 O.S. Section 307 (B) (1)]. City Attorney Joe Adair advised that until the Police Chief has investigated the issue should be tabled.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED
15. Discussion with possible decision to give Michael Walters permission to address council in executive session. [Possible executive session, Title 25 O.S. Section 307 (B) (1)].  NO ACTION TAKEN

Section 307 (B) (1)]. Councilman Spray asked the city attorney if items 17 & 18 could be taken together. Adair said they could. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by John Sharp to suspend termination pending investigation of a possible conflict between the City Charter and the personnel policy. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes.  City Attorney Joe Adair said that a possible conflict has arisen between the City Charter and the personnel policy. It was his recommendation that the Mayor and he gather more information before final action is taken.
18. Discussion with possible action regarding appeal of grievance decision of Teresa  Walters of her termination of employment with City of Stilwell [Possible executive session, Title 25 O.S. Section 307 (B) (1)]. See item #17.
19. Discussion regarding reinstating Mike and Teresa Walters to employment of the City of Stilwell [Possible executive session, Title 25 O.S. Section 307 (B) (1)]. THIS ITEM WAS DISCUSSION ONLY – NO ACTION TAKEN
20. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could not have reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Section 311.9) (1) EMS Director Karin Ketcher said the EMS earned $157,000 in the past four months from Medicare/Medicaid. She said additional money should be received from the state trauma fund. (2) Fire Chief Bill Roedenbeck said the power unit for the Jaws of Life was damaged on the scene of an accident Sunday and it is beyond repair. A replacement unit retails for $6,595.00 but that Chief Fire & Safety offered a unit for $5,195.00 plus $100.00 shipping. The unit being replaced is 17 years old. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the purchase up to $5,295.00 to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes
Other Business (1) Police Chief Dan Abbott said a police car was rear-ended last month and has been totaled. He had found a car in Kansas and recommended purchase up to $5,000 plus a buyer’s premium of 10%. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve a vehicle purchase up to $5,000 plus 10% buyer’s premium. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes (2) Abbott said that Brian Girdner had submitted his resignation upon approval of his retirement. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to accept the resignation of Brian Girdner. Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim S. –yes (3) Michael Walters asked for clarification of what department he was to report to. He was told to report to the Mayor for instruction.
