Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – NOT PRESENT, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 16 guests

Mayors Comments The mayor said that everyone is preparing for the annual Strawberry Festival and that the city and property owners were working hard to make the town look its best.
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of April 2, 2012 and April 19, 2012.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of  $10,387.88.

1. Discussion with possible decision to ratify payment to Quality Data Products for repair and replacement  of server and replacement of payroll computer in the sum of $10,230.90. Trentham said that city hall had a lightning strike and that part of the costs would be covered by insurance.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the expenditure and file a claim with OMAG.  Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes,   Jim  – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to accept $500.00 grant from Cherokee Nation to Stilwell EMS for equipment for trailer. A motion was made by Dean Thomas seconded by Norman Isaacs to accept the grant from Ozark Electric in the amount of $500.00.  Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes,  Jim  – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to amend Ambulance budget by $500.00 increase. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to amend the ambulance department budget in the amount of $500.00. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes,  Jim  – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to hire auditor for FY 2011-2012. Miggletto said it was once again time to hire an auditor. He asked if we wanted to advertise.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to advertise for an auditor.  Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes,  Jim  – yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to retain Crawford & Associates for compilation of annual financial statements for FY2012 audit. Councilman Mink asked if this was the same firm as last year. Miggletto said it was.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to retain Crawford & Associates for compilation of annual financial statements. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes,  Jim  – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to schedule a dedication & open house for the new Stilwell Police Department. Trentham said the building should be complete by the end of May. The Masonic Lodge will come possibly on July 14 to install a cornerstone in the building. He said the Chamber of Commerce is also willing to do a ribbon cutting ceremony on June 13. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to hold a grand opening June 13 and a dedication ceremony with Flint Lodge # 11 on July 14. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes,  Jim  – yes
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding request of Paula Jones to close 2nd Street from Olive to Oak for “Dance for the Cure” on Friday, June 1, 2012 during the hours of 7:00 p.m. through 10:30 p.m. The request had been withdrawn.  NO ACTION TAKEN
8. Discussion with possible decision regarding request of Kent Starnes to open liquor store at 835 S. Highway 59 (the former Movie Gallery building).  Kent Starnes said he has purchased the building on Hwy 59 and has been remodeling.  He said plans for a 1,500 sq ft. liquor store have made but needed approval. He said the state licensing process takes about 30 days and the store could not be opened until a license is approved. Fireman Kevin Stuhmer and Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler had both inspected the building and said it passed both inspections.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the request.  Alex –yes, Dean –abstain, Norman – no, Jim  – yes.  Motion Carried
9. Discussion with possible decision to confirm Mayoral appointment of Ross Roye to the Stilwell Municipal Utility Board. Trentham said that in accordance with the city charter that the appointment needed to be made no later than June 1 or the first Monday in June.  Councilman Mink asked the mayor if he sent a letter.  Trentham said the letter was in the agenda packet but no letters were mailed. Councilman Spray asked if the Utility Department had made a recommendation.  Interim General Manager Julie Hudgins said that it was on the agenda for Tuesday, May 8 for that board to discuss. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to wait for the recommendation from the Utility Board before a decision is made. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim  – yes
