Discussion with possible decision to approve Resolution 06-04-2012 in support of Stone Brook Park Phase II construction. Mayor Trentham stated that the developer was applying for funding for a second phase and they need to know that we support the effort. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve Resolution 06-04-2012. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to confirm Mayoral appointment of Ross Roye to the Stilwell Municipal Utility Board. No discussion – NO ACTION TAKEN

Discussion with possible decision regarding FY 2012-13 budget workshop. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to conduct a budget workshop Thursday, June 14 at 2:30. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
4.
Discussion with possible decision to declare residential property donated to the city as surplus. Mayor Trentham stated that the property recently donated to the city is not needed and recommended declaring it surplus as the first step to selling the property.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to declare the residential property located at 205 W. Dogwood as surplus. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

Discussion with possible decision to authorize the sale of residential property located at 205 W. Dogwood Street. Councilman Sharp asked how the property would be sold. City Attorney Joe Adair said a minimum price could be set and the property sold at auction or by sealed bids. He said that the city needed to receive fair value for the property. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to authorize the mayor to offer for sale the property by sealed bids with the mayor obtaining fair market value. Discussion with possible decision to hire auditor for FY 2011-2012. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that only one bid was received from Mike Green, CPA. Discussion with possible decision to renew lease with Sequoyah, Adair, Cherokee County Nutrition Center. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the lease renewal with the SAC Nutrition Center. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

Discussion with possible decision regarding a purchasing agent. Councilman Isaacs said that we are breaking the law by not having a purchasing agent. Councilman Sharp asked Adair if it was legal for a department head to serve. Adair said he wasn’t aware of any legal restriction.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to appoint Dan Abbott as purchasing agent.  Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – no.  Motion Carried

Discussion with possible decision regarding early retirement incentive for qualified employees. (possible Executive Session Title 25 O.S. § 307 B1). A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to table this item. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
10 Discussion and possible decision on request from Councilman Alex Mink for the payment from the City of Stilwell, Oklahoma to Ronald D. Cates, Attorney at Law, for attorney fees incurred by Alex Mink in connection with the defense of the pending litigation of Trentham v. Mink, et al., Adair County District Court, Case No. CV -2011-39. This shall also include reimbursement of Attorney fees previously paid by Alex Mink. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve payment. Councilman Sharp asked Adair for guidance. Adair replied that since parts of the case involve his employment as City Attorney that he felt it would be inappropriate for him to advise. He recommended Margaret McMorrow-Love as a possibility for advice as she has represented the city in the past and is somewhat familiar with our city. Sharp said he felt he needed additional advice before he voted for the measure.  Councilman Mink asked what the difference between these fees and those of Mayor Trentham’s. Sharp said he thought it in the best interest of the city to resolve the case and personally agreed to paying them but was concerned that the city charter and state statutes give him reason to doubt without legal advice. Mink said he was willing to get advice before a vote was taken.  Motion was withdrawn by Norman Isaacs.
11. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.)   Councilman Sharp said that current personnel policy allows for employee donation of sick time to another employee who is ill but no allowance is made for donation for an employee caring for a family member who is ill.  He asked Utilities Manager Julie Hudgins about their department’s policy.  Hudgins said she thought the practice was allowed. Sharp would like to amend the policy for donation of leave to employees caring for a terminally ill family member.  NO ACTION TAKEN
Other Business  1) Mayor Trentham said the Masonic Lodge can not conduct the dedication ceremony for the new police department on July 14 and needed to be changed to July 7.  2) June 13, 2012 1:00 p.m. is the ribbon cutting for the new police department building.  3) Councilman Spray asked about the possibility of Julie Ferguson assisting the city with some grant funding particularly law enforcement and public safety.  The mayor will try to contact her to discuss the matter.  4) Mayor Trentham said the trackhoe at the Street Department is broke down and that the repairs almost exceed the trade-in value.  Adair recommended putting the matter on the next agenda.  
Citizen Input  Police Chief Dan Abbott asked if Adair could work up a job do’s and don’ts for the special meeting related to the purchasing agent position.
