Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 8 guests
Special Agenda

1.
Discussion with possible decision to confirm Mayoral appointment of Lynda Hagar to the Eastern Oklahoma District Library Systems Board of Trustees. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to confirm the Mayoral appointment of Lynda Hagar to the Eastern Oklahoma District Library Systems Board of Trustees. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to confirm Mayoral appointment of Jim Denton to the Stilwell Municipal Utility Board. No discussion – NO ACTION TAKEN
3. Discussion regarding the recommendation of the Stilwell Utility Department of Charles Bennett to Stilwell Utility Board. Councilman Mink asked if it was a typo or why the word decision was not included in this item.  Mayor Trentham said he took the word out because he thought the action would be contrary to the charter as he had not appointed the person they intended to confirm. Mink asked it the seat was vacant. Trentham said no vacancy was created but that the term was expired being fully served. Utility Manager Julie Hudgins said they (utility dept.) has a concern regarding vacant seats and having a quorum. Councilman Sharp asked if this was going to be answered in the court action that is pending. Trentham said he thought the matter would be taken before the judge in about 30 days or so. Mink asked Sharp to contact a judge and ask the question of vacancy versus expired term. Hudgins said the impass would still exist. Councilman Spray asked Hudgins if Bennett continued to serve until the vacancy is filled. Sharp asked Spray about a legal opinion about whether there was a difference in Morton’s appointment which was not made timely by the mayor or Bennett’s which was timely appointed by the mayor. Hudgins said Morton’s seat was not appointed by the first Monday in June 2011 but that an appointment was made by the mayor in 2012 she believed they were separate and different issues. Mink said he thought it would need to be settled in court.  NO ACTION TAKEN

Discussion with possible decision to purchase Case CX50 B Trackhoe at a cost not to exceed $45,257.00 with or without trade of Kobleco SR25SR with trade value of $7,800.00 to be paid from Capital Improvement Fund. Trentham said the part to repair the trackhoe was $6,500 and that the trade value would still only be $7,800. He said that funds were still available in the budget to purchase the equipment. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Dean Thomas to authorize the purchase with the trade in of the Kobleco SR25SR. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to hire Lester Loving and Davis Law Firm related to Ordinance 357 – Gas Franchise. Trentham said he consulted an attorney that specialized in these types of utility issues but the man had some health issues that prevented him from researching this issue. He recommended Lester, Loving & Davis Law Firm to provide the services. Councilman Isaacs asked why we didn’t seek local advice. Trentham said this issue would best be served by a specialist. Councilman Mink said he wanted time to review the contract. He said at first glance they want more interest in city affairs than just the gas franchise issue. Councilman Sharp asked how many hours or an estimated cost. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that they had 
summarized the issues along with the previous franchise ordinance and the current ordinance along with the city charter to make the research time/cost as low as possible.  NO ACTION TAKEN
6. Discussion and possible decision on request from Councilman Alex Mink for the payment from the City of Stilwell, Oklahoma to Ronald D. Cates, Attorney at Law, for attorney fees incurred by Alex Mink in connection with the defense of the pending litigation of Trentham v. Mink, et al., Adair County District Court, Case No. CV -2011-39. This shall also include reimbursement of Attorney fees previously paid by Alex Mink. Councilman Spray asked Mink for the legal opinion he was to obtain from Margaret McMorrow-Love as agreed at the last meeting. Mink said he thought the others could call her themselves. Councilman Sharp said once again he would about the legal issues that may be present.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the payment of Alex’s attorney fees. Miggletto asked where he would like them paid from.  Isaacs replied the General Fund Administration. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –abstain, Jim –abstain.  Motion Carried
