Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 14 guests.
Mayors Comments  A follow-up meeting was scheduled with Windstream about the on going issue with internet service in Stilwell. The meeting is scheduled for February 7, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. 
Consent Agenda
1. Approval of minutes for January 7, 2013.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of  $9,687.29.
3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of  $44,030.00.

Regular Agenda

Discussion with possible decision approving special event permit for Stilwell Kiwanis Club Strawberry Festival 2013. Dan Collins representing the Kiwanis Club presented their application for the 66th annual Stilwell Strawberry Festival. He said the only change from previous years was the request to use city property on the south side of Oak Street between 1st & 2nd streets.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the special event permit. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
2.
Discussion with possible decision to act as fiscal agent for Oklahoma Arts Council Grant on behalf of Stilwell Kiwanis Club. Collins said that Kiwanis does not have a 501(c)(3) status so it can not apply for this funding. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that this was the same arrangement as last year and the city was a pass-through agency. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to allow the city to act as fiscal agent for the Oklahoma Arts Council grant for the Kiwanis club. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

Discussion with possible decision to waive permit fee for Farmers Market from April 2013  to October 2013. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to waive the permit fee for the farmer’s market. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
4.
Discussion with possible decision to approve Rebecca Bunch for volunteer labor at Stilwell Police Department for Association for Direct Core Trainers. Judy Bunch said that her name was Teresa. She said that Teresa is currently working in Tahlequah and is only able to work about 2 hours per day because of the commute. She will have a job coach to supervise her the entire time she is at work and does not receive any pay for her work. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the volunteer work of Teresa Bunch as scheduled by Police Chief Chad Smith. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
5.
Discussion with possible decision to authorize Warrant Amnesty Program beginning February 15, 2013 and ending April 15, 2013 and to approve advertising for the same. Chief Smith said a similar program at Westville was successful at getting old warrants off the books and also brought revenue. He said after the amnesty period is up that they would form a warrant task force to bring in those with outstanding warrants. He said that it is a voluntary program and that if arrested on a warrant the waiver of the warrant fee would not apply.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the amnesty program and authorize advertising.  Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
6.
Discussion with possible decision to approve the setting of a dumpster and costs at the residence of Cody Cross. Street Commissioner Pete Long said the residence is a couple of miles outside city limits from the current route. He said $35.00 per month for 1 day per week service was fair. Councilman Isaacs asked if it needed dumped weekly. Councilman Sharp asked how the rate compared to those in town. Long said the same service in the city is $25.00 per month. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the service. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding construction of an indoor multi-use facility at the Edna M. Carson Stilwell Community Park authorizing expenditure up to $1,200 for soil testing. Miggletto said that the testing was necessary to formulate the final budget for an application for funding. He said the proposed building would be 70’ x 120’ and would be used across many sports and other activities. Councilman Sharp asked why the city was involved. He said that the park had been turned over to the utility department. Miggletto said the grant would be $200,000 from the Carson Foundation and may necessitate up to $50,000 or 20% of the project. He said the final budget would not be complete until the site preparation was completed. Councilman Thomas said that he didn’t think we needed to approve something with so many unknowns. Councilman Spray said it had a good upside to obtain a $200,000 grant.  The council requested more information be presented.  NO ACTION TAKEN
8.
Discussion with possible decision to approve the passage of an ordinance regarding Disorderly Conduct/Public Nuisance. Chief Smith said that the ordinance was similar to the Oklahoma City ordinance. He said that City Attorney Joe Adair had reviewed it. Councilman Mink asked about the need for an emergency clause. Smith replied that he would rather it take 30 days to become effective.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the ordinance. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
9.
Discussion with possible decision to establish fine of $100.00 plus court costs for violation of ordinance regarding Disorderly Conduct/Public Nuisance. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to accept it. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
10.
Discussion with possible decision to contract with Rhonda Clemons-Hill for CDBG 2013 grant application. Councilman Isaacs asked if this was the same as last time. Miggletto said it was. He said this year we would apply for drainage improvement funding. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the contract. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
11.
Discussion with possible decision to contract with Rhonda Clemons-Hill for CDBG 2013 grant administration. Miggletto said that if funded the grant required a Department of Commerce certified Grant Administrator. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the contract with Rhonda Clemons-Hill as grant administrator. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
