Special Meeting - March 27, 2013

Roll Call  Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 3 guests.
Special Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to approve contract with GTS for soil profile for indoor facility at Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park & Sports Complex.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained that the council had only approved expenditure up to $1,000.00 and that the scope of services from GTS, Inc. was for $1,950.00 and that the contract would have to be approved before the mayor could sign it. Councilman Mink asked why is was so much. Miggletto said he thought the sheer volume of their business and the cost of traveling from Springdale, Arkansas was a factor. Councilman Sharp asked what the costs were from the police department project. Miggletto said he thought it was $1,800 total but they had made several trips over to monitor that project.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the contract with GTS. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes.
2. Discussion with possible decision to surplus Crown Victoria police vehicle and wrecked Chevrolet Impala and authorize sale to Adair County Sheriffs Department.  Mayor Trentham said Police Chief Chad Smith had an update on this proposal. Smith said he spoke with Sheriff Hardin and he needed a car and could also use the motor out of the salvage vehicle that we kept for parts. He said they verbally agreed to exchange the cars at a value of $2,500.00 for 100 days of prisoner upkeep (2,500/$25 per day per prisoner). Hardin later contacted Smith and said County Commissioner Sam Chandler would not approve the measure as a member of the Adair County Jail Trust Authority. Smith said Hardin offered $1,000.00 for the two vehicles and Smith thought it to be too low.  He recommended taking no action and declare them surplus and offer them to the public via sealed bid.  Councilman Isaacs asked what the per day rate for prisoner upkeep.  Smith said it was $25.00 per day.  Isaacs said he spoke with Dan Abbott (retired police chief) and he thought it was $20.00 per day.  Smith said it has steadily increased over the years.  NO ACTION WAS TAKEN 
3. Discussion with possible decision approving special duties ordinance for City Clerk-Treasurer for the conduct of 2013 regular election.  Councilman Mink asked why we needed another special duties ordinance. Miggletto explained that it was legally proper any time you change the clerk’s compensation to do it by ordinance. Mink asked if this affected the other ordinance or if this would be paid in the future. Miggletto said that it did not affect the other ordinance and that this provided for a one-time payment. He said after the election was over Tuesday that it would in affect expire. He said he could have said nothing and took the pay as approved by the council at the last meeting but he knew it was correct to perform it by ordinance.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the ordinance as presented. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – no, John – yes, Jim – yes. Motion Carried.  Councilman Isaacs explained why he voted no after voting yes to approve payment at the March 2013 regular meeting.  He said he was contacted by three businessmen and they thought it wasn’t right to pay him since he is already receiving special duties pay. Councilman Spray said the other ordinance does not specify the duty to conduct elections. Miggletto told Isaacs that he didn’t owe him an explanation and it was fine that he voted against the measure. 
4. Discussion with possible decision to approve Emergency Clause for special duties ordinance.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the emergency clause be attached to the previous ordinance. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – no, John – yes, Jim – yes.  Motion Carried.
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding part time dispatcher.  Chief Smith said that a part-time dispatcher is ill and will be out of work for quite awhile and may not return at all. He said it has left a hole in his schedule and is resulting in some overtime pay to the other dispatchers.  Councilman Sharp asked if Smith had someone in mind.  Smith said he had reviewed applications on file and has a candidate with dispatch experience that he would like to hire part-time. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve hiring a part-time dispatcher.  Some discussion took place about the starting hourly rate. An Amended Motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to include the hiring at Chief Smith’s discretion up to $9.00 per hour. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision regarding moving Gordon Chronister, Jr.  from part time to full time status. Chief Smith said that the agreement made when Chronister was hired would be full-time employment upon completion of CLEET and certification by the state.  Smith said Chronister has met his term of employment and recommended hiring him full time.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to hire Gordon Chronister, Jr. as a full-time police officer.  Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Adjournment A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to adjourn the meeting at 6:01 p.m. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
