Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:06 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 24 guests
Mayors Comments Mayor Trentham said that a portion of the lighting was completed at the new walking trail and a lot of people are using it all times of the day and night.
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes for March 4, 2013 and March 27, 2013.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision regarding police parking lot and adjacent property. Mayor Trentham said that water was getting into a building north of the police department and wasn’t sure if it was run-off or if it was seeping in from the ground between the parking lot and the building. He said sealing the surface of the parking lot would cost about $300.00 in materials. Councilman Mink asked who would seal it. Trentham said the street department. Dr. Taylor (owner of the adjacent building) said sealing it would help. He said when there was a roof over the common wall it didn’t leak and he thought the city parking lot would solve it but it hadn’t. He said a portion of the building is below ground level and the roof from the old tavern next door prevented water from being an issue.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to purchase sealing material up to $300.00. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to confirm Mayoral appointment of Opal King as resident  member to the Stilwell Housing Authority Board. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to confirm the mayoral appointment of Opal King as resident board member to the Stilwell Housing Authority. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision regarding request for assistance with local match money to Kibois Area Transit. Charla Sloan, Transit Director and Jeannie Sanders, Site Transit Director said they currently have 13 vehicles and 13 employees in the Stilwell system. Sloan said that they are taking 25 people to work each day to Siloam Springs, Tahlequah, and Stilwell. Cherokee Nation has helped with some supplemental funding on the job routes. The fund requested from the city would be matching funds contingent upon receiving other grant funds. They have a demand response of 150 calls per day for shopping, doctor visits, etc.  They also do Sooner Ride for qualified applicants to the doctor. The service started serving Stilwell in 1999 and that Kibois Area Transit System now serves 12 counties and is the largest in the state of Oklahoma. Councilman Mink asked about weekends. Sloan said they only service dialysis patients on Saturdays only. Councilman Isaacs asked without the city attorney being present if this was considered a gift. Sloan said she thought it would be a contract similar to all other cities they provide services. Councilman Sharp said it had been done in the past.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to approve contingent upon City Attorney Joe Adair’s approval.  Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision regarding city wide clean up/trash off for April 13, 2013. Cathy Unger and Kathy Francis spoke about cleaning up the county. American Clean-Off , a national event, is sponsored by the Oklahoma Department of Transportation (ODOT). She said April 20, 2013 Cherokee Nation Landfill will accept trash at no cost. A contest was held and 10 teams collected 661 bags of trash and a prize of $300.00 was awarded to the winning team.  They proposed some educational activities along with the city’s first annual City Sweep. Bags would be given out at the courthouse and areas designated for drop-off. Councilman Isaacs said it was needed. Street Commissioner Pete Long said Cherokee Nation may help by providing a large roll-off dumpster. Mayor Trentham said taking it to the Street Department would be a better drop-off site than business dumpsters around town.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to support the effort on April 13, 2013. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding city support of state wide trash off on April 20, 2013. Cathy Unger and Kathy Francis spoke again and said Walmart would be a drop-off site and requested a trash truck be present and they will offer drive-thru service. Educational information and snacks would be provided. They also said that Tahlequah Recycling will be at First & Division Streets from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. to receive recyclable materials. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to support the effort on April 20, 2013. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

6. Discussion with possible decision regarding to approve expenditure up to $300 for Strawberries to the Capitol. Councilman Isaacs asked if this was the same as done in previous years. Trentham confirmed it was. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve up to $300.00. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

7. Discussion with possible decision to accept Cherokee Nation grant for law enforcement equipment in the sum of $7,724.57. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to accept the grant in the amount of $7,724.57 from the Cherokee Nation. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
8. Discussion with possible decision to amend the police department budget by $7,724.57 increase. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to amend the police department budget in the amount of $7,724.57. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

9. Discussion with possible decision to allow Mayor to authorize variance(s) for vendor permits.  Mayor Trentham said that one vendor has requested a longer-term permit than our ordinance allows. He said they wanted to purchase a permit for the entire year. Currently the maximum time limit is 30 days. Councilman Sharp asked what the cost was per month. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said it was $25.00 per month.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to allow contingent upon approval of the city attorney. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

10. Discussion with possible decision to surplus Crown Victoria police vehicle and salvaged Chevrolet Impala and authorize sale by sealed bid to the highest bidder. Smith said that they have utilized as many parts off of the salvaged vehicle as is possible. With the two new patrol cars he recommended surplus of these vehicles.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the surplus and sale of these vehicles by sealed bid.  Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
11. Discussion with possible decision regarding the lease of office space at the Stilwell Community Building and authorizing repair and maintenance of the same. Mayor Trentham said Cherokee Nation is interested in leasing the office space. He said there needs were minimal as far as telephone, internet, etc. and the city would still be able to use the hallway for access to the council meeting room. Councilman Mink asked if this would be a verbal or written agreement. Trentham said a written lease would be required. Councilman Sharp asked what the cost of the renovations would be. Miggletto said the estimate for paint, ceiling tile, carpet, and labor would be about $5,000.00 or about the first year’s lease payments. Sharp asked if the rental rate of $450.00 was comparable to other commercial rates. Miggletto responded that he knew of a couple of other commercial sites that were a little less per square foot.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to allow the mayor to negotiate a lease and bring to the council for approval. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
12. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311).  (1). Mayor Trentham said Stilwell School’s Superintendent Geri Gilstrap had requested a memorandum of understanding (MOU) for use of park facilities for a summer meals program grant for which the school is applying. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Alex Mink to approve the MOU and authorize the mayor to sign. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes  (2). EMS Director Kevin Stuhmer said that unit 3 needed airbags for the air ride suspension. It would take about $191.18 to purchase the parts. Trentham asked if they needed to order a couple in case of another failure they could have one on hand. Stuhmer said he would like to repair it and drop to a 3-truck service and reserve this unit as a spare ambulance.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the purchase of two (2) airbags. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

Other Business  The Street Department would be needing seasonal employees soon for mowing and weed-eating.  No action could be taken tonight but wanted to let the council know that the request would be coming.
