Roll Call  Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 2 guests.
1. Discussion with possible decision to accept the donation of a 2003 Ford F350 work truck from the NOPFA to the Stilwell Street Department.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to accept the truck from the gas authority. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to declare 1996 Dodge Ram 2500 as surplus and offer for sale to the highest bidder by sealed bids.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to declare the vehicle surplus and authorize the sale by sealed bids. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to hire up to three seasonal/part-time employees for summer mowing, weed-eating and other duties as assigned. Councilman Mink asked Street Commissioner Pete Long if he was hiring the same workers back from last year. Long said at least one of them had found a full-time job elsewhere but that one of them would probably be back.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve up to three seasonal/part-time laborers up to $8.00 per hour. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to enter into a lease agreement with Cherokee Nation for office space located at Stilwell Community Building. Councilman Sharp asked if it should specify the area of the building to be rented since the lease was not for the entire building. City Attorney Joe Adair said it would be proper. Sharp also asked if the lease specified payment was contingent upon funding approval by the Cherokee Nation were we subjecting the city to a potential problem. Adair said the lease was cancellable by either party upon 60 days notice. Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto said that the majority of funding was provided by a grant which the Cherokee Nation anticipated being a multi-year award.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the lease with the addition of defined space and correction of section 9 as directed by the city attorney. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to authorize expenditure up to $800.00 for light pole and street sign maintenance. Mayor Trentham said several of the light poles and street sign poles are in need of painting. Councilman Mink asked Long how many poles and if $800 was enough.  Long replied at least 10-12 poles.  Trentham said in addition to the poles the bump stops at city intersections could be repainted as well.  Miggletto said the $800 would get them started and that a requisition could be made at the May regular meeting if additional funds were needed.  Mayor Trentham said that they would be blocking off parking around the lights so they wouldn’t get paint on parked vehicles and asked the council to be aware of that in the event they are contracted once work begins.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the expenditure and work up to $800.00. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to approve Memorial Day activities at Stilwell City Cemetery sponsored by Roberts Funeral Home. Councilman Sharp asked if this was the same event as in past years. Trentham said it was. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the event at the cemetery. 7. Discussion with possible decision regarding approval of expenditure not to exceed $500.00 for improvements to “Welcome to Stilwell” signs. Mayor Trentham said the Indian Capital Technology Center (ICTC) class was interested in planting and maintaining the three signs at the edge of town. He said they would like to get some of the plants and flowers in before the annual Strawberry Festival. Councilman Mink said he would like to see them look real good by the festival.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the expenditure up to $500.00. Alex – yes, Dean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
