Regular Meeting – June 3, 2013

Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 13 guests.
Mayors Comments Mayor Trentham said the annual Strawberry Festival was a success. He thanked those who made it a success including the street & sanitation, police, fire, ems, and other agencies that helped make it happen.  He also commended the community for their outpouring of support during the recent tornados in central Oklahoma.  To date the community has sent three trailer-loads of donations and Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer said a fourth would be going this week.
Consent Agenda 
1. Approval of minutes of May 6, 2013.
2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $7,032.74.

Councilman Mink said that upon advice of his legal council he wanted to change his vote on item 17 (part 2) hiring Barry Roberts to file an appeal in the Trentham case.  He said he wanted to change his vote to abstain. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto asked City Attorney Joe Adair if that could be approved with the change. Adair said the minutes reflected what happened at the time. Councilman Mink said he wanted it on the record that he requested his vote to abstain.  Councilman Isaacs said he wanted to change his vote also to abstain.

Councilwoman Jean Wright also ask that item # 8 in the regular agenda reflect that the council was going to investigate and/or study the issue related to juvenile court and the JSI program before any action be taken.

A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the consent agenda except check number 43703. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision to hire auditor for FY 2013 annual audit. Miggletto said that an engagement letter in the packet showed the audit fee as requested at the last meeting.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to hire Mike Green as auditor for the FY 2013 audit of the city. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes. 
2. Discussion with possible decision to approve payment of unfunded retirement liabilities to the Oklahoma Municipal Retirement Fund up to $750,000.00. Miggletto explained that a study was conducted by the OMRF and their actuary as discussed in previous meetings. He said that under either scenario the required minimum contribution that the city must pay on full-time employee wages would drop 3.33% or 5.00% depending on the amount paid ($500,000 or $750,000). He said either way it would be contingent on how much the utility department committed as they have about half of the liabilities associated with the plan.  Councilman Sharp asked what the annual savings would be. Miggletto said this year-to-date at 5% it would be over $83,000.00 Councilman Sharp expressed concern about the amount of lump sum payment noting that the city may need those funds in the event of an emergency. He asked if a smaller amount could be considered. Miggletto said it could, but it would take a few weeks to a month to get the information and that these studies were based on previous discussions but anything paid down would be a step in the right direction. Miggletto said the payback (savings returned) would be about 9 years but noted the money is only drawing about $94.75 per month in interest and that we would still have a balance in that account of almost $500,000. Councilman Sharp then asked Utility Department General Manager Julie Hudgins if she or the utility board supported this. Hudgins replied that based on discussions she has had with some board members that they see the value and potential savings in paying this liability down. She said it would free up cash that is budgeted throughout the year. Councilman Spray asked Miggletto what the current liabilities were and how this payment would affect it. Miggletto said that the current liabilities are over $2.9 million and this would cut them about half. Councilman Sharp said that it would be nice to put this savings back into the coffers so that a true savings could be realized. Citizen Shawn Wright asked if the council could pass an ordinance or something to direct those savings be set aside. Councilman Spray said it may be restricted one fiscal year at a time. Mayor Trentham said it was a responsible idea but the ordinance could always be appealed by another council at a later date. Councilman Spray said he favored paying $750,000.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the payment of $500,000 contingent on the utility department committing the same amount. After some discussion the motion was WITHDRAWN.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the payment of $750,000 contingent on the utility department committing the same amount. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes. 
3. Discussion with possible decision to amend administration budget up to $750,000.00. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to amend the administration budget in the amount of $750,000. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes. 
4. Discussion with possible decision to confirm mayoral appointment of Ross Roye to the  Stilwell Municipal Utility Board – Board Member No. 5 for a five year term beginning June 1, 2013. A motion was made by Jim Spray to confirm the mayoral appointment of Ross Roye to the Stilwell Municipal Utility Board. Councilwoman Jean Wright said she believed Leon Goodwin to be an honorable man but the city charter clearly says the mayor has the right to appoint and she seconded the motion. Alex – no, Jean – yes, Norman – no, John – no, Jim – yes. MOTION FAILED
5. Discussion with possible decision to confirm mayoral appointment of Bill Garrett to the Stilwell Municipal Utility Board – Board Member No. 3 for the remainder of a five year term which began June 1, 2011 currently held by W. Neil Morton. A motion was made by Jim Spray to confirm the mayoral appointment of Bill Garrett to the Stilwell Municipal Utility Board. Councilman Mink asked Councilman Spray why he was making this motion again when at the last meeting he said he was making the motion one time as he committed. Councilman Spray said he was making the motion again. Mayor Trentham then said that the motion would die for lack of a second. The motion was then seconded by John Sharp. Alex – no, Jean – yes, Norman – no, John – yes, Jim – yes.  MOTION CARRIED 
