Special Meeting – June 13, 2013

Stilwell Community Building – 6th & Poplar

6:00 p.m.

Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 3:35 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – NOT PRESENT, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 7 guests.
Special Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision regarding a letter of support for the Wilma P. Mankiller Health Center expansion. Mayor Trentham said the support letter was requested by EODD who is helping Cherokee Nation with the grant. A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Jim Spray to approve the letter of support. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes. 
2. Discussion with possible decision to approve travel and meals for three (3) dispatchers to OLETS Certified training at a cost not to exceed. $250.00. Chief Smith explained that OLETS is discontinuing the training in Oklahoma City and is going to a computer base test to certify dispatchers. In order for the city to offer this training it is necessary to send some dispatchers to ‘train the trainer’ so they can administer the local training. He also said that it will also enable them to help train dispatchers for other local law enforcement agencies. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the travel and meals for the dispatchers. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes. 
3. Discussion with possible decision to appoint a temporary purchasing agent. Councilman Isaacs said he understood from the clerk that ordinance 284 had been repealed with ordinance 341. Councilman Mink asked if a new ordinance was replaced with an ordinance.  He said we needed an ordinance to replace 284 and until it was replaced 284 should stand. Trentham asked City Attorney Joe Adair if 284 was repealed with 341. After reviewing a copy of 341, Adair said it appeared that 284 was in fact repealed by 341 in 2007. Councilwoman Wright said she would like to appoint Glenda Green. Councilman Spray asked Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto if there was an internal control issue. Miggletto said if it were a temporary appointment until a proper ordinance could be passed that is should be fine. Mink asked if someone here at the meeting could serve. He was concerned since no one had spoken to Green and she may not be willing to serve. A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Jim Spray to appoint Glenda Green as temporary purchasing agent until a more permanent ordinance could be adopted.  After some discussion regarding pay for the position. An amended motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Jim Spray to include payment of $500.00 per month for the duties. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes,  Jim – yes. 
4. Discussion with possible decision to amend or replace Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) for the Stilwell Ambulance Department effective June 7, 2013.Interim EMS Director Kevin Stuhmer said typically Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) are not ordinarily approved by the council. He asked Joe Adair if he helped former director Claude Gilbert develop or modify the policies. Adair said he remembered looking at them but didn’t remember if he worked on it.  Stuhmer reviewed some recommended revisions that were a concern. Some issues were for clarification and some were liability concerns. He said call-back time was an issue and eating overtime budget.  Councilwoman Wright referenced page 22 last ¶ and its clarity. Stuhmer said the policy is a work in progress and he would be bringing more recommendations as they work on various issues. Councilman Mink asked if he (Stuhmer) could get all of the revised SOP done and bring it back with all the changes. Stuhmer said he needed these changes to be decided tonight.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the changes to the EMS SOP as recommended by Stuhmer with an effective date of June 16, 2013. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes. 
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding Adair County District Court case CV-2013-37 Felix Ross, Jr. vs. City of Stilwell et al. to correct and amend the Auffet Block a part of the 1922 Addition to the original Town of Stiwell, Oklahoma. City Attorney Joe Adair said the city was named as a defendant due to Cedar Street easement needing to be corrected. He said the original plat reserves a 60’ wide easement for Cedar Street.  He said the current street on uses 20’ of that area. He said the action would amend the plat to reflect a survey by James Roberts centering the street on the existing street. The intent appears to be aligning the plat to reality. He said the options to the city would be to agree to the action or contest the action. Councilman Isaacs said his understanding was that one brother was buying the other brother’s interest out of the property. Isaacs asked Adair what his recommendation would be. Adair said getting the plat to reflect reality. Mayor Trentham said the court action was the only way to fix the issue. He said it would help the family tremendously. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to direct City Attorney Joe Adair to answer the petition agreeing to correcting and amending the plat of the Auffet Block.  Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes. 
6. Discussion with possible decision to confirm mayoral appointment of Reva Eagle to the  Stilwell Housing Authority Board for a three year term beginning June 7, 2013.  Councilman Isaacs asked if this was the recommendation of the other board. Mayor Trentham said he did receive a letter. Councilwoman Wright asked the council if anyone ever attended those meetings. No one indicated that they attended their meetings. Councilman Mink asked who was being replaced. Trentham said Jack Smay had resigned.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to approve the mayoral appointment of Reva Eagle to the Stilwell Housing Authority Board for a three year term beginning June 7, 2013.  Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes. 
7. Discussion with possible decision to confirm mayoral appointment of Ross Roye to the  Stilwell Municipal Utility Board – Board Member No. 5 for a five year term beginning June 1, 2013. Councilman Mink asked why there was a name on one item and not the other. Trentham said it was an oversight. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said it was not intentional. Leon Goodwin said it was intentional. Joe Adair recommended taking not action and putting the name on a future agenda to inform the public the possible action to be taken.  NO ACTION TAKEN
8. Discussion with possible decision to confirm mayoral appointment of Bill Garrett to the Stilwell Municipal Utility Board – Board Member No. 3 for the remainder of a five year term which began June 1, 2011 currently held by W. Neil Morton.  A concern was raised in a previous meeting that the previous vote was not valid because the second to the motion was not made timely enough. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to confirm mayoral appointment of Bill Garrett to the Stilwell Municipal Utility Board. Alex – no, Jean – yes, Norman – no, Jim – yes. A tie occurred and Mayor Trentham voted to break the tie. Ronnie – yes. MOTION CARRIED 
Adjournment  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to adjourn the meeting at 6:53 p.m. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes. 
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
