Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:07 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 19 guests
Mayors Comments Volunteer fire fighters from Stilwell recently responded to the wild fires in Mannford, Oklahoma. He wanted to publicly thank them for their sacrifice of time and talents.
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of July 2, 2012.
2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $10,650.04.

A motion was made by Dean Thomas seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the consent agenda except check number 42304.  Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –Abstain, Jim –Abstain. MOTION CARRIED
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible action  regarding contract with Julie Ferguson for grant writing services. Julie Ferguson introduced herself and gave a brief history of her resume, qualifications, and programs she has worked on for the past 30+ years. Over 17 years she obtained more than $9,000,000.00 in grant funding for the City of Sallisaw. Her focus would be public safety for fire and police. Councilman Isaacs asked if we still had the girl in Tahlequah. Ferguson said the Mrs. Clemmons is very proficient at non-profit and foundation grant work. She said her strength would be more with respect to federal programs. Isaacs asked how many grants she could do per month. Ferguson said it was difficult to answer that because some grants are open ended and some have cycles. She said the key is to identify areas of need and begin pursuing the available funding. Councilman Spray said he remembered there were JAG grants available and that Stilwell statistics were favorable for funding. Ferguson said that there is money for weapons, vests, tornado sirens, in-car cameras, eticket systems, etc. Councilman Mink asked about funding for the fire department and the need for a second station. Ferguson said there are several approaches to getting funding for such projects. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the contract with Julie Ferguson for grant writing services. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim –yes
2. Discussion with possible action regarding retaining Holloway, Updike and Bellen for engineering services related to drainage project in the sum of $47,500.00. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that if approved this money would be paid from the Street & Alley Fund and upon completion the city would apply for CDBG grant funds to make the improvements. He said that engineered drawings and specifications are required to receive funding. He said the maximum grant amount was $150,000 with a $150,000 match of cash or in-kind labor & equipment. Councilman Sharp asked if this money was spent and we didn’t receive the grant funds what the city would do to address the drainage issue. Miggletto said that we would still construct from the plans but that we would obviously do the work in smaller less costly increments. Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said that the city does have some liability issues for not addressing drainage and maintaining flood control areas. He said that stamped engineered plans reduce the city’s liability by sharing it with the engineer. Councilman Mink said he thought the drainage at the park needed to be considered since it was just recently constructed and seemed to be handling the drainage well. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the contract and expenditure of $47,500 to be paid from the Street & Alley Fund. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim –yes
3. Discussion with possible action regarding 2013 membership with Oklahoma Municipal League and payment of membership fee in the sum of $3,470.43. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to renew the membership with the Oklahoma Municipal League. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim –yes
4. Discussion with possible decision regarding approval of building permit for Stilwell Hospital. Terry Butler said that he has visited with Johnny Bolin who is employed by the hospital about the project. He has reviewed building plans and recommended they approve the permit. Bolin said the addition of 10,000 square feet will add 21 beds to the hospital as well as some parking. Councilman Mink asked about expansion of the emergency room area. Bolin said that was not planned as part of this project but said they have identified the need with regard to the emergency room.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the building permit as requested. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim –yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to approve a car show October 20, 2012.-Steven Black. Mayor Trentham explained that Mr. Black could not attend the meeting and may change the date of the car show to coincide with the Chili Cook-Off in October.  A motion was made by Dean Thomas seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the car-show for October 20, 2012.  Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim –yes
6. Discussion with possible action considering employee raises not to exceed $.50 per hour. Councilman Isaacs said he believed all employees should be treated the same. Councilman Mink said the officers were included in this since the new FOP contract has not been approved. Councilman Sharp asked if the individuals who received a dollar raise were included. Isaacs said no. Sharp asked Miggletto about how much it would cost. Miggletto asked if the raise included salaried department heads. Isaacs said yes. Mink said we are spending money in other places why couldn’t we give a raise. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to give full-time employees who received less than $1.00 raise another $0.50 and employees who received $1.00 get nothing. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim –yes
7. Discussion with possible action regarding full time employment of Stephanie Martin. Police Chief Dan Abbott said that everything was posted and advertised. Councilman Isaacs said that her name was Tiffany Martin. Abbott said the newspaper advertised for a part-time position that would go to full-time when Sheila Chronister went to the court clerk position.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the full-time status of Tiffany Martin. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim –yes
8. Discussion with possible action regarding changing employment status of ambulance personnel. Councilman Thomas said that EMS Director Claude Gilbert wanted to hire John Staats, Charles Gass, Sherry Gilbert, and Tina Gilbert full-time.  Claude said that part-time employees are not as committed to the service and many have other jobs that make scheduling difficult at times. He said these people would help with a state of readiness. Councilman Mink asked why he was having trouble controlling his people. He (Mink) said he didn’t think we could take action tonight.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED
9. Discussion with possible action regarding approving Dan Abbott, Sam Waldron and Jerry Wynos for early retirement. Councilman Mink said there was some confusion on this issue and that Jerry Wynos and Sam Waldron had not applied for this incentive.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the retirement incentive application of Dan Abbott. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim –yes
Other Business Councilman Isaacs asked if we were operating without contracts for the City Judge.  It was determined that the contract for City Judge was expired.
