Discussion with possible decision to declare the attached list of items as surplus and authorize the sale of the same. A surplus list was provided by the mayor and he stated that some items could be added as they finish cleaning out the armory and old police department. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to declare the listed items as surplus and any other items determined and authorize the sale by public auction. Discussion with possible decision to appoint police chief, (possible executive session, Title 25, O.S. 307, B1). Councilman Spray said he thought that the applicants had some good interviews.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to appoint Chad Smith as Chief of Police with the corrected contract.  Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to authorize purchase of monitor for aerial ladder truck at a cost not to exceed $20,000 to be taken from capital improvement funds. Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer said that three quotes for monitors had been obtained and that Mid America Fire Apparatus was the lowest quote.  He said the State Insurance Commissioner had visited a few days earlier and that want to help review and improve the ISO rating which will impact home owner’s insurance rates. He said that due to the age of the aerial that it may be necessary to upgrade the truck in order to improve the ISO rating. Councilman Mink asked if this purchase was necessary if the truck may be replaced. Councilman Sharp said he thought taking no action and looking into the newer truck made the most sense. He said no action could be taken on the new truck as this item was written.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED 
4. Discussion with possible decision to approve flooring and other improvements at armory building not to exceed $20,000 to be taken from capital improvement funds. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that the armory build back is almost complete and that flooring and a few other improvements had not been covered by the energy grant or DEQ so the city would need to purchase these items.  Councilman Isaacs asked if this would help get the building open for use again. Miggletto said it was absolutely necessary but that if we wanted the building back in the same condition it was received then yes these purchases would need to be made. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the improvements up to $20,000 to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund.
