Second public hearing regarding CDBG 2010 grant project

Mayor Trentham opened the public hearing 6:10 p.m.  Councilman Isaacs said the project was a nice addition to the city. Councilman Spray commented that this could not have been completed were it not for the grant funds obtained.  With no further comments the mayor closed the public hearing at 6:12 p.m.
Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 11 guests.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the consent agenda except check 42611.  Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision to accept Stilwell Police Department project CDBG 2010 as complete. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to accept the CDBG 2010 project as complete. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to authorize street closing for Power House church November 3, 2012 from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. from Division to Olive on 1st Street. Councilman Isaacs asked if this was the same event as in years past.  Mayor Trentham said it was.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the street closing as requested. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to advertise for bids for lighting for the recreational trail in accordance with the Public Competitive Bidding Act of 1974. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said the total price of the lighting was in excess of $50,000 which is the threshold for public bids. He said the bids would come to the council for action to award and that this item would not authorize any purchase.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to advertise the bids for lighting of the new trail. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to approve easement for drainage improvements from Nancy Garrett Farrier. Trentham said that this easement has taken some time to obtain. He said that the drainage improvements related to this easement are REAP 2012 funds. Councilman Sharp asked if this would improve the ditch capacity. Miggletto said that the sides of the ditch will be vertical versus a diagonal so the capacity should be increased. He said also the ditch would be straightened some which will help with the flow rate. Trentham said that due to a gas easement in the area Mrs. Farrier was requiring a 12’ gate or a double 6’ gate for utility trucks to access the property.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the easement as presented by Nancy Garrett-Farrier. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding employees carrying concealed weapons while on duty. Councilman Isaacs said that the Sheriff had asked him if the city had a policy related to employees carrying concealed weapons. He asked City Attorney Joe Adair if the city was liable for employees who might shoot someone while working. Adair said possibly. Councilman Sharp said he thought that all government buildings including the city hall or this building (community building) were covered under state law. Councilman Spray asked Adair if we needed a policy if state law addressed it. Adair said it could also affect employees not in an office building. They asked Adair to research the legalities of the issue. NO ACTION TAKEN
6. Discussion with possible decision regarding purchase or lease/purchase of used truck to replace Unit 1 of the fire department. Councilman Sharp said he wanted to discuss replacing the aerial fire truck with a newer model as opposed to adding a monitor to a 30 year old truck. Councilman Isaacs asked what the price was to replace it. Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer said a brand new truck would be about $500,000. He said they have located a 1996 Pierce model for $168,000.  He said it could be used as a first out pumper truck (ISO requires 2 class ‘A’ pumpers at minimum on each structure fire). Stuhmer also said that this would be a one man operation from the ground versus two in the ladder and one on the ground. Councilman Mink asked if the seller would finance. Stuhmer replied no that we would have to get financing from a lender and pay cash for the truck. Councilman Sharp asked Mink his opinion as a fire fighter. Mink said he felt this was an absolute need. Sharp said he thought it would be a great improvement and could also help homeowners lower their insurance rates. They asked Miggletto to explore financing options and report back to the council  NO ACTION TAKEN
7. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.)   THERE WAS NONE
Other Business Mayor Trentham said residents have expressed a concern about non-operable vehicles in yards. As well they are having issues with people mowing their yards. He said they should consider combining ordinances for code violations to simplify the process.  NO ACTION TAKEN
