Discussion with possible decision regarding agreement for use of armory with RC  Baseball Academy. Charles Risley presented a proposal for the use of the armory building for instruction in baseball hitting and pitching.  Councilman Isaacs asked if the cages were up all the time. Mr. Risley said that the nets would be retractable and would be stored up against the walls when not in use. Councilman Mink asked how it would be advertised. Risley replied that the use of social media, internet, and word of mouth in the baseball community would be the main avenues. He said the program is aimed at local kids with the intent on training them in proper techniques to avoid future injury. He said about 41 kids locally travel out of town for this type of instruction and this would help keep those dollars spent here at home. Councilman Isaacs asked about liability insurance. Risley said that he would carry liability insurance. Councilman Mink asked about the ages of participants. Risley said primarily ages 6 to 15 would be served about three (3) days a week from 4:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to accept upon the approval of a contract or agreement by the city attorney.
