Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Dean Thomas – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 12 guests.
Mayors Comments Trentham said that recent complaints related to the internet service is not a reflection on the local technicians. He said he believed the problems are further up to ladder. Windstream has since begun work on the issues and service is improving.
The mayor also said that improvements at the cemetery are moving forward. He recently held a meeting with a funeral home employee and citizen Gladys Duvall on ways to beautify the cemetery. He said since mowing season is over that employees are busy straightening and leveling monuments to improve the safety. Trentham said this will also help with maintenance and quite possibly minimize damage to monuments when they are not in line.

A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the consent agenda with the exception of check number 42855.  Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda

Discussion with possible action to pay attorneys fees for Norman Isaacs and Dean Thomas in the sum of $5,929.58 for services rendered in “Trentham vs. Norman Isaacs and Dean Thomas”. Councilman Isaacs said after John (Sharp) found out it was legal to pay for legal fees he put this item on the agenda. A motion was made by Alex Mink Seconded by Jim Spray to approve the payment of fees.  Alex –yes, Dean –Abstain, Norman –Abstain, John – yes, Jim – yes  MOTION CARRIED
2.
Discussion with possible action to revise, rescind or combine Ordinances 11, 218, 266, 312, 330 and 331 all pertaining to animal control. Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said several ordinances on the subject are sometimes contradictory and should be studied to be replaced by one single ordinance that covers all of these matters. City Attorney Joe Adair said the council could direct him to study the ordinances and possibly form one new ordinance for the council’s consideration. Councilman Sharp asked if the fees would be decided at the adoption. Adair said it should be decided before the ordinance is proffered. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to direct Joe Adair to go through these ordinances and see if they can be combined and updated. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
3.
Discussion with possible action accepting resignation of animal control duties by Terry Butler effective January 1, 2013. Butler said certain times of the year he cannot perform both code enforcement and animal control duties. Councilman Spray asked if he could do the duties in the daytime. Street Commissioner Pete Long said he thought they needed to hire someone full time to do a good job rather than pawn it off on someone. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to accept the resignation effective Jan. 1, 2013. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
4.
Discussion with possible action to approve 2012 employee safety stipend of $200.00. Councilman Isaacs asked if this was budgeted. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said it was. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to approve the stipend in the amount of $200.00 per employee.  Some discussion took place over recently retired or part-time employees that may not have worked recently. An amended motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to include only employees that have worked in the past 30 days. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
5.
Discussion with possible action to approve the purchase of a police interceptor car w/ equipment not to exceed $31,000.00 to be taken from Capital Improvement Funds. Councilman Sharp asked if this was from our local dealer. Police Chief Chad Smith said yes. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the purchase and equipping of the vehicle. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
6.
Discussion with possible action to approve the purchase of service weapons for police officers not to exceed $9,250.00. Trentham said that this was planned and budgeted. He said the amended SOP policy allows for these types of weapons. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the purchase. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
7.
Discussion with possible action to approve the purchase of police equipment (holsters, belts, clip pouches, etc) not to exceed $2,000.00. Councilman Mink asked if the etc. in the item gave the officers options on what to purchase. Miggletto said no that it was only the equipment in the quote requested by Chief Smith that was in the council packet. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the purchase. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
8
Discussion with possible action declaring 2005 Chevy Impala as surplus and authorize sale by sealed bid. Councilman Mink asked which car this was. Chief Smith said it was his old patrol unit that sustained damage in a side impact crash that was repaired. City Mechanic Bob Barfield recommended disposing of the vehicle. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to declare the vehicle as surplus and approve the sale by sealed bids. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
9.
Discussion with possible action to declare (2) FEMA trailers as surplus and authorize sale by sealed bid. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Dean Thomas to declare the trailers surplus and authorize the sale by sealed bids. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
10.
Discussion with possible action approving the increase of blanket purchase order for Cherokee Nation Landfill by $1,000.00. Councilman Sharp asked if the rates went up. Miggletto said that it had not increased but one of the audit findings revealed that one month the total bill exceeded the blanket purchase order amount for that month. He said this will remedy the auditor’s concern. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to increase the monthly blanket for the landfill by $1,000.00. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
11.
