Roll Call  Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 4:35 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – NOT PRESENT, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 11 guests.
Consent Agenda 
1. Approval of minutes of June 3, June 7, June 11, June 13 & June 17, 2013.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $62,300.28.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of  $44,030.00.

4. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $890,859.22.  Fund 10.

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $3,598.12.  Fund 17.

6. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $723.98.  Fund 30.

7. Approval of May 2013 payroll in the sum of $181,910.82.

A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the consent agenda. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
Special Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to accept a grant from the Schwan’s Corporate Giving Foundation in the amount of $5,000.00 for the Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained that this grant will help provide a playground for children ages 2 to 4.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to accept the grant. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to amend parks & recreation dept. 16 budget in the amount of $5,000.00. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to amend the parks & recreation budget in the amount of $5,000.00. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to accept a grant from the Federal Home Loan Bank-Topeka (JOBS 2013) in the amount of $25,000.00.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to accept the grant. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to amend administration dept. 1 budget in the amount of $25,000.00. Councilman Mink asked if these funds could be used for another department other than administration.  Miggletto explained that the grant was written for specific economic development activities and that it was for any department such as a street project or police. He said when the grant funds are not for a specific department they are assigned to the administration department.  Mink asked if the funds would be used for paying attorneys or other things not approved by the council. Miggletto said that the expenditure of these grant funds would come to the council for approval prior to use.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to amend the administration budget in the amount of $25,000.00. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to approve expenditure of $1,100.00 for architectural renderings for indoor facility proposed for construction at Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park. Miggletto said that in order to finalize the grant application for the proposed indoor facility that they needed some drawings to obtain estimates of cost for the masonry work inside and outside of the building. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the expenditure. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to approve Sales Tax Pledge Agreement with the Stilwell Improvement Authority for FY 2013-14 – Police Department Loan. Miggletto said that this is an annual agreement to fund the loan payments on the building and was a condition of the USDA guaranteed loan.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the agreement as presented. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
7. Discussion with possible decision to approve payment to the Stilwell Improvement Authority the amount of $15,000.00 for FY 2014 debt service for police department building. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the payment to the Stilwell Improvement Authority. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
8. Discussion with possible decision to approve payment to the Stilwell Improvement Authority in the amount of $ 28,295.76 for FY 2014 debt service for fire truck loan. Miggletto said this was the annual cost of loan payments for fire truck purchased in FY 2013. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the payment to the Stilwell Improvement Authority. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
9. Discussion with possible decision to approve renewal of employee health insurance rates with Blue Cross/Blue Shield effective Aug. 1, 2013. Councilman Mink asked if the increase in cost was going to be paid by the employees. Miggletto said no that the health insurance is still 100% employer paid. He went on to explain that in years past that Blue Cross had proposed a 10% or more increase. The city’s broker Brown & Brown would then price other insurance carriers and negotiate the rate increase down with Blue Cross. He said this year that the 3% was marginal and they did not go through that process. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the insurance renewal with Blue Cross/Blue Shield for policy year beginning August 1, 2013. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
10. Discussion with possible decision to approve the expenditure of up to $7,500.00 for wi-fi wireless internet equipment for the Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park. Councilwoman Wright asked if the failed school bond issue affected the need for this project. Councilman Mink said the cost estimates seemed higher than first thought.  Councilwoman Wright said since the budget was tight she didn’t think it was a wise expenditure. Citizen Shawn Wright said if deployed it could still help kids at home who had access and were close in proximity. Mayor Trentham said that they still needed to know from the vendor if the city and/or utility installed the equipment would it decrease the initial cost and recommended getting the answer before taking action.  NO ACTION TAKEN
11. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of police interceptor police car from Starr Motor Company in the amount of $25,034.00 to be paid from Capital Improvement Fund.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the purchase in the amount of $25,034.00. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
12. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase and installation of up-fit vehicle equipment and decals for police interceptor in the amount of $5,000.00 to be paid from Capital Improvement Fund. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the purchase up to $5,000.00. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
13. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of cab & chassis truck for street department from Starr Motor Company in the amount of $49,000.00 to be paid from Capital Improvement Fund. Councilman Mink asked if Street Commissioner Pete Long had found anything used. No other good used equipment could be located. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to approve the purchase of $49,000.00. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
