Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:06 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 9 guests.

Mayor’s Comments  The Cherokee Nation Child Development Center grand opening will be held January 17, 2014 at 2:30 p.m. and an invitation has been extended to the mayor and city council members. Monday, January 13, 2014 the Adair County Sheriff and Board of County Commissioners will hold a town hall style meeting at the Stilwell Community Building at 6:30 p.m. to discuss the sales tax proposals that will appear on the February 11, 2014 ballot.

A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to approve the consent agenda. Alex – yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to approve Property & Casualty Insurance with Oklahoma Municipal Assurance Group in the sum of $12,152.41. Councilman Sharp asked if this was lower than last year. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that it was lower due to a discount received this renewal.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the insurance renewal with OMAG in the amount of $12,152.41. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes.
2. Discussion with possible decision to allow weekly meetings of the Alcoholics Anonymous at the Stilwell Municipal Armory. Mayor Trentham said that the group needs a place for weekly meetings. They can’t pay a lot but they can not accept the use of the building for free.  They have offered to clean the front lobby area as well as the meeting room after each meeting. Councilman Mink asked City Attorney Joe Adair if a contract needed to be written. Adair said it was a good idea.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jean Wright to approve the use for weekly meetings with a written contract prepared by Joe Adair. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes.
3. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of six (6) bullet resistant vests at a cost not to exceed $6,000.00 to be paid from Cherokee Nation equipment grant funds. Councilman Mink asked how long until the next group of vests will be due for replacement. Police Chief Chad Smith said it would be about four (4) years.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the purchase of vests up to $6,000.00. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes.
4. Discussion with possible decision to regarding increasing the number of board members for the Stilwell Public Library Advisory Board.  Mayor Trentham said Lucille Lacie had asked to approve a larger number of board members due to a lack of quorum. He recommended an odd number of members so a tie could be avoided. City Attorney Joe Adair reviewed the city charter and said the number of members would be up to the council. Councilman Sharp said he favored an odd number in their board. Councilman Mink asked if a rule could be established where it removed non-active members from the board for not attending meetings. Councilman Sharp asked the mayor to visit with Mrs. Lacie and review these ideas before council action is taken.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED
5. Discussion with possible decision to take action against Rick Ritter Plaintiff in Ritter V. Collins, ex rel. CV-2009-10 for the recovery of attorney fees. Mayor Trentham said this was a disposition docket item and a hearing needed to be scheduled by the court. Councilman Isaacs asked how many lawyers were involved. Miggletto said Joe Adair and Tim Baker for the defense and Barry Roberts represented the city in the appeal. Councilman Sharp asked if this suit was a result of the officials acting in their capacity of elected officers for the city. Miggletto said it was.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by John Sharp to direct City Attorney Joe Adair to proceed with recovery of the fees. Alex – abstain Jean – yes, Norman – abstain, John – yes, Jim – yes.  Motion Carried 
6. Discussion and action to appoint independent attorney to prosecute city council’s claim for recoupment of attorney fees and costs expended from city funds in civil case of Trentham –vs- Isaacs, et al. Councilman Spray asked what claim did the council have. He said he wasn’t aware of any claim. Councilman Isaacs said this was for legal expenses. Councilman Spray asked Joe (Adair) if a prosecutor could be hired. Adair said yes. Councilman Sharp asked if the Police Chief investigated the matter and found any wrong doing. Police Chief Chad Smith said he investigated the expenditures and the process by which the claims were paid.  Councilwoman Wright said she was tired of the conflict and wanted to see good things happen and put an end to the conflict. She said building up the fire, police, street department were more worthwhile efforts. Councilman Spray said he agreed but one question remains unanswered by the courts. Councilwoman Wright respectfully disagreed. He said the whole case and all attorneys involved was expensive but the whole gamete will be for naught if this important question remained unanswered. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the item. Alex – yes, Jean – no, Norman – yes, John – no, Jim – no. Motion Failed
7. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of Compressed Natural Gas conversion kits at an amount not to exceed $38,913.16. Street Commissioner Pete Long said he was concerned about being able to work on the vehicles once converted. He said his understanding was that the city garage would have to be modified to be able to store or work on the vehicles. Miggletto said he wasn’t aware of any special regulations for routine maintenance such as oil change, brakes and tire rotations.  He said there were a number of safety measures related to compressed fuels.  Councilman Spray asked if the grant funds for this could be redirected to another project.  Miggletto said they could ask for a change of scope but didn’t know if they could change the scope and still meet the close-out deadline of June 1, 2014.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED
