Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – NOT PRESENT, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 9 guests.

Mayor’s Comments  Councilwoman Jean Wright lost a brother-in-law and couldn’t be here tonight. He said several other families have lost loved ones recently and our thoughts and prayers are with those families.  Mayor Trentham also said he has been notified by our natural gas provider that prices will spike in the coming days due to the prolonged and unusually cold winter.

1. Approval of minutes of Rescheduled Regular Meeting January 9, 2014.
2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $5,940.00.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $42,505.00.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the consent agenda except for check #44902. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision approving special event permit for Stilwell Kiwanis Club Strawberry Festival 2014. Kiwanis President Dan Collins said the festival would be conducted very similarly to previous years. He said the only exception will be the 5k race route will change but needs to be certified before they can ask for approval of that aspect of the festival. Police Chief Chad Smith asked about street closures. Collins said it is still undetermined due to the race route. Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer said a route could be done close to the bandstand which will also affect the parade route. Collins said weather pending the race course recertification should happen before the end of February.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the special event permit for the Stilwell Kiwanis Club for the 2014 Stilwell Strawberry Festival. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to act as fiscal agent for Oklahoma Arts Council Grant on behalf of Stilwell Kiwanis Club.  Collins again spoke and said that this grant has helped to provide more quality musical entertainment as well as help with publication and advertising for the festival.  He said that the club does not have tax exempt status so they can not apply directly.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to allow the city to act as fiscal agent for the Oklahoma Arts Council Grant. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
3.  Discussion with possible decision regarding handicapped parking enforcement within the city. Citizen Betty Bolin spoke on the issue of unmarked vehicles parking in handicapped spaces.  She said her health recently required her to qualify for handicapped parking and that it is difficult to determine if there are violators.  Chief Smith 8 out of 10 times those individuals have forgotten to hang their placard before exiting their vehicles.  NO ACTION TAKEN
4. Discussion with possible decision to approve payment of $2,750 to the Adair County Jail Trust Authority for prisoner upkeep. Councilman Sharp asked if the housing cost were between $1,800 to $2,500 per month.  Smith said that recently those cost have come down to that point. Councilman Mink asked if the county was paying for there prisoners. Smith said the last time he checked they were not. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the payment. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to approve the services of Stresscon, Inc for the provision of labor and materials for the indoor facility at a cost not to exceed $5,950 to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund.  Miggletto explained this was part of the construction that was not bid due to the small dollar amount.  Councilman Mink asked if we had blue prints. Miggletto said yes and gave copies to Mink to review.  Code Enforcement Terry Butler said he had spoken to several contractors and they all recommended Stresscon.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the expenditure. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to hire contractor to assemble red iron structure for the indoor facility at a cost not to exceed $40,000 to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund. Miggletto said that after publication no competitive bids were received and they sought contractors for quotes.  They spoke to three contractors and received back only one quote from J. Croley Construction. Councilman Sharp asked City Attorney Joe Adair if he was familiar with this section of the law. Adair said yes and that we are okay to hire someone. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to hire J. Croley Construction for construction of the red iron building kit with insulation, roofing, side walls and doors at a cost not to exceed $40,000. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
7. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of Compressed Natural Gas conversion kits at an amount not to exceed $38,913.16. Councilman Mink asked if this was a good idea in light of the natural gas prices going up. Councilman Sharp asked if we had contacted anyone about the concerns about storage and maintenance.  Miggletto said that yes they obtained information from two sources and our current facility complies with the routine maintenance and storage of CNG vehicles. He said that we can not work on the motor or CNG equipment. Miggletto said those things are typically out-sourced to a dealer or more qualified technician.  Councilman Spray asked if we could re-direct the funds to another project. Miggletto said we could but with the close-out deadline we may not be able to ask, receive the change of scope and perform the work before the required close-out date.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to approve the expenditures. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
8. Discussion with possible decision to award or refuse bids for the purchase of a Compressed Natural Gas sanitation truck and/or packer unit to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund and State Energy Office Grant Funds. City Attorney Adair inspected the bids to ensure they were sealed. Miggletto opened and announced the bids.  1. Waste Research:
Truck & Packer $182,971.00, 2. Freightliner of Tulsa: Cab & Chassis only $133,951.00, 3. Truck Centers of Arkansas Cab & Chassis only $114,097.00 – John Fulfer of Truck Centers said the truck could be delivered by the June deadline but the sooner you order the sooner you would get delivery.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to award the Cab & Chassis bid to Truck Centers of Arkansas for $114,097.00 and the Packer to Waste Research for $48,520.00.  Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
9. Discussion with possible decision to appoint a city prosecutor for municipal court with compensation determined by the city council. Mayor Trentham said talks with Chief Smith and they think it may be good for the efficiency of the court. Smith said Adair should be considered as our city attorney. Councilman Sharp asked if statute required the city attorney to act as prosecutor. Adair said he didn’t know the statute but would research it. He said he would be interested in serving but family issues may complicate those duties. He said he would hate to take on the duties and not be able to fulfill them. Smith said court would be able to be structured better with a prosecutor working with the city judge. Councilman Isaacs said if Joe was willing he would make the motion. Councilman Sharp said he would be inclined to second but in the end would like to wait until the next meeting to allow Adair the chance to see if he is able.  Councilman Isaacs withdrew his motion.  NO ACTION TAKEN
10. Discussion with possible decision to institute a hiring freeze for all full-time positions.  Mayor Trentham said the budget continues to be a major concern.  He said the sales tax continues to be flat but city expenses continue to increase.  Councilman Isaacs said he has mixed feelings about it and didn’t think he was for a freeze. Councilman Mink said he wasn’t in favor of this when he (Trentham) is spending money for attorney’s fees.  Miggletto told the council that the fund balance in the general fund and that the balance is nearly half of what it was when 2007 and that the general fund needs to have an average monthly balance of $400,000 to manage the inflows (sales tax) and outflows (payroll). He said the current payroll before health insurance and retirement contributions exceeds sales tax by about $10,000 per month. Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer said you will never get public service to pay for itself. He said AMS & billing collections had major problems. Smith asked if there was anything the departments could do. Councilman Sharp said it seems like we can do something for future hires and would not want to see existing employees affected.  NO ACTION TAKEN
11. Discussion with possible decision to appoint a negotiation team representing the city and the Collective Bargaining Agreement with Fraternal Order of Police Lodge # 169. (possible executive session Title 25 O.S. Section 307 B2).  Councilman Sharp said that Councilwoman Wright volunteered to act on this committee. He also asked if Mayor Trentham would also serve.  Trentham said yes. Councilman Mink said he thought the Police Chief should serve. Councilman Sharp said in light of his comments the Chief should be considered.

A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to appoint Mayor Ronnie Trentham, Councilwoman Jean Wright and Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto to serve as negotiation team representing the city. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes


12. Discussion with possible decision regarding employment status of Anton Bovos. (possible executive session Title 25 O.S. Section 307 B1).  NO ACTION TAKEN
13. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.)  1. Chief Smith said that animal has been dealing with an increasing number of vicious dogs and would like to publish a reminder of the animal control ordinance regulating vicious dogs in an effort to protect the public. 2. Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said he would like to see the city resume department head meetings 1 or 2 times per month prior to the city council meetings.  NO ACTION TAKEN
