Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – NOT PRESENT, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 7 guests.

Mayor’s Comments  Mayor Trentham informed the council that Julie Hudgins and Mike Butler with Stilwell Utilities had met with him and the water issue on Division Street is still being worked on. He said water tests revealed no chlorine in the water therefore they don’t believe it is treated city water but may be an underground spring. He said they were working together to determine a course of action.

10. Approval of December February 2013 payroll in the sum of $190,773.12. 
A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the consent agenda. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
An amended motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to reflect February 2014 payroll in consent item 10 and not December 2013.  Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Revised Regular Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision approving recertified race course for Stilwell Strawberry Festival 5k run. Dan Collins Kiwanis President presented a revised map of the race course. He said the main objective was to draw attention to the park and avoid downtown as vendors were setting up and the parade entries were lining up. He said the planned course was reviewed by Police Chief Chad Smith and Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer. Councilwoman Wright said it looked good. Councilman Mink said it could be done for this year and if changes needed to be made in the future. Stuhmer said it would require more man power to monitor the intersections. Councilman Isaacs said it was worth trying. Councilman Mink asked about Kiwanis helping staff the course. Collins said that he thought they could get some help to do that. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the new race course for the 2014 Run for the Berries. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes.
2. Discussion with possible decision approving the services of A-Clean-Potty for the Stilwell Strawberry Festival 2014. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the services of A-Clean-Potty. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes.

3. Discussion with possible decision to approve use of the Stilwell Public Library parking lot for the Stilwell Farmer’s Market waiving vendor permit fees. Kathy Francis representing the market requested the waiver similar as previous years. This year’s market may change on Saturdays to another location but Wednesdays would be held at the library. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the market waiving the permit fee. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes.

4. Discussion with possible decision to adopt Resolution 03-06-2014 – authorizing Adair County to development a county-wide Hazard Mitigation Plan. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained that EODD was writing a grant to fund the cost to write the plan. HMPs are good for six years and the city’s plan expires in September. Councilwoman Wright asked if this was the same plan for storm shelters. Miggletto said this plan is required to be updated to qualify for FEMA funding which included storm shelters. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to adopt the resolution. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes.

5. Discussion with possible decision to amend police department budget in the amount of $8,000.00. Councilwoman Wright asked what this was for. Police Chief Smith said it was for prisoner upkeep. Councilman Sharp asked if other communities were paying and if we were sentencing was more severe for our city. Smith said the costs have come down in the past couple of months and some of this expense if from October, November and December.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the budget amendment in the amount of $8,000.  Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to approve payment of $9,175.00 to the Adair County Jail Trust Authority for prisoner upkeep. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the payment of $9,175.00 for prisoner upkeep. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
7. Discussion with possible decision to approve grant application for FHLB 2014 JOBS grant for improvements to the Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park. Miggletto explained that this funding would be for improvements at the park and could be used as a portion of the matching funds to the grant requested for the splashpad. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to approve the grant application with FHLB. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
8. Discussion with possible decision to adopt Resolution 03-03-2014-A in support of Federal Home Loan Bank 2014 JOBS grant application. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the resolution in support of the FHLB grant application. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
9. Discussion with possible decision to adopt Resolution 03-03-2014-B in support of HB 1875 – Reduction in Sales Tax Retention by the Oklahoma Tax Commission. Miggletto explained that the current legislation supported by this effort would reduce the amount of fee the tax commission charges from 1% to 0.5% which would save the city approximately $12,000 per year.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to adopt the resolution in support of reduction in sales tax retention. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
10. Discussion with possible decision to adopt Resolution 03-03-2014-RFDP in support of Rural Fire Defense Program remaining under the auspices of the Regional Council of Governments (EODD). Mayor Trentham said there was legislation being discussed that would consolidate the rural fire defense program to the OK Dept. of Agriculture and that the city may have less benefit if it is taken from EODD.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to adopt the resolution. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
11. Discussion with possible decision to approve the contract related to the purchase of Compressed Natural Gas conversion kits authorizing the mayor to execute contract. Councilman Isaacs asked if this had already been approved. Miggletto said the expenditure had been approved but that City Attorney Joe Adair said the council needed to approve the contract as the vendor has asked for ½ payment up front per conversion.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the contract and authorize the mayor to execute. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
12. Discussion with possible decision to authorize the purchase of optional equipment for sanitation truck previously awarded in the amount of $7,880.00 to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund. Mayor Trentham said that the truck would be close to its gross vehicle weight rating without a drop axle or a second (tandem) axle. Citizen Shawn Wright said he was very impressed that when it was 12º outside that those employees were out picking up trash riding on the back of a trash truck. Miggletto said that the additional cost was still under the amount budgeted for the truck.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the additional expenditure of $7,880.00. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
13. Discussion with possible decision to approve payment of $1,013.20 to Ronald D. Cates, Attorney for professional legal fees in Trentham v. Isaacs, et al. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the payment of $1,013.20 to Ronald D. Cates. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
14. Discussion with possible decision to approve purchase of tin horns for CDBG 2013 drainage project from Dub Ross Company in the amount of $56,352.12 under state central purchasing contract. Miggletto explained that this material would be purchased using the state contract and that he conferred with Joe Adair and was advised the city did not have to bid this purchase publicly. Councilman Isaacs asked about 3rd & Cedar Street. Miggletto said that these tin horns were for several areas identified by the drainage study and he thought that 3rd & Cedar was a part of that.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the purchase. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
15. Discussion with possible decision to retain the Love Law Firm as consultants for the city regarding the Collective Bargaining Agreement with Fraternal Order of Police Lodge # 169 contract negotiation. (possible executive session Title 25 O.S. Section 307 B2). Mayor Trentham said they had been a useful resource in the past couple of years during the negotiations. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve hiring the Love Law Firm. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
16. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.)  NONE
Other Business   Councilman Isaacs said house number need to be on the houses for public safety reasons. Mayor Trentham said Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler talked about it and Trentham recommended waiting until the new 911 addresses are published in case the house numbers could change.
