2. Discussion with possible decision approving street closure of 1st Street from Division Street to Olive Street for Kids Day Sunday, April 27, 2014 from 2:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained that this annual event is usually held on Saturday but they changed their request to Sunday. Police Chief Chad Smith said that the traffic downtown will be lighter on Sunday so it would potentially be safer.