12.
Discussion with possible decision to approve resolution for CDBG 2013. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the resolution as presented. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
13. Discussion with possible decision regarding hiring animal control officer. Councilman Mink asked the police chief if he had a chance to review the applications. Smith said no. Mink said he thought they should wait until Smith has narrowed the choices and possibly interview. Councilman Sharp said it should include an executive session.  NO ACTION TAKEN 
14.
Discussion with possible decision regarding gate for the armory-Swepston Fencing    $1,680.00. Councilman Sharp asked if there was grant money available or if the city would have to pay. Councilman Mink asked if the existing gates couldn’t be fixed. Councilman Sharp asked if the fence was even necessary. Miggletto said that the Boys & Girls Club may want to use the building in the future and a secured outdoor space would be nice. Police Chief Smith said that the area is ideal for bus parking and would get the buses out of the street. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the replacement of the gates at the armory. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
15.
Discussion with possible decision regarding drainage improvements at Stilwell High School and Section Line Road. Chief Smith said cars and patrol vehicles drag coming onto section line road and it slows traffic flow. Street Commissioner Pete Long said a tin horn wouldn’t help and a 6” concrete cap would help without slowing drainage. Councilman Sharp asked if the road was county or city. Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said the east side was city and the west half was county.  NO ACTION TAKEN
16.
Discussion with possible decision regarding requisition for ammunition and flash lights for police department. Smith said 1,000 rounds was $600.00 for the new weapons ordered. The flash lights would cost about $2,027.87.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the purchases up to $2,627.87. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
17. Discussion with possible decision regarding Resolution Authorizing and Providing Notice of Election. Mayor Trentham said the county election board informed him they can not conduct the election due to the filing deadline. Councilman Spray said it would fall to the city. Councilman Sharp said he thought we would need to comply with the law or risk loosing sales tax. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the resolution. Miggletto said the blank would need to be completed indicating who would conduct the election. Councilman Sharp asked why we couldn’t pass the resolution and determine later who would conduct. Councilman Spray said the insert ‘City of Stilwell’ in the resolution and then figure out the details with fair compensation for working the election. Councilman Sharp said he thought the county could conduct the election and save voters going to two polling places on the same day. City Attorney Joe Adair said he thought since the resolution contained language of who holds the election it needed to be done both at the same time.  MOTION WITHDRAWN – NO ACTION TAKEN
18.
Discussion with possible decision regarding declaring 1989 GMC motorhome as surplus and authorize sale to the highest and best bidder. Interim EMS Director Kevin Stuhmer said the motor home donated to the EMS by the Town of Westville should be disposed of. He said the age of the vehicle and the amount of work to get it usable would exceed its value. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to declare the property as surplus and advertise for bids. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
19. Discussion with possible decision to approve resolution of support for Allegiance Communications. Mayor Trentham said a letter and copy of the resolution was in the council packet for review. Councilman Sharp asked if the rates would change with new ownership. Miggletto said that his communication with Allegiance is that the system is one of 82 being purchased and they are looking at long range plans of adding phone and internet services but did not mention rate increases. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the resolution as presented. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
20. Discussion with possible decision to advertise bids for cutting of hay on city property located north of Adair County Park. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the advertisement and receiving of bids. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
21. Discussion with possible decision regarding longevity for all employees. Councilman Mink said that all employees should receive something. He presented a schedule at a rate of $50.00 per year of service after five continuous years with a cap of $2,500.00 with estimated first year cost. Mink asked Joe Adair if a petition passed by city employees on city time in a city vehicle needed action taken. Adair said the issue was not on the agenda and couldn’t be discussed. Councilman Spray asked if we could hear this after item 22 if necessary. Adair said they could re-visit the item.  NO ACTION TAKEN

22. Discussion with possible decision regarding FOP contract (possible executive session Title 25 O.S. Section 307 B2). NO ACTION TAKEN. The city would like to resume talks with the FOP Lodge 169.
23. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311). 1.) Terry Butler asked to repair a hydraulic hose on the utility department trackhoe at a cost not to exceed $200.00. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the repair up to $200.00. 2.) Police Officer Phil VanDyke asked that Ron Bartmier representing the FOP Lodge 169 to address the council. Bartmier said the contract has been in negotiations since May of 2012 and that the FY 2014 contract will soon begin the negotiation process. He said the difference between the FOP and city proposals was about $2,000. He said there is nothing to discuss. Mayor Trentham asked that the parties meet outside of the council meeting to discuss some relevant issues related to the contract. NO ACTION TAKEN