6. Discussion with possible decision regarding a letter of support for the Wilma P. Mankiller Health Center expansion. Miggletto explained that this was a support letter for federal funding to the Cherokee Nation for help in the renovation and expansion of the Wilma P. Mankiller Health Center. He said the proposed project would be about $8.0 million. Miggletto referenced a draft copy of the support letter in the packet.  The letter was not in the packet. Miggletto apologized for the omission and asked City Attorney Joe Adair if the letter could be approved contingent upon his examination and approval. Adair advised the council should see the letter before action is taken.  NO ACTION TAKEN
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding memorandum of agreement for Adair County Commissioners Emergency Action Plan for the Adair County Courthouse. Miggletto explained that the State Auditor and Inspector’s Office was conducting their annual audit of Adair County.  He said County Commissioner Sam Chandler called and asked if the city would enter into an agreement with the county to provide the commissioner’s a place of operation should the courthouse be damaged or destroyed. In light of the recent storms the state was asking for an emergency action plan. Miggletto said that no draft agreement was provided so attorney Joe Adair would need to draft something. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve an agreement with the county. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes. 
8. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of equipment for wireless internet service at the Edna M. Carson Park. Stilwell Public Schools Superintendent Geri Gilstrap and Jason Stevens, IT Director for the school spoke concerning their new internet service provider. Gilstrap explained that this concept was directly related to the bond issue that would be voted on next week. She said if approved the bond issue will provide Google Chrome Books to students in third grade and older. The idea would be that students who can’t afford the technology or monthly internet service would not be left behind. She said it is conceivable that if deployed city-wide students could use the service at home to do assignments. Gilstrap said that it is possible to extend their service outside of their campus. The proximity of the park to the middle school and the absence of large trees make the park a logical choice for a trial run. She said that the hardware to bounce the signal would be purchased by the city and mounted on existing utility poles.  She said if it goes well they could explore rolling this out city wide. Gilstrap said currently the only other city in Oklahoma was Ponca City. Mr. Stevens said there would be a learning curve for the placement of hardware city wide due to large buildings and trees that interrupt the signal.  Initially there would be six (6) devices purchased to cover the park. They were unable to obtain pricing for this hardware prior to the meeting but wanted to come and share the information with the council to see if it warranted moving forward with mapping and cost estimates. Councilman Mink asked if the filters would be in place outside of the school. Gilstrap made it clear that the signal was the schools and that it would be filtered just like it would in the classroom. Mink said he liked that idea. They said the service would be available for the public from about 5:30 p.m. to 6:30 a.m. the following day and would not be available when kids are in school. Mayor Trentham asked about maintenance and insurance. Gilstrap said that insurance is required and was about $4.00 per device. She also said the maintenance costs were relatively low. Councilman Sharp commended the school for being willing to make this opportunity available and look forward to the day the entire city was covered. Councilman Mink asked if they could proceed with cost estimates. Councilman Isaacs asked attorney Joe Adair if this could be approved tonight without a dollar amount. Adair said it could not.  NO ACTION TAKEN
9. Discussion with possible decision to approve preparation of financial statements for FY2013 audit by Crawford & Associates. Miggletto explained that this is the same firm that has been used by the city since before he began working for the city six years ago.  He said they provide a very valuable service and he had identified ways of cutting some of the costs related to the services they provide.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the contract with Crawford & Associates. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes. 
10. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.) 1). Councilman Sharp asked attorney Joe Adair if an item that was not placed on the agenda could be heard and possibly acted on. Adair advised that it be properly placed on a future agenda.  NO ACTION TAKEN.  2). Miggletto said he received a call from Willis Hothouse, Parks Director, Friday evening and they are having an issue with golfers on the soccer fields. He said the police can not enforce the prevention if it was not posted.  Adair advised that the item be placed on a future agenda.  NO ACTION TAKEN
Other Business Councilman Isaacs said that the city needed a purchasing agent. He said that retired Police Chief Dan Abbott had served but never resigned the post. He said the auditor had commented about the position and we needed to appoint someone.  NO ACTION TAKEN
Citizen Input Citizen Melinda Mink asked attorney Joe Adair what the definition for unforeseen was. Adair said he didn’t answer questions from the public but from the council. Mrs. Mink asked Mayor Trentham how the need to file an appeal was unforeseen. She asked if his attorney had discussed with him during the course of the case that an appeal may be necessary. Trentham said he thought the topic was probably brought up at some point. He said he didn’t know at the time of posting (for the May regular agenda) that the need to file the appeal would be so quick.  Trentham explained that there were several days from the time the verdict was filed at the courthouse until he actually received the order and appeals have to be filed within so many days.  He said he didn’t know that until he consulted with those in the legal field and others that were familiar with the process. They discussed the filing date and the receipt date.  Councilman Spray asked Trentham why he and other council members were receiving copies from attorney Lloyd Cole. Trentham said he wasn’t sure why Cole mailed it to the council.  NO ACTION TAKEN