Discussion with possible action to approve meeting dates for calendar year 2013. Councilman Spray asked why January was a Tuesday meeting. It was decided that the word Tuesday should be omitted. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the meeting dates omitting Tuesday from the January council meeting. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
12.
Discussion with possible action to approve holiday schedule for calendar year 2013. Trentham said that some employees could observe the January 1 holiday on Monday Dec. 31 for a three day weekend if the council and department managers approved. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the holiday schedule with Dec. 31 as an option to Jan. 1. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
13.
Discussion with possible action to post vacancy for interim Assistant EMS Director. Councilman Sharp asked if the notice of the interim needs to be posted. Councilman Spray said it may not be necessary. Mink said he thought the council needed to approve.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to post the vacancy internally for employees to apply. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
14. Discussion with possible action to approve the purchase of dumpsters at a cost not to exceed $8,800.00. Long said some of the dumpsters are worn out and that he had not purchased any for a couple of years. The price from Hill Steel quoted $880.00 each but he wanted to see if a local manufacturer could produce them. NO ACTION TAKEN
15. Discussion with possible decision regarding Ordinance providing for payment procedures; providing for repealer and severability. Councilman Sharp asked Joe Adair if payroll and other necessary expenditures could be paid ahead of council approval. Adair said the statutes cover some items like payroll. Sharp asked if Blue Cross/Blue Shield would be paid or would they be in danger of lapsing. Adair recommended clarifying language in the ordinance to minimize confusion on what could be paid ahead of council approval.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by John Sharp to approve the ordinance.  After additional discussion Councilman Norman Isaacs withdrew his motion.  NO ACTION TAKEN
16. Discussion with possible decision regarding Emergency Clause.  NO ACTION TAKEN
17. Discussion regarding the pending negotiations between the City of Stilwell and the Stilwell F.O.P.  Councilman Sharp said that after the last meeting that he thought there was only one (1) issue to resolve to get a contract approved by both parties and then there were about six (6) issues raised by the lodge. Councilman Mink said a couple of things remained in the contract that should have been out. FOP Lodge 169 President Phil VanDyke said that the agreements reached were tentative in nature and did not pass the approval of the majority of the lodge. Councilman Spray asked if the wage issues were settled when the $0.50 raise was given. Miggletto said that two raises for a total of $1.00 were given in the contract year.  VanDyke said they would like to get the contract approved. Miggletto asked VanDyke how many times he had attempted to contact the mayor to schedule another negotiation meeting since the previous meeting. VanDyke said he had not attempted to contact him.  NO ACTION TAKEN
18.
Discussion with possible action to hire Tina Gilbert as full-time paramedic at an hourly rate between $12.00 and $14.00 per hour (possible executive session, Title 25 O.S. Section 307 B1).  No executive session was held. Councilman Spray asked if she had been appointed as a temporary paramedic.  She was only a part-time employee.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve hiring Tina Gilbert as a full-time paramedic at an hourly rate of $14.00. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
19. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311).  Councilman Sharp said he learned that Police Chief Chad Smith had not been compensated for the time spent as Interim Assistant EMS Director. They had discussed $8.00 per hour. Stuhmer recommended paying him up to the time that Tina Gilbert was appointed as Interim Assistant.  
Other Business  1. Smith said that the new contract from Adair County for prisoner upkeep is going to $35.00 per day per inmate. 2.. Smith said that the recent retirement of Phoebe Butler and resignation of Josh Smith has left requiring the hiring of at least one more officer.  3. December 20 6:00 pm is the annual FOP Christmas dinner at the armory. 4. Dec.15 6:00 pm is the annual fire department Christmas dinner at the armory.  5. Dec. 21 6:00 p.m. is Shop with a Cop at Walmart. They plan to purchase gifts for 36 kids due to donations from Arvest Bank, Walmart, Kiwanis Club and other organizations.
Citizen Input  Grace Ferris asked why the council was exempting payment of certain claims. Mink said they were payments not approved by the council. She asked why fees for attorneys for Mink, Thomas, & Isaacs were continually approved but the mayors were not. Mink repeated that those payments had not been brought to the council for approval. Ferris then asked if the issue was brought to the council if it would be approved. Mink said it would be discussed.
Adjournment  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to adjourn the meeting at 7:41 p.m. Alex –yes, Dean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim  – yes