14. Discussion with possible decision to confirm mayoral appointment of Ross Roye to the Stilwell Municipal Utility Board – Board Member No. 5 for the remainder of a five year term which began June 1, 2013 currently held by Leon Goodwin. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to approve the mayoral appointment of Ross Roye to the Stilwell Municipal Utility Board to replace Leon Goodwin.  Alex –abstain, Jean –yes, Norman – abstain, Jim – yes A tie occurred and Mayor Trentham voted to break the tie. Ronnie – yes. MOTION CARRIED 
15. Discussion with possible decision regarding investigation and further action of the JSI – juvenile sanctions program. Councilwoman Wright said the agenda item was last discussed at the May meeting and wanted a report on the status of JSI and communications with Judge Starr. Mayor Trentham suggested a committee of folks like the police chief, city judge, and other members. Councilman Spray said sponsorship of the existing program is unclear and he was concerned about the liability to the city. Citizen Melinda Moten said she filed a complaint after her son was sentenced to 2 days of JSI, his license was taken, and a 2,000 word essay was required. She thought it was a little severe for a first offense. She said her son was cited for racing another car. She said some form of discipline is needed for the youth but the sentencing is not always fair for the kids. She said her son has had a medical condition and his hair had just grown back in and they were requiring him to cut it before JSI.  She noted that girls don’t have to shave their heads just cut the hair above the shoulders. A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Jim Spray to form a committee consisting of the mayor, police chief, herself, city attorney, and others that may want to participate requesting the city judge be in attendance. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
16. Discussion with possible decision to adopt an ordinance setting garbage and refuse collection rates.  Councilman Isaacs asked why we were raising fees when we are wasting money on other issues. He said the lawsuit by the mayor against three of the councilman cost $38,767.94 and if we can pay those fees we wouldn’t need to raise fees. Councilwoman Wright said her research indicated Stilwell was one of the lowest in the state for trash rates. She also said rural trash service was about $20.00 per month.  Councilman Spray said that past lawsuits had to be decided and/or defended so he didn’t see the relevance to this issue.  Councilman Mink asked if this would include future increases. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said the ordinance would only increase the trash rates this one time and that future increases would need to be approved through an amendment to this ordinance or a replacement. City Attorney Joe Adair said that there were not enough members to adopt the emergency clause therefore section four (4) should be omitted.  He also recommended the draft be changed and presented to the council in its final form.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to skip this item and move to 16 & 17. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes.  This item was skipped. After being provided a corrected ordinance, a motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Jim Spray to approve the ordinance as corrected. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman – no, Jim – yes   MOTION CARRIED
17. Discussion with possible decision to adopt the emergency clause for the above adopted ordinance.  NO ACTION TAKEN
18. Discussion with possible decision to adopt an ordinance creating the position of purchasing officer, providing guidelines for approval of purchases, payment procedures, appointment of a purchasing officer, and assigning compensation for duties.  Councilman Mink said he had spoken to the city attorney and he (Mink) recommended no action. Councilman Isaacs asked if Dean Watt (former city clerk-treasurer) had approval limits when she was clerk. Miggletto said the amounts were authorized in previous council meeting minutes and never formalized as an ordinance other than the special duties pay but no guidelines for the process. Councilman Spray said he was concerned that department heads have expressed that they can not make purchases during the month because many can’t be declared emergencies as is required under ordinance 361. Miggletto further explained that the approval amounts were selected and delegated to the position and not the person in those positions. He said this was a longer term solution to the issue of purchasing. He said the limits are reasonable and based on passed council actions along with Title 62 which sets out the process and duties of a purchasing officer. Miggletto said that this was not a position for making purchases for the city but it was to ensure the process of purchasing is followed when expending public funds. City Attorney Joe Adair said that the ordinance was proper for passage if this was what the council wanted to pass. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to approve the ordinance. An amended motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to include $250.00 per pay period as compensation for those duties. Alex –abstain, Jean –yes, Norman – abstain, Jim – yes A tie occurred and Mayor Trentham voted to break the tie. Ronnie – yes. MOTION CARRIED. 
19. Discussion with possible decision to adopt the emergency clause for the above adopted ordinance.  NO ACTION TAKEN
20. Discussion with possible decision to appoint a purchasing officer. (possible executive session Title 25, O.S. Sec 307 B1)  Councilman Mink said he thought there would be several people who may want to apply for the position and it should be posted prior to anyone being appointed.   NO ACTION TAKEN
***A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to enter into executive session at 5:35 p.m. with only the council and city attorney (no mayor or clerk-treasurer)***. 
 Alex –yes, Jean –no, Norman – yes, Jim – no. A tie occurred and Mayor Trentham voted to break the tie. Ronnie – no.  MOTION FAILED
***A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Jim Spray to enter into executive session at 5:35 p.m. with mayor present Jim Spray to take minutes***.  Alex –no, Jean –yes, Norman – no, Jim – yes A tie occurred and Mayor Trentham voted to break the tie. Ronnie – yes.  MOTION CARRIED
***A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to come out of executive session at 6:35 p.m. *** Alex–yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
21. Discussion with possible decision regarding the employment of Lonnie Wheeler. (possible executive session Title 25, O.S. Sec 307 B1).  NO ACTION TAKEN
